The growth of Post, as reflected
In money orders and postal re
ceipts, was somewhatphenomenal
In 1047.

Money order receipts last year
totaled $208,380.87, as compared
with $134,0123.05 for 10 10 and
$140,030.57 for 1037, Acting Post-

master Harold Voss told the Post
Rotary Club In a talk Tuesdayat
the American Legion Hall.

Postal receipts lust year totaled
$20,042.50,as comparedwith $18,-703.- 27

in 1040 and $15,031 in
1037, Voss said.

He told the Rotarians that the
local postofflec had a total of
257 depositors and a postal sav-

ings total of $231,055,as of Janu-
ary 1, 1048. Additional deposits
brought the total to about $240,-00-0

by this week, he said.
It was Interesting to note that

while money order rccolpts for
1040 totaled $03,457.82 less than
they did last year they fell more
than $5,000short of the 1937 total.

The total Intake on money or-

ders and postal receipts In 1047

was $74,707.05 more than the to-

tal intake in 1040.

Tests Available

Dr. A. J. Lewis, district vetcrl
narlan of the Texas State Sanl
tary Commission, has advised
Robert H. Gibson, Garza" County
agricultural agent, that he will
come to this county and mak
tests for Bang's Disease and tu
beculosis In cattle whenever
there aro enough cows to warrant
the trip.

Gibson states there will be
charge of $1 per cow for each
test, that Is $1 for the Bang's Di
scasc test and an additional dol
lar for tho tuberculosistest.

In order to got as many cows
as possibleat one time, Gibson is
asking everyone who wants cows
tested to contact him cither per-
sonally or by mall, glvlrtg the
number of animals for which
each test Is to be made. All in-

terested persons arc asked to
make their requestsby March 1.

Both diseasesare communicable
and can be transmitted through
milk to human beings.
