On Saturday morning,
Sheriff Pippin talked to the
trio and none could estab-
lish ownership of the
pickup.

Suspecting foul play and
with an out-of-state case on
his hands, the sheriff called
in Joe Hunt of the Rangers
for assistance.

Further questioning of the
trio revealed that the girl
was Yaws' girl friend and
that they had picked up
Dickens, a hitchhiker, in
Amarillo.

Finally, Mary Miller
broke down, went into
hysterics and gave Pippin
and Hunt a statement of
Yaws shooting the pickup’s
owner who had given them
a ride and dumping the
man'’s body 10 miles east of
Mojave, Calif.

They had taken $800 from
the man, his watch, ring,
pickup, possessions and
even his Labador Retriever
dog which was still in the
pickup when the trio was
arrested here.

According to the girl's
statement, Yaws and Miller
were hitchhiking and stopp-
ed for coffee at a truck stop
in Winnemucca, Nev.,
where they struck up a
conversation with Joseph
Wedemeyer who also was
having coffee with a lady
friend.

Wedemeyer offered them
a ride to California, saying
he was going there to take a
job.

The girl gave this story of
the slaying:

En route, Wedemeyer
stopped at a sporting goods
store and purchased a
pistol, holster, belt and
shells. While he was out of
the pickup the young
hitchhikers found a 22
automatic pistol under the
seat.

- Wedemeyer was drinking
and when he became sleepy
he asked Yaws to drive and
he went to sleep on the
passenger side with the girl
in| the middle.

The hitchhikers/decided to
shoot Wedemeyer for his
money. The girl said she
agreed to do it but couldn‘t
bring herself to fire the shot
so 'Yaws leaned across and
shot the sleeping man in the
temple.

Wedemeyer was still
breathing when they drove
into Mojave, so the pair
decided to dump the man.
They drove 10 miles east of
Mojave and a quarter mile
off  the highway on a dirt
road. They dragged Wede-
meyer’'s body from the
pickup and hid it behind a
bush about 15 feet off the
dirt road. He was still
breathing but unconscious.

'The pair drove back into
Mojave where at a filling
gtation they traded the
murder weapon, the 22
/automatic pistol, to an

attendant for a quarter
pound of marijuana.

They then ‘‘went on tour,”
driving through Arizona,
New Mexico, and Colorado,
the girl said, before heading
into West Texas probably en
route to Mineral Wells
where the girl knew some
people.

Sheriff Pippin called the
sheriff of the county in
Califorina where Mojave
was located. He asked if he
had an unsolved murder
there.

The California sheriff
knew nothing about any
murder which the girl had
told officers here occurred
on either Feb. 5 or 6.

So the girl was put on the
phone and she described to
the California sheriff where
Wedemeyer had been dump-
ed from the pickup.

California officers then
found Wedemeyer’s body
exactly where the girl said
it was.

Wedemeyer's  relatives
have been located, a
brother in New Jersey and
a sister in Nevada.

The lady friend Wede-
meyer had been having
coffee with when he picked
up the two hitchhikers in
Nevada was located and she
told officers she could
identify Wedemeyer's watch
which was found in the
couple’s possession here.
His ring, however, had been
lost.

Hunt took the girl from
Post and placed her in the
Lubbock county jail to
separate her from her
boyfriend who still did not
know she had given the
statement on the slaying.

Both agreed to waive
extradiction to California.

When Sheriff Pippin told
Yaws that the girl had
given the statement and
that officers from California
were coming to pickup him
up on a capital murder
charge, Yaws first denied
it, then went into hysterics
and smashed his fist into
the bunk chain in his cell.

When he regained his
composure, he told Pippin
the officers were ‘“‘framing”
him to clean up an unsolved
killing.

The California officers
were due here Wednesday
to pick up Yaws.

Sheriff Pippin said he
didn’t know what charges if
any will be placed against
the" girl.

Meanwhile he still has the
Wedemeyer pickup, all his
personal possessions and
the Labador Retriever.
