the Older Worker Week." 

In his proclaimation, Judge 
Howard said, "Among the most im-
portant resources are the experi-
ence, ability and wisdom of our 

• older workers. And, to meet the 
economic and social challenges of 
the 90's, Texas must maintain and 
support gainful employment op-
portunities for older Texans. 

"I urge all employers, both pub-
lic and private, to hire an older 
Texan - prove that ability is age-
less." 

Now moving into its third 
decade of service to Texas, the 
Green Thumb program is operated 

under an agreement with the U.S. 
Department of Labor's Employ-
ment and Training Administration. 
The program, sponsored by the 
Texas Farmers Union, provides 
part-time work and training oppor-
tunities for workers 55 years of age 
'or older. 

All Texas Green Thumb work-
ers must be legal state residents 
with an annual family income 
which does not exceed 125 percent 
of federal poverty guidelines. Each 
Green Thumb enrollee works an 
average of 20 hours per week in a 
variety of jobs assigned according 
to skills and desires. 

"The ultimate goal of Green 
Thumb is to encourage enrollees to 
develop new skills or revitalize ex-
isting skills needed to enter the 
competitive labor market," Texas 
Green Thumb Director Diane Par-
rish said. "Employers find that 
older workers bring maturity, sta-
bility and a wealth of experience to 
the work place. The bottom line is 
they make good employees."

seat and that children two to four 
years of age be restrained either in 
an approved child safety belt or a 
seat belt. Surveys completed each 
year in 14 Texas cities indicate that 
45.5 percent of urban children birth 
to four years old are being re-
strained correctly. 

In Garza County there are 553 
children birth to four years old. If 
the survey percentages hold true, 
that means that 230 Garza County 
children were riding protected that 
day; but 323 were riding unpro-
tected. It's important for parents to 
know that the children who rode 
unrestrained or incorrectly re-
strained arc at high risk for injury 
or death due to an automobile acci-
dent. 

In an effort to promote a higher 
rate of correct use of child safety 
scats, Katie Wolf has program in-
formation on child safety seats and 
also information on loaner pro-
grams for those who need financial 
assistance in acquiring a safety scat.

In February, Garza County Ex-

Dear Garza County Voters: 
Let me take this opportunity to thank you for your 

support during the past 12 years as your County 
Treasurer. After almost four years of on the job 
training. I was excited when you chose me as your 
County Treasurer in 1978. I have tried to be the very 
best custodian of your tax dollar as possible. 

Every treasurer in the state is required to have 20 
hours of schooling every two years. After attending this 
schooling, I became a Certified County Treasurer in 
1985. Since then I have helped with teaching some of 
the courses at these schools. 

One major goal the treasurer's office under my 
supervision has strived for, is to earn more bank 
interest each year. This is accomplished through 
accumulation of different investment areas. Last year 
the bank interest totaled $80,000.00. For the same 
period the tax collection was $810,000.00. What this 
means is your taxes earned an additional 10% due to 
this bank interest. This fiscal year, which began 
September, 1989, your bank interest has totaled 
$30,687.87 through the end of January. Estimating this 
for the complete year, your interest will reach an all 
time peak of $90,000.00. 

As County Treasurer, I assist the Commissioners' 
Court with the preparation of the county budget each 
year. The court decides the amount of each line item, 
then I figure the calculations to get the budget 
balanced. This is done as a team effort for the 
betterment of Garza County in spending your tax 
dollars wisely.

a new site in Terrace Cemetery. 
The council approved a re-

quest from the cemetery board for 
extended water service, at a cost 
of about $350, to those areas in 
the cemetery not presently served. 

Present at the Monday meet-
ing were Mayor McCrary; 
Commissioners Larry Waldrip, 
Dan Lamb, Jack Alexander and 
Larry Mills; Wanda Wilkerson; 
Bob Turner, and Harvey Morton. 

Administered by the Texas 
Water Commission (TWC), the 
EPA program calls for the perma-
nent closure of all tanks that can-
not meet EPA requirements, in-
cluding spill and overflow pre-
vention and release detection. 
Tanks meeting the requirements 
will only buy the owners a few 
years before eventual removal, 
McMillan said. 

According to EPA guidelines, 
an 850-gallon tank now in use by 
the City of Post should have had 
release detection systems in place 
by December 22, 1989, but the 
number of storage tanks regis-
tered has slowed down the work 
of the TWC. 

It was the decision of the 
council that the tank now in use 
locally should be removed at the 
city's "earliest appropriate conve-
nience" and that paperwork on the 
removal process should be started 
immediately.
