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Garza County Cowboys Featured 
in Japanese Television Commercial

Millions of Japanese television viewers will get a first-hand view of real 

cowboys when the Wrangler jeans commercial featuring Garza County's Cliff 
Kirkpatrick and Will Kirkpatrick is aired in Japan. 

Filming for the commercial was on location at the Kirkpatrick ranch south 
of Post, and included the Kirkpatrick brothers' roping and Big Spring's Steve 
Fryar showing how to bulldog. 

Some high-powered Japanese businessmen and film makers were in town 
for the filming, including Japanese Wrangler officials Katsutoshi Ogawa and 
Masaji Taknami. 

Directing the filming was one of Japan's leading and most trendy movie 
director, Kazuo Komizu. 

Leading the still photography effort was world-famous magazine and book 
photographer Osamu Nagahama, known for his enlightening photo essay of 
the motorcycle clan "The Hell's Angels". 

How the group came to film the Wrangler commercial in Post is a story in 
itself. 

"Well, they wanted to do a rodeo," Lubbock's television production consult-
ant Scott Spaugh commented, "and the ABC Rodeo suited the occasion." 

Production manager Hiro Ueno of Los Angeles contacted the Lubbock 
Chamber of Commerce, who in turn contacted R.D. Thomas Advertising 
Agency. They found Spaugh and ask him to help coordinate the visit to a local 
working ranch. 

"First I called my friends Jeff and Jay Lou, couldn't find them, so 1 called 
Bob Macy...he told me to call Cliff, and here we are," Spaugh explained. 

Two real fancy-looking motion picture cameras whirred away as Cliff and 
Will went through the routines of roping and Fryar pounced on the horns of a 
calf. 

It all looked mighty impressive and the Japanese visitors expressed their 
enjoyment and pleasure. They were also'quite taken in by the scenery of the 
caprock from the Kirkpatrick ranch house area. 

Representing the Japanese advertising agency SanMaruSan of Tokyo was 
Ryuske Inukai. Camera technicians were Masashi Endo and Toshi Sasho. 

Steve Beimer, also from Los Angeles, coordinated the efforts along with 
production manager Ueno. 

"I think the commercial will probably be about 15 seconds and it looks to me 
like this is what they'll be using," Beimer commented at the ranch. 

Perhaps they'll be back...who knows, maybe Garza County could be the new 
site for Western style television commercials. 

Garza County 
Unemployment 
Rate at 6.6% 

"The state's unemployment rate finally 
took the increase that we have been antici-
pating," Texas Employment Commission 
Mary Scott Nabers said following the re-
lease last week of a state-wide jobless rate 
of 7.0 percent. 

"This is up considerably from the 5.8 
percent recorded in January," she said, 
"but much of it represents a normal sea-
sonal increase for this time of year." 

The same time last year the unemploy-
meld. rate stood at 7.4 percent state-wide. 

In Garza County the report showed a 
total of 131 unemployed, with a total of 
1,863 employed for a rate of 6.6 percent 
unemployed.

When the work is finished in 30 to 45 days, Post residents will be able to poin t 
with pride to one of the best looking main streets in Texas and for sure in West 
Texas and visitors passing through on U.S. Hwy 84 are definitely going to be 
in for a real treat. 

The project is all part of the Post Main Street Project, which includes 
building renovations and historical preservation programs in the central 
business district. 

The landscaping on Main Street is an effort to return to the fundamentals

C.W. Post established for his "dream" city, which he insisted should have 
streets lined with trees. 

Trees are essential for West Texas, and our Main Street is going to be a 
shining example of what can be accomplished when people work together for 
an improvement in their community. 

Although the idea was spearheaded by the Main Street Program, the 
coordinated effort includes the City of Post, Austin's Main Street staff, the 
State Department of Public Transportation and Highways and local citizens. 

When finished the three blocks on East Main Street from Broadway to the 
Algerita Park will boast 19 trees, seven street lights, 10 park benches, trash 
receptacles and bollards (hitching posts). 

Oh yes, there will be a total of 40 parking spaces in the three block median, 
which is one more space than we had when there were no trees. 

Green Enterprises of Dallas is the contractor for the landscaping, which is 
being paid for primarily through state funding by virtue of East Main Street 
also being U.S. Hwy 380. Subcontractors in Post include H & M Dirt 
Contractors, VOR Concrete and Don Lawrence for welding. 

The trees will be Texas red oak and honey locust. 
Post Main Street manager Wanda Mitchell says, "we know you're going to 

love it, and we ask for your support and patience during construction." 
Now, with Main Street landscaping well on the way, how about we start 

planning fora similar effort on Broadway, right through the heart of our town? 
Imagine a tree-lined U.S. Hwy 84 from city limits to city limits...well, that's 

what C.W. Post imagined before there was a U.S. Hwy 84 and he proved it can 
be done. Imagine also the feeling of our traveling visitors when they come off 
the caprock and glide onto that five-lane avenue lined with trees on both 
sides...or as they come over the railroad overpass just past the city park with 
the same experience? 

It would be a terrific way to welcome our visitors.

OTC Weight- 
Reduction Aids 

There is continuing contro-
versy as to the value of medicines 
and certain other over-the-counter 
(OTC) weight reduction aids in the 
treatment of obesity. Some health 
experts and product users find these 
products to be helpful, while oth-
ers claim they are useless. There 
arc numerous products advertised 
and sold. One of three ingredients 
is found in most of these weight-
reduction products. 

Benzocaine: This local anesthetic 
is found in many weight-reduction 
gums and candies. Benzocaine 
can "numb" the mouth, throat, and 
upper portion of the gastrointesti-
nal tract. Although few studies 
have shown benzocaine to be ef-
fective in weight-reduction, a panel 
of the U.S. Food and Drug Ad-
ministration (FDA) has described 
benzocaine as "probably effective." 

Dietary Fiber: Various health 
experts believe dietary fiber can 
cause weight loss because it can 
(1) promote a sensation of being 
"full," thus reducing the desire to 
eat and (2) decrease the absorption 
of calories , from foods eaten. 
Fiber-containing weight-reduction 
aids sold in pharmacies are often 
available as tablets or wafers. ' 

Phenylpropanolamine: An advi-
sory panel to the U.S. FDA has 
determined this mild stimulant to 
be "generally safe and effective" 
for short-term weight control.
