holding the line on tax increase

A lengthy review and discussion of the 1991 budget consumed most of the 

day Monday for the Garza County Commissioners Court, finally recessing late 
afternoon with no firm decisions made. 

Commissioners were to meet Tuesday evening in joint session with the Post 
City Council to discuss details on expenditures for jointly funded expenses, 
including the community center, airport and law enforcement. 

Sheriff Freddy Cockrell expressed his concern about the commissioners' 
discussion of cutting health insurance benefits for employees, telling the court 
that if employees are to pay for family benefits that the department will 
probably lose four deputies. 

The county has historically paid health insurance premiums for employees, 
spouses and dependents, but with the announced increase of those rates by the 
Texas Association of Counties insurance plan of 13.5 percent, commissioners 
have been studying ways to trim the added expense. 

There are 50 county employees or retired employees on the insurance roll for 
a total budgeted annual premium of $246,000. 

The overall expenses for the 1991 budget were estimated at S1,249,964.02, 
with estimated revenues of $1,588,847.02 on a proposed tax rate of S.0175 per 
$100 evaluation, the same as last year. 

The increased revenues would be a result of increased evaluations, so the 
same tax rate would produce additional revenues. 

In addition to the increased insurance premiums, commissioners face a hefty 
$15,000 increase in unemploymentcompensation fees to theTexas Employment 
Commission, based on the past year's experience. County treasurer deputy 
Charla Millerexplained that the tumoverat the Sheriff's department accounted 
for the majority of unemploymentcompensation 

Workmen's compensation insurance rates are also increasing, this year up 40 
percent...budgeted for $30,000 from last year's $21,206. 

Commissioners also had included in the proposed budget an eight percent 
increase in elected officials' salaries. 

Attending the meeting Monday were commissioners Sam E. Ellis, Herb 
Walls and John Valdez, Judge E.A. Howard Jr, clerk Sonny Gossett, Miller, Tax 
CollectorAssessor Chita Hataway and accountant Steve Sawyers, who presented 
the detailed proposed budget to the court.

Take This Medicine 
"As Needed" 

One of the abbreviated instruc-
tions written on prescriptions by 
physicians and other prescribers is 
p.r.n., from the Latin pro re rata. 
P.r. n . is loosely translated and typed 
on the prescription label as "if 
needed," "when needed," or "as 
needed." A prescription might read, 
"take two tablets every four hours 
p.r.n. pain." 

The use of p.r.n. instructions 
often occurs when there is a specific 
symptom to be relieved, such as 
diarrhea, fever, cough, pain, or 
upset stomach. When the symp-
tom is relieved, the medicine should 
not be continued. 

Many medicines should be 
taken on a routine basis:arid, there-
fore, do not lend themselves to 
p.r.n. dosing. Sometimes persons 
who take prescribed medicines for 
chronic health problems may take 
their medicines incorrectly on an 
"as needed" basis. For example, 
persons who take high blood pres-
sure medicine or ulcer medicine 
should take medicines as pre-
scribed, not when they think they 
need it. There is no reliable way 
for an individual to "feel" that the 
blood pressure is elevated or that 
ulcers have healed. For this rea-
son, most medicines for chronic 
conditions must be taken every day, 
often for years. Always check the 
prescription label. If you arc not 
sure about the directions, discuss 
the situation with your pharmacist.

With fall just around the corner, so 
is football season. People around the 
country are gearing up for another 
year of exciting college football. No 
one is more excited than Texas Tech 
linebacker Ben Kirkpatrick. 

This is Kirkpatrick's second year 
on the Red Raider football team and 
he is expected to contribute at one of 
the linebacker spots in a variety of 
ways. Kirkpatrick graduated from 
Post in 1988 and was redshirted his 
first year at Texas Tech. The 
transition from high school to college 
football was more difficult than he 
expected. "It was hard my first year", 
he said. "Coming from a small school 
like Post I was used to helping the 
team out in a lot of different ways. 
When I came to Tech I felt like just 
another fish in the sea. But looking 
back on that time I'm glad I was 
redshirted. I needed that time to 
adjust and grow. I think everyone 
should be redshirted." 

In 1989 Kirkpatrick developed into 
one of the team's best special teams 
players. He seems to have a special 
knack for going to the football. It 
takes a special type of player to play 
on the special teams and Kirkpatrick 
really enjoys it. "I like the fact that 
you know you are going to be out 
there for one play, so you go all out 
and make things happen," he said. 

Last spring Kirkpatrick had 
orthoscopic surgery on his left knee. 
He fractured his patella (kneecap) 
sometime during the 1989 season. It 
started hurting him after the TCU 
game, but he kept playing on it. He 
didn't want to miss any of the season 
so he waited until January to have the 
surgery. He said the worst thing about 
the surgery was missing spring 
football drills. He missed all but four 
days of spring drills and watched the 
spring game from the stands. 

All of this is water under the bridge 
for Kirkpatrick now. His knee is back 
to 100 percent and he is back to his 
regular workout routine. The words 
"workout routine" probably frighten 
most people, but not Kirkpatrick. 
"It's great this summer," he said. "We 
have around 85 guys up here working 
their tails off. With all of these guys 
pushing themselves, it makes it easy 
for me to get into a groove with my 
workout. In fact, I feel guilty if I 
slack-off because I know I won't just 
be letting myself down, I'll be letting 
the team down." 

It was this kind of hard work, 
dedication, and comradery that made 
last year's team one of the best in the 
country. 

But again this year, like last, the 
Red Raiders are not expected to finish 
any better than fourth in the 
Southwest Conference. The
