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Commissioners table delinquent tax
collection question until January

The Garza County Commissioners’ Court, meeting in regular session
Monday morning, tabled a decision concerning the proposal by attorney S.
Rafe Foreman to provide delinquent tax collection services. Commissioners
agreed that the issue should be tabled until January, when the newly elected
courttotake up theissue.

The county currently is under a 30 day contract with the Austin law firm of
McCreary and Veselka for delinquent tax collections. Foreman, who had been
employed by the Austin firm and was in Garza County preparing the court
cases, has since opened an office in Post and is seeking to provide the services.
Tax collector/assessor Chita Hataway told the commissioners that it appeared,
“from my conversations with Rafe, that he would not be able to offer all the free
services that we now enjoy,” she said. Specifically, Hataway mentioned the
annual print out of the tax roll and the paying for the cost of advertising the
courtcases.

In other action, commissioners discussed the $100 per month insurance
adjustment for employees, which took effect October 1. No action was taken,
although commissioner Herb Walls pointed out that the county had paid the
Octoberinsurance premium foremployees and their dependents.

Sheila Gregory, secretary toJustice of the Peace Precincts Two and Four Dee
C. Justice, submitted her resignation, effective November 1 and offered

Justice’s recommendation to hire Pat Self to the position. Commissioners

approved both the resignation and the recommendation of Justice, who was
unabletoattend the meeting.

The court set Tuesday, November 13 for the next regular meeting, changing
the date to accomodate the Veteran’s Day (November 11) national holiday,
which will be observed Sunday, but offices are scheduled o be closed Monday.

Henrietta Cruse was appointed to serve as election judge at Volting Box

The insulation product, manu-
factured on a combination of con-
ventional textile equipment and a
new type of bonding oven devel-
oped by Muncrief, will have similar
insulation properties to fiberglass
but will require far less energy to
manufacture.

Unlike fiberglass, Cotton Un-
limited’s insulation, made from a
blend of 80 percent cotton fibers
and 20 percent polyester, will not
require that installers were respira-
tors or protective clothing. This will
help to reduce costs to contractors
who use the cotton insulation in-
stead of fiberglass.

Cotton Unlimited’s basic prod-
uct, a non-woven textile blanket of
insulating material, will be fire re-
tarded and can be adapted for use as
insulation in homes, commercial
structures, automobiles, airplanes
and appliances.

“Cotton is a natural, rencwable
resource material and is better for
the environment. We hope this new
product will make us an industry
leader in the effort to protect the
environment,” Pate said.

The Cotton Unlimited manu-
facturing plant is housed in a for-
mer textile mill that closed several
years ago. The equipment is laid
out according to the latest modular
manufacturing techniques, with a
single production line that can be
expanded to as many as six produc-
tion lines or "modules,” as product
demand increases.

"Our plant can consume 12,000
bales of cotton a year with the pre-
sent line of equipment. If we gain a
significant share of the insulation
market, we could consume as much
as 500,000 bales a year by the turn
of the century," said W.D. Martin,
company spokesman.

 Welcome to the wonderful,
wild, wacky world of Texas
politics. We've got an election on
our mind, what’s left of it.

Guv Race Tightening
:In the wake of Republican
Williams® staged confrontation
with Democrat Richards, during
which he called her “a liar” for
questioning whether his Midland
bank launders drug money, the
perception is that the race is tight-
ening between the two gubernato-

rial hopefuls.

A nationally respected firm,
Gallop Poll, said Williams one-
time 15-point lead was down to
between five and 10 points, linked
to a loss of women supporters.

Political observers agree the
tightening isn’t unusual; races
tend to get closer near the end, and
Election Day is Nov. 6.

Negative Ratings Up

There's more to it than that, and
it signals a shakeup.

The part about Williams reg-
istering higher negative ratings
among women should alarm him,
because he used to lead there.

But the poll showed Richards’

negatives increased too, all the
way to 51 percent, and that should
alarm her,

Then, there's a drop in approval
ratings for both Congress and
President Bush.

Ugly campaigns produce low
turnouts because they build no
hope and what's the point of
getting angry if one candidate
appears to be as dirty as the other?

Perhaps we have that situation
today in Texas, but here at crunch
time, we've also got Congress
making voters mad enough to
drive to the polls. Then what
happens?

Professional politicians aren’t
so sure how to call that unknown
reaction; others dub it a mcvement
to “clean house.”

True brinkmanship. Congress
has just a few days left to pass the
budget and smooth things out on
the homefront before the votes are
cast.

