Preston Poole, which advised the court that constable Lonnie Gene Peel could

not receive two checks from the county. Peel was recently named as an
inspector for the county and is also serves as a constable. Poole recommended
that Peel pursue action through the grievance committee.

Texas Department of Public Safety officers Gene Posey and John Ramsey
explained to the court that the radar units currently in use are more than four
years old, and requested that new equipment be purchased. Funding for the
purchase had been budgeted and when installed, the older units would be
transferred to the Garza County Sheriff's Department for use in the county’s
patrol cars. The court approved the purchase of the new radar units from Hawk
Radar Units following a proposal by company representative Jim Fuller.

Commissioners also anrovcd the purchase of a pickup truck for Precinct 1,
following the opening of bids from Smith Ford and Vyas Motors. Smith Ford
was awarded the bid based on its proposal of $7,773.75, compared to Vyas' bid
0f$8,995.00, both bids reflecting trade-in value of the Precinct’s older vehicle.

Fuel for the Performance Horse

Performance horse owners all
basically share a common goal.
Whether it be a cutting horse,
reiner, rope horse, barrel horse or a
team penning pony, owners want
these athletes to look and feel good
while having adequate fuel to han-
dle the task.

This fuel, which is called en-
ergy, is the most important nutrient
to consider in meeting a perfor-
mance horse’s daily requirements.
While mature, idle horses can be
maintained fairly easily on ample
access to good quality hay or graz-
ing, performance horses need more
energy in a concentrated form to
maintain body weight at various
levels of work. At a light work
load, the equine athlete’s energy
requirement is 25% above mainte-
nance. Horses that work at a mod-
erate level need 50% more energy
than that required for maintenance,
and heavily worked horses such as
racehorses often require two times

as much energy as a mature, idle
horse.

Horsemen can select from a va-
ricty of concentrate feeds to meet
these increased energy require-
ments. However, making a decision
can sometimes be difficult, because
tags on commercial feeds do not
specifically identify energy density.
Thus, it is important to look at the
crude fiber level shown on the tag,
as this is a good indicator of the en-
ergy provided per dollar spent.
Grain mixes that are high in crude
fiber are low in digestible energy,
and vice versa. For example, a feed
containing 18% crude fiber con-
tains only about .8 megacalories of
digestible energy per pound of feed.
So, this feed contains about the
same amount of energy found in
grass hay. Conversely, a feed with
2% crude fiber contains about 1.6
megacalories per pound of feed,
which is comparable to feeding
cracked com to a horse. In very
practical terms, the more energy
dense grain mixes will supply en-
ergy for the performance horse in
lesser amounts of total daily feed.

Horseowners should select a
concentrate feed based on the ex-
pected level of work and on feeding
management capabilities. For ex-
ample, an extremely low fiber, high
energy grain mix would not be suit-
able where horses are fed once
daily in some group feeding situa-
tions. But, where horses are fed
twice daily and on an individual ba-
sis, an energy dense feed will oftgn
be the most economical and effec-
Live.

Regardless of the level of work,
performance horses should receive
roughage in amounts equal to at
least .75% of body weight daily
(minimum of 7 1/2 pounds for 1000
pound horse). Then, depending on
level of activity and energy density
of the feed, the horse’s remaining
nutrient needs can by supplied by
the concentrate. Total daily intake
of hay and grain will normally
range from 1 1/2 10 2 1/2 % of body
weight daily.

In most cases, horseowners can
enjoy a luxury in that performance
horses are usually fairly easy to
feed and manage. Careful selection
of top quality feedstuffs and knowl-
edge'of energy provided by differ-
ent concentrates will go far in
helping the horscowner make sure
horses have adequate fuel for the
performance desired.

December 21 is
deadline for truck
driver drug testing

The Texas Motor Transporta-
tion Association (TMTA) reminds
all companies employing truck or
bus drivers that as of December 21,
1990, they must implement drug
testing programs for their driver
employees. Federal law requires
drivers, whether operting intrastate
or interstate, to be tested for drugs
if they drive:

* Commercial vehicles weigh-
ing more than 26,000 pounds,

* Vehicles designed to transport
more than 15 passengers,

* Vehicles requiring placarding
for hazardous materials.

Last year, companies that em-
ployed 50 or more interstate drivers
were required o implement a drug
testing program by December 21,
1989. This year the law encom-
passes those companies employing
less than S0 interstate drivers and
companies that employ intrastate
drivers. The bottom line, according
to TMTA, is that companies em-
ploying commercial drivers who
operate vehicles meeting the above
criteria must have a drug testing
program in place by December 21.

According to TMTA, there are
many small one or two truck com-
panies that may operate only within
their city that believe that they do
not have to comply with these fed-
eral requirements. However, federal
law requires that they too will have
to comply regardless of the size of

This
training must be documented in
some manner such as a certificate
of completion of an educational

program.

