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Council changes position
on budget, sends Turner

All capitalimprovementsshelved

Although the Post city council held three work sessions over the past two
months and voted to approve its proposed budget last month, a vote of three to
two Monday night at the regular monthly meeting threw the budget back into
city manager Bob Turner’slap.

Previously approved with no voiced opposition, the decision Monday night
came as a shock to citizens at the meetng. City council member Jimmy
Holleman introduced a mouon to rescind the S3 sanitation rate increase and
Dan Lamb joined him in the vote to disapprove the budget. City council
members Maxine Conoly and Larry Mills opposed the change. Council
member Jim Schooler was not present.

Mayor Jim Jackson paused for a few seconds, then cast the deciding vote to
reject the budget, which he had previously supported.

The move eliminates continuation of the reserves being maintained to
provide for future landfill development as well as a long list of capital
improvements that had been earlierapproved.

Because of the revision of the budget, the council also voted to table the tax
rate.

Following a lengthy discussion, which included opinions expressed by Pat
Walker, the council approved Plan A-1, which was recommended earlier by the
city'sredistricting committee.

Walker raised the issue thatany plan whichdid not include tworepresentauves
from each district would have to be approved by the federal courts. In order Lo
get the plan approved, a citizen would have to file a law suit against the city in
federal court.

After hearing the discussion, the council voted to proceed with the Plan A-1,
which establishes five voting wards with one council member to be chosen
from each ward. The state law concerning cities the size of Post requires that
iwo council members be elected from each ward.

A recent decision by the federal court established a similar voting system in
Seagraves, which Post’s redistricting committee had used as a basis forits plan.

Walker repeated his often stated view that the current plan is “packing” of
minority voters into a single ward. Walker also said that a higher percentage of
minorities register and vote as opposed 1o non minorities. City attorney Harvey
Morton replied that research with the county voting records indicate that there
are actually less percentages of minority voters participating in registration and
voting here.

The minority representatives on the redistricting committee were pleased
with the PlamA-1 because itallows for a higher percentage of minorities in the
northeast ward than the U.S. Justice Department’s unstated standard of 65
percent minority populationina“safe” voting ward.

Custodial bids from three people were opened and the award for the job went
to Mrs George Blrd at the rate of $6.50 per hour. Conoly abstained from the
vole,

A public heaning before the council meeting studied a proposed application
fora Community Development Block Grant forimproving housing for eligible
residents. The meeting was attended by approximately 25 interested citizens.

During the citizens’ audience portion of the mccling a ciuzen requested that
“something be done about my fence” that was torn down when tree limbs were
dumped onto the fence near the alley. She filed a complaint with the city
managerabout the event. She charged a neighbor with the offense. The city sent
awarning letter to the suspected offender.

Upon the second complaint the city manager referred the citizen 1o the
shenff’sdepartmentto fileacivilcomplaint.

Morton explained that the city by law is forbidden to expend funds or provide
labor from city employees to enter private property for the purpose of assisting

Commissioners
approve budget, set
taxrateat$.21

Tax toraise same amount as last year,

increases to come from precinct reserves

The esumated $110,000 deficit for Garza County’s 1992-93 budget was
solved by the commissioners court Monday moming by setting a tax rate of
S.21 to raise the same total revenues as last year and to use reserves from each
precinct.

“We feel we have put togethera rcsponslblc budget,’

“It’s going to be the ightest year we've had in years.

He also emphasized that by taking money from reserves, the county will still
face difficultdecisionsduring the year foremergencies and in future budgeting.

“We hope the taxpayers recognize the problems we are facing and the fact
that we haveresisted any big increases,” Dalby added.

The court also set new county fees and took no action on a request from the
South Plains Food Bank for financial assistance.

“It’s a good cause and they do a lot of good things,”
can’tstretch thisbudgetany wider.”

In other action, commissioners approved a petition by voters within the
boundaries of the old justice of the peace precinct four for an election for the
sale of alcghol. The precinct isin the southeast section of the county and voters
south of a line from “Green Tank™ (near the Snyder Highway roadside park)
across to the OS Ranch headquarters and south will be affected.

The election date was set for Monday, October 5, 1992 in Voting Box Fourat
Justiceburg.

Commissioners heard proposals from Mason Wamer and Co. and Steven
Sawyers for serving the county with its auditing. After hearing the proposals
commissioner Herb Walls introduced a motion to retain Sawyers as the auditor.
His estimate of fees was $7,500. Mason Wamer and Co.’s esumate, presented
by Larry Anderson, was at $8,000. The courtapproved Walls’ motion.

Judge Dalby requested the court to redefine a public road from Justiceburg to
the Kent County line as a county road, designating the roadway to comply with
its more than 35 years of county maintenance. Public access 1o the proposed
3,000 acres of a Lubbock owned wildlife mitigation area near Lake Alan Henry
1srequired by state and federal regulations.