Richards and Bob Bullock, along
with former first lady Betty Ford,
for his disciplinary hearing before
the State Bar of Texas.

Looney wants all three, who are

Stenholm preserves funding for

rural drug task forces

Congressman Charles Stenholm (D-TX) was able to help preserve the
future of regional drug task forces in the 17th district on Wednesday when
he voted in favor of keeping the current funding formula in place.

The House of Representatives approved an amendment by Con-
gressman Albert Bustamante (D-TX) with a 236-t0-189 vote that killed a
provision of the crime bill that would have sent drug enforcement funds to

cities rather than state governments.

Under current law, the federal government sends a block grant for
drug enforcement to the state government with funding allotted to imple-
ment comprehensive drug control programs. The crime bill provision
would have allowed cities to apply directly for the funds without state in-

volvement.

"This was an important victory for law enforcement in the 17th Dis-
trict," said Stenholm. "The figures show that our rural drug task forces are
making the most headway in this war on drugs and it’s only "Iog:cal that
we should reward a job well done by continuing rural funding. .

Eight of the state’s 49 drug task forces operaie in the 17th district.
Forty-two of the task forces are in rural areas. From Fiscal Year 1987-89 a
total of $822 million worth of illicit drugs were seized by the task forces
in Texas. The rural operations were responsible for $736 million, or 89%,

of that total.

The eight task forces operating in the 17th district have been awarded
over $2.8 million dollars in grants for 1990 operations.

Unlike most
other legal subdivisions of stale
government, SWCDs do not ;have
the powers of taxation or eminent
domain. All conservation programs
managed by the districts are of a
voluntary nature to the landowner
or operator.

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Budget plan looks good |
for rural hospitals '

The Budget Reconciliation Bill
that was passed in the House of
Representatives on Tuesday night
will help protect rural hospitals, ac-
cording to Congressman Charles
Stenholm (D-TX).

H.R. 5835, the Omnibus Budget
Reconciliation Act, was passed
with a 227 o 203 vote. The bill
contains revenue increases and
savings in entitlements and other
direct spending programs from 12
House committees. This is required
by the reconciliation instructions
contained in the congressional bud-
get resolution recently adopted by
the House and Senate. The legisla-
uon is ecxpected to reduce the
deficit by $30.3 billion in FY 1991
and $250.8 billion over the next
five years.

“This  Democratically-backed
provision of the Ways and Means
Committee’s budget proposal is
very fair to rural hospitals," said
Stenholm. "It certainly won't take
care of all the rural health prob-
lems, but it’s one of many solutions

we have supported.”
_ The bill provides that an addi-
tional $1.2 billion will be spent in

the next five years in order (o
climinate part of the difference in
the levels of Medicare reimburse-
ments between urban and rural hos-
pitals by 1995, In addition, the bill
continues to assure that community
hospitals, essential access commu-
nity hospitals and rural primary
care hospitals will get 100 percent
of Medicare capital payments.
Stenholm added that the Ways
and Means Committee is also
moving separate legislation to ex-
tend Medicare payments to rural
health clinics that provide primary
care services in rural areas as a way
o encourage more clinics 0 oper-
ate in medically under-served rural
areas. Ways and Means is also ad-
vancing legislation 10 improve
payments for collection of lab tests
in rural arcas which is an important

improvement for nursing home and .
home-bound patients in isolated ar-

€as.

Undefeated streak continues for 'Lopes

The Post Bold Gold Antelopes remain
undefeated following last Friday's 18-6
cruising over the visiting Tahoka
Bulldogs, but the contest was marred in
the final seconds by a collision in the
Antelope backfield when a Tahoka
player rammed into Jay Whitehead, who
fell back into quarterback Michael Radle,
who crushed Floyd Slay.

At the end of the melee time had
expired in the game and angry players
were separated by the coaches. When the
play started there were only 11 seconds
left on the clock and Radle was
attempting to set his knee to the ground to
end the game.

No penalty flags were thrown, and
Slay, who appeared the mostdamaged by
the attack, is not seriously injured and is
expected to see action this Friday at
Seagraves.

Tahoka's defense lived up to its
reputation, as they Antelope offense was
put to the test during the contest.

On the first two possessions, the
‘Lopes were forced to punt but following
Bobby Curtis’ interception of a Tahoka
pitchout, the offense went to work.

The touchdown drive was set up when
on third down Tahoka quarterback Trey
Nance was rounding left end and tried to
pitch the ball to running back Mike
Jackson...Curtis had the play sniffed out
and picked off the ball in mid-air,
advancing from the Post 40 yard line to
the 50.