TMTA will be conducting a
drug tesung compliance seminar in
Lubbock on Thursday, November
29th at the Lubbock Plaza Hotel.
Registraton fee is $95 for TMTA
members and $115 for non-mem-
bers for this five and a half-hour
seminar. These seminars are- de-
signed to inform and answer all
questions regarding the implemen-
tation of the drug testing program.
Each individual attending will also
receive a certificate of completion
which meets the federal require-
ment of supervisory training.

Drilling permits
increased in October

A total of 1,474 drilling permits
were issued by the Railroad Com-
mission in October, according to
RRC Chairman Kent Hance. In
September, the total was 1,339,
October 1989’s total was 1,275.

The October total included
1,004 permits to drill new oil and
gas tests, 49 1o re-enter existing
well bores, 46 1o deepen existing
holes, 134 1o plugback existing
holes, and 123 for other wells. Op-
crators werc also issued 118
amended drilling permits.

Hance said permits issued for
new oil and gas holes in October
included 50 in the San Antonio arca
(District 1), 42 in the Refugio area
(District 2), 51 in Southeast Texas
(District 3), 66 in deep South Texas

SOMEBUNNY LOVES YoU

(District 4), 33 in East Cecntral
Texas (District S), 55 in East Texas
(District 6), 100 in West Central
Texas (District 7B), 122 in the San
Angelo area (District 7C), 149 in
the Midland area (District 8), 161 in
the Lubbock area (District 8A), 127
in North Texas (District 9), and 48
in the Panhandle (District 10).

In the first eleven months of
1990, the Commission has issued
12,884 drilling permits, a nine per-
cent increase from the 11,792 is-
sued during the same period of
1989.

The 1,474 permits issued in
October included 796 oil permits,
169 gas gcnnits, 448 oil and gas
permits, 33 injcction permits, ten
disposal permits, and 18 other per-
milts.

Texas ’Orphans’
To Gather

Over 4,000 orphaned, aban-
doned, homeless children were
brought to Texas from New York
City and Boston orphanages from
the mid-1800s until as late as 1929.

Children were brought in groups
traveling with two or more adults in
charge, and placed out with new
families. Since the children came
on trains, today this era in history is
known as the "Orphan Trains Era"
and stands out as the beginning of
foster parent care in America.

. During the 75 years of this mass
movement of children in America,
at least 150,000 children were relo-
cated.

Odessa, Texas, has been chosen
as a place for a one-day gathering
of these children who today are in
their 70s and 80s. Wednesday,
November 28th from 9:00 a.m. un-
til 3:00 p.m.

Rural areas not
immune to drug
use

Rural areas are not immune to
the drug use problem, especially to
alcohiol use, according to the U.S.
Department of Education. In re-
sponsc to that dilemma, the federal
agency recently awarded Texas
Tech University’s College of Edu-
cation a $181,884 grant for its Ru-
ral Education and Awareness in the
Classroom and Home (REACH)
Program.

The REACH Program is an 18-
month program which will provide
training to teachers and other pub-
lic/private school personnel on the
education and prevention of drug
abuse. The program will concen-
tratc on the rural areas around Lub-
gﬁCk and will cover 15 countics in

The REACH Program, ap-
proved by the U.S. Education De-
partment in October, is part of the
agency’s Drug Free Schools and
Communitics Act which sponsors
similar programs throughout the
nation.

Dan Gomez, program director at
Texas Tech, said prevention and re-
scarch specialists in the program
will travel to area rural schools, in-
cluding private schools, and con-
duct drug cducation presentations
for teachers, administrators, coun-
sclors, cafeteria workers, bus
drivers, janitors, students and par-
ents.

‘The program will provide
training on various aspects of sub-
stance abuse, pharmacology, drug
characterization, prevention, addic-
tion and the concept of alcoholism
as a discase, said Gomez. Through
core team training, teachers, coun-
selors and parents will form core
team to assecss the drug abuse cases

Physicians urge
anti-smoking
efforts among
youth

Most smokers -- nearly 90 per-
cent -- started puffing cigarettes be-
fore they were 20 ycars old, says
Texas Medical Association. In
November, during the American
Cancer Society’s Great American
Smokeout, TMA urges prevention
education targeted to youth.

"Since smoking starts in adoles-
cence, advertisers target kids," says
Joel S. Dunnington, M.D., chair of
TMA's Ad Hoc Task Force on To-
bacco Use Prevention. Two men's
brands use images of a rugged
cowboy and cartoon character, says
the Houston radiologist, while
women’s brands use glamorous,
;ophisticalcd models in their ecarly

0s.

Although cigarette advertising
is banned on television, children
sce brand names on television be-
causc tobacco companies Sponsor
sports events and display huge
signs in sports stadiums, explains
Dr Dunnington. Ads also are begin-
ning to appear in video games and
movies.