The courtalso approved a request by Mobil Corp. for nights of way fora CO,
pipeline, which is to be installed from Denver City to Kent County, passing
through Garza County near Close City and to the Huntley Field.

Commissioners authorized a request by Dalby to send Donald Windham and
Irene Ammons to a seminar in Austin concerning grant applications by the
Texas Department of Criminal Justice.

The court also approved a $5,000 participation with JobSource+, along with
Lubbock County and the City of Lubbock for the youth job program.

Treasurer Ruth Ann Young outlined potential problems with the current self
insured health program and explained the Texas Association of Counties health
insurance program with Prudential. Walls reminded the court that the high cost
of the TAC program was what caused the change to the self insured and he
proposed continuing with the current system. Facing an S8,000 current deficit
in the program, Young and Dalby pointed out that perhaps the self insured
program was not the best thing for counties the size of Garza. The court
approved Walls motion and authorized Young to transfer funds into the self
insured program as necessary.

Dalby requested Young to keep the court advised on a monthly basis of the
budget and specific potential problems.

The Judge also reported to the court that during the summer meals program a
total of 1,989 breakfasts were served and 5,455 lunches. “It was a tremendous
success,” he said, “and I think we owe everyone involved in the program a great
deal of praise.” He requested clerk Sonny Gossett to prepare a resolution from
the court to those who assisted with the program.

Sheriff Kenny Ratke was authorized by the court to proceed with confiscation
of a 1985 Jeep Wagoneer, which had been impounded following an arrest
recently of the owner who was found in possession of 10 pounds of marijuanain
the vehicle.

Architect and engineer Bill Stracener reported (o the board on various
maintenance projects, including the installation of air conditioning and heating
units. Jim Voss expressed concem for the coils over the athletic areas. Stracener
pointed out thatthe bids did not included removal of the existing boiler.

Stracener also estimated the cost of repairing roofs and installing pitch
roofing would be approximately $350,000.

The Texas Comptroller’s report on the sales and use tax analysis for the first
quarter of 1992 shows a 22 percent decrease in Garza County, compared to the
same period for 1991.

There were 110 reporting outlets this year, compared to 108 in 1991 foratotal
0f$9,059,097 in total sales this year.

In 1991 the first quarter showed atotal of $11,690,063.

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Early flu..
vaccinations ..
encouraged

Both influenza A and influenza B
could circulate during the 1992-93
flu scason, and people in high-risk
groups should get vaccinated early.

The influenza strains expected to
dominate this secason are A/Texas
(HIN1), B/Panama and B/Qingdao,
said Dr. W. Paul Glezen, epidemi-
ologist at the Influenza Research
Center at Baylor College of
Medicine in Houston.

A/Texas and B/Panama are cov-
ered by the 1992-93 vaccine.

B/Qingdao is not included in the
vaccine, Glezen said, but is closely
related to B/Panama. The similar-
ity will provide vaccine protection
during what is expected to be a
mild to moderate season.

Influenza variants are named ac-
cording to where they were first
identified. The A/Texas strain was
originally isolated in October 1991
by Baylor's Flu Center.

"People in high-risk groups
should get vaccinated soon,”
Glezen said, "in case this season’s
outbreak occurs early."

Flu usually appears in early or
mid-December and peaks in Jan-
uary or February, but the 1991-92
epidemic began earlier.

In most areas, the vaccine should
already be available at physicians’
offices and community health cen-
ters. It takes two weeks for a flu
shot to provide full protection.

The people most at risk of flu
complications arc the elderly as
well as people with heart discase;
lung disease, including asthma and
chronic bronchius; diabetes;
chronic kidney disease; chronic
anemia, including sickle cell dis-
ease; and immune-system disor-
ders.

Also recommended for vaccina-
tion are care-givers likely to come

into contact with those in the other
high-risk groups.

Influenza produces fever, gener-
alized muscle pain, weakness and a
dry, hacking cough. Victims
should rest and drink liquids.

In treating symptoms, people
younger than 21 should use only
aspirin-free pain relievers. Aspirin
has been associated with Reye's
syndrome, a flu and chicken pox
complication that can cause vomit-
ing, convulsions, brain damage and
death in children.

Amantadine, an antiviral drug,
will provide specific treatment for
influenza A infections; however, it
is not effective for influenza B.
Treatment should be started within
48 hours after symptoms begin.

This ANN That

In today’s economy when we are

all rying to dave money where we
can, one place to cut costs with
good results is in substituting low
tost meat alternates for meat occa-
sionally. Cost of meat alternates is
often less than half the cost of
meats and eating the alternates does
not reduce the quality of nutrition.
.+ There is another benefit, possibly
more important than the money
saved. It is likely that substituting
meat alternates for meat in the diet,
at least occasionally, improves nu-
trition. Eating a diet high in fiber as
provided by meat alternates is a
factor in the reduction of risk of
cancer and cardio-vascular disease.
Research findings indicate that re-
ducing the amount of meat eaten
often also reduces the amount of fat
in the diet and reduces the risk of
¢ancer and heart and artery dis-
éases.