Radle picked up a first down on the
option 1o the 34, then three plays later,
facing a fourth down, Darrin Brown got
the call and the ‘Lope offensive line gave
the tailback room to romp as he rambled to
the 21 yard line for another first down.

The ‘Lopes looked at another fourth
downssituation in the drive at the 19, when
Radle rolled to his right and threw a pass
to Slay at the 10.

A personal foul penalty on Tahoka on
the next play put the ball at the three for
another first down and Radle dropped
back in pass protection and found B.J.
Funk in the end zone for a touchdown
pass. Jr Ray Gonzales' extra point kick
failed and with 14 seconds leftin the first
quarter the ‘Lopes went out front 6-0.

The Bulldogs' next possession
following Shane Horton's kickoff was cut
short when David Dean hammered
Nance, knocking the ball loose, and

Brown recovered it for the ‘Lopes at the
Tahoka 38.

Three plays later, facing fourth and two
atthe Tahoka30, Slay lost the ball and the
Bulldogs got it back.

The visitors marched smartly down the
field on hard running by Nance and
Jackson and finally defensive end Joe
Garcia put a stop to the running game at
the Post 35. Curtis almost intercepted a
third down pass attempt and on fourth
down the Bulldogs attempted a fake punt,
which did not fool the Antelope defense
as Brown pulled Joey Stone to the ground
at the Post 39.

The ‘Lopes started their touchdown
drive with 5:20 left in the first half and
moved steadily down the field on runs by
Whitehead and Brown and Radle’s
passing to Slay. A first down run by
Brown to the Tahoka 18 was saved when
Jr Nava fell on the loose pigskin.

Facing a third down at the Bulldog 17,
Radle dropped back and saw Slay all
alone behind the Tahoka defense, threw
the ball and Slay took it in at the 10 and
raced untouched to the end zone. The two
point conversion attempt failed and with
2:26 lefton the clock the ‘Lopes led 12-0.

Brandon Bird and Benji Vargas led the

defensive charge for the Antelope
defense, forcing a punt. The offense
moved the ball to the 18 yard line before
attempting a field goal with seven
seconds leftin the half. The ball sailed just
to the left of the goal posts and when Bird
and Nava stopped Tahoka on its last play,
the teams went to the lockers.
Second Half Action

The Pride of Post Marching Band
performed another sparkling routine for
fans at halftime. Led by drum majors
Jamie Pewitt and Raeline Bagby, the band
went through its drills with beautiful
marching matched with crisp sounds,

The Antelopes got inside the Tahoka
20 yard line on the first possession of the
second half, but turned the ball over on
downs. The ‘Lope defense took control
and on third down from the Tahoka 35
Rene Luna tried to pitch the ball to
Jackson and when the ball hit the ground,
Funk was there to take possession for the
Antelopes.

From the Tahoka 36 the ‘Lopes took off
toward the end zone, but not before
converting on fourthdown atthe 31, when
Radle spotted Danny Leach all alone at
the three yard line for a completed pass.
Leach blasted into the end zone for the

touchdown. The two point conversion
attempt failed and the ‘Lopes led 18-0
with 4:04 left in the third quarter.

A determined Bulldog offense setup a
first down on their next drive at the six
yard line on a sustained drive. The Post
defense stood tall in the trenches as Lance
Bland, Bird and Vargas stopped Stone at
the four, then Curtis saw the quarterback
keeper coming and nailed Nance foraloss
at the five.

The third down play featured Stone
trying to bull his way into the end zone,
but was stopped short by Bird and Garcia
at the three. On fourth down Whitehead
dove through the line, grabbed Stone by
his legs just as he was getting the hand off
and Garciacame in to finish off the tackle.

The ‘Lopes took over on downs at the
two yard line. In three plays the offense
advanced the ball to the five, from where
Gonzales was called on to punt from the
end zone.

A short kick gave the Bulldogs one
more chance, but the ‘Lope defense came
off the bench to take care of business and
four plays later the Bulldogs were only
able to reach the 17.

The Antelopes moved to the Tahoka45
on three first downs before running out of

steam on fourth down with 1:44
remaining in the game.

In four plays the Bulldogs got theirlone
touchdown as Nance completed a pass to
Cody Bailey in the end zone. The two
point conversion pass attempt was broken
up by Slay, and with 56 seconds left in the
game, the ‘Lopes went to work to run out
the clock.

The Antelopes leave Post at
approximately 3:15 p.m. Friday for the
important trip to Seagraves fora 7:30 p.m.