Consequently, young pecople
tend to overestimate smoking as so-
cially acceptable. A 1989 survey of
Texas middle and high school stu-
dents showed two-thirds believe 50
percent or more students their age
use cigarettes, when only 15 per-
cent smoke daily or weekly.

To help prevent youth from
starting smoking, follow these tips:

* Set a no-smoking example.
Children whose parents smoke are
four times more likely to take up
the habit than other children, Dr
Dunnington explains.

* Remind teen-agers that the
norm for their age group is not to
smoke. Correct  misperceptions
about the prevalence of smoking.
Only 30 percent of adults smoke,
according to the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Services.

* Teach children how to critique
ads. What they don’t show is that
"nicotine is more addictive than co-
caine and other drugs," says Dr
Dunnington. What’s more,
“smoking 1s the single largest pre-

ventable cause of dcath in the
country.”
* Don’t underestimate how

young children are when they start
to experiment. More than half (55
percent) of Texas seventh graders
surveyed in 1989 reported having
smoked at least one cigarelte.

* When taking children for
sports physicals or yecarly check-
ups, ask the physician to stress the

immediate cfforts of smoking on v

athletic performance and appear-
ance (bad breath, ycllow teeth).
Sometimes teen-agers will need the
advice of cxpert adults other than
their parents.

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Poka-Lambro urges caution
when using AOS companies

Consumers should be cautious
before placing long distance or lo-
cal calls away from home, “urges
Poka-Lambro Telephone Coopera-
uve, Inc.

Many telephones today are as-
sociated with alternate operator
services or AOS companies. AOS
companies resell telecommunica-
tons services and provide various
forms of operator services, often at
higher rates than other long dis-
tance companies providing operator
services. They set their own rates,
which local telephone companies
have no control over.

As a result, customers have
been billed for calls at rates two or
three times that of other long dis-
tance companies. Often, customers
are not aware of the charges before
they place the calls.

_ AOS companies provide ser-
vices through negotiated contracts
with hotels, hospitals, universities
and privately owned pay phone in
malls, restaurants and convenience
stores. AOS companics began as a
result of deregulation in the tele-
phone industry. Their rates are not
regulated by state and fedcral
commissions.

_"We're secing a lot of folks
with bills for calls that are twice
that of other long distance compa-
nies. Customers may not know that
they’re using an AOS company. As
a result, customers are very upset
and angry when they get their bill,"
says a Poka-Lambro representative.

Recycling For Children

For many youngsters today, the
three R's often mean Reduce, Re-
cycle, Reuse. Why?

When today’s five-year-olds are
25, over half of America’s 9,300
landfills may be closed. When these
same youngsters are only 15, the
U.S. may be producing almost 200
million tons of garbage a year, more
than 40 tons more than Americans
currently produce.

The volume of U.S. garbage is up
80 percent since 1960. By 2000, it's
expected to rise another 20 percent.
Yet we currently recycle only about
ten percent ofour trash. We inciner-
ate another ten percent, but with
potentially serious consequences to
the atmosphere.

Children can be taught torecycle
from a very young age, but to be-
come committed recyclers, they need
to understand that recycling in-
cludes not only separation and col-
lection of discarded objeets, but also
reuse because, until an object is
returned to the marketplace and
reused, recycling really has not oc-
curred.

“The Scrap Map” is a colorful
new publication for children in
grades kindergarten through six

that explains the fundamentals of

recycling by using familiar prod-
ucts. Through illustrations, games,
and an ingenious poster that maps
out the journey these scrapped
products make through the recy-
cling process, it gives even very

young children an understanding of

how recycling works.

Before placing a call, Poka-
Lambro advises customers to ask
the operator the following ques-
tions:

* Which operator service com-
pany are you with?

* What rates will I be charged?

* How will I be billed for the
call?

Depending upon the informa-
tion received, customers may ask
the operator to complete the call, or
ask to be connected 10 a different
long distance company.

Customers should keep in mind
that they can access directly a dif-
ferent long distance company even
if they are using a phone that is ser-
viced by an AOS provider. To
rcach a different company, cus-
tomers should dial their access
number ( for example, 10288 for
AT&T, 10333 for US Sprint, 10222
for MCI) followed by 0 and the
number they're calling.

If customers have questions re-
garding charges on their bill from
AOS companies, they should call
the number for the AOS company
listed on their bill. Regulations re-
quire AOS companies to provide a
toll-frec number for inquiries.

"Unfortunately, Poka-Lambro
docs not have any control over
thesc AOS companies. If customers
have complaints, they should con-
tact the AOS company. If the cus-
tomer i1sn’t sausfied after contacting
the AOS company, they should
contact the Tcxas Public Uulity
Commission,” a Poka-Lambro rep-
resentative said.