*With these research findings in
mind the new USDA food pyramid
and dietary guidelines encourage us
fo substitite beans, grains, and
other meat alternates for meats in
our diet. Many of us think that we
gan’t eat a meal without meat, but
according to these recommenda-
tions, we should try. And when we
do eat meat we should have it as 3-
ounce servings not 8-ounce serv-
ings as many of us have been ac-
customed to.
- Meat alternates, dried beans,
grains, nuts, eggs and dairy prod-
ucts provide the same complete

rotein as meat does when these
foods are eaten in combination with
each other. Eating macaroni and
cheese, peanut butter and graham
crackers, beans and combread or
tortillas provides the same quality
of protein as eating meat but also
provides the benefits of more fiber
and less fat.

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The day we met the President

When Mrs. Sharla Wells first said to me, "You are going to do
something that is above everything you have ever done before," I could
not imagine what it could be.

She then told me we were going to meet President Bush and be rec-
ognized for the Y.E.S. 775th Point of Light.

We made it passed all security check points but one and I had to go
through it again because of my silver bracelet.

It really made you feel special that everyone was trying 1o protect our
President with not only the secret service, military police, electronic
gadgets, but lists with your name on it before you could pass through each
area before finally arriving at a secured air conditioned building to begin a
two hour wait with other Point of Light recipients,

During this time we became acquainted and promoted each others
programs. Commander Negley introduced himself and stated the press
plane would arrive in five minutes and that it always arrives 10-15
minutes ahead of the President’s plane.

The time had finally arrived, they lead us outside, past the President’s
limousine where Mrs. Wells and I traded taking pictures of each other by
his limousine. We both had smiles from ear to ear.

The "butterflies” had finally arrived as we looked ahead and saw Air
Force One landing causing my eyes and brain to have doubt of what was
aboult to happen.

We waited under the wing of the plane for eight minutes before
President Bush descended the stairs. First his head, then his chest then his
whole body!

He shook everyone’s hand in the welcoming line, then he came to us.
The great MOMENT of waiting was over, he shook Mrs. Wells’ hand first
and started to ask what we represented then he read her shirt and said
“Youth something with Seniors.” Mrs. Wells replied, "Exchanging”. She
made eye contact and shook hands.

Then it was my turn. He asked, "If we were from Lubbock?" and I
replied, "No we were from Post".

Oil filter disposal

The Texas Water Commission
(TWC) will begin enforcement
September 1 of a new state law that
prohibits the disposal of used oil
filters in Texas landfills.

The law is aimed at eventually
halting the disposal of an estimated
50 million used oil filters buried
annually in landfills across the
state.

The measure will be 1mple-
mented in the larger counties first,
but in all counties within two years.
Implementation is being staggered
to ensure that there are sufficient
used oil filter collection centers,
transporters and processors in each
arca of the state o support the pro-
gram.

The September 1 enforcement
date will apply to the state’s four
largest populated counties: Harris,
Dallas, Bexar and Tarrant.

"We estimate Texas landfills arc
being soaked with about three mil-
lion gallons of oil each year from
the used oil filters that are buried,"
said TWC Chairman John Hall.
"This poses a significant threat to
our waler supplies, increases
landfill construction costs and is a
wasle of scrap metal that is readily

enforcement begins

recyclable."

All businesses in Texas that han-
dle used oil filters such as service
stations, quick-change oil opera-
tions and car repair shops, have
been required since June 1, 1992, 1o
remove excess oil from used filters-
-before putting the filters in the
trash.

Now, businesses in the four af-
fected counties must not only re-
move the oil from the filters, but
must have the filters picked up for
delivery to a registered processor or
end user (manufacturer) for recy-
cling.

"The Commission approved rules
on August 26 setting standards for
the program,” said Susan Kaderka,
manager of the TWC’s recycling
and wasle minimization program.
"The rules provide details such as
the manner in which used filters
must be packaged for transporting,

The device is known as
TRASER--short for Traffic Ser-
vices Microcomputer System. It
was developed by Martin Crouse,
principal programmer for the Texas
Transportation Institute at Texas A
& M University.

Since San Antonio began using
the system in 1989, traffic fatalitics
there have been reduced almost 50
percent a year, and arrests for DWI
have soared.

Before the Aggies developed

TRASER has indicated.

The cffort has been so successful
that it won a national biennial
award from the Federal Highway
Department for outstanding high-
way salety improvement. Because
of 1s results in saving lives in
Texas, TRASER has been adopted
in 40 other states.

Devising such computer pro-
grams, however, is only one exam-
ple of the cooperation between the
Texas Department of Transporta-
tion and the state's colleges and
universitics,

U.T. Health Science Center - San
Antonio, recognized for its efforts
1o educate parents on the proper use
of infant and child care car seats,
now will devise materials to teach
children under age nine to be aware
of dangers 1o pedestrians.
