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Commissioners
breeze through
short agenda

The Garza County Commissioners’ Court breezed through a short agenda
Monday moming, which included plans for improving overall appearances of
the courthouse and the courthouse grounds.

Judge Giles Dalby outlined to commissioners plans for improving the
grounds, installing a 24 hour spot light to highlight the American flag and
presented a proposal for “sprucing up the hallway” on the main floor.

Dalby explained that tax assessor/collector Chita Hataway, along with
several other courthouse personnel, had been discussing ideas about how to
make the hallway on the main floor more attractive.

“We have contacted the Post Art Guild,” Hataway added, “and their
members are very cooperative about displaying their art work here, it’ll really
be agood thing for them and us.”

Dalby also said that he and county director Donald Windham had been
planning improvements to the grounds.

Dalby suggested that a variety of old and unused equipment parked in the
area of the courthouse should be removed.

Commissioners John Valdez, Albert Stone, Herb Walls and Sammy Ellis
agreed to assistin the project.

The court took action to authorize Shenfl Freddy Cockrell to advertise for
bids foranew police car.

Commissioners approved a policy which establishes the use of a form to be
completed by the county agents for out-of-county travel.

The cerufied budget was received.

No action was taken on a discussion about voting redistricting, which will be
reviewed when final U.S. Census figures are available.

The court approved a final settlement of $2,477.69 to Billy Hamilton for
repairs to Hamilton’s vehicle resulting from an accident on a county road
December 31, 1989. The amount was in response to the low bid submitted by
Hamilton for the repairs.

A representative of American Family Life Assurance presented a proposal
for a cancer and intensive care supplemental insurance policy. The request to
allow employees 1o establish a payroll deduction was tabled until the next
meeting.

Gossett, treasurer Ruth Ann Young and Hataway.

Wanda Mitchell helpsretain state
funding for Project Main Street

Post Project Main Street manager Wanda Mitchell spoke last Wednesday in
Austin on behalf about the benefits of the Main Street Program at the Cultural
and Historical Legislative Committee hearing at the State Capitol.

In her remarks, Mitchell emphasized the importance of the project to *Main

breathed life back into rural Texas,” Mitchell told the legislative committee.

“Historic preservation has renewed pride in our small cities,” she continued.

“Burlington Industries had closed its mill in Post, leaving 350 people °

without jobs. The o1l industry was suffering, as well as agriculture.

“A group of people banded together and decided to apply to become a Main
Street City through the Texas Historical Commission.

“This was the turning point for Post, Texas,”” Mitchell emphasized.

“We are a graduate city in our fifth year and we have done so much with the
help of the Texas Historical Commission that we are the most talked about and
the mostenvied of all the small towns in West Texas.

“The training and the technical help we still receive from the Texas
Historical Commission and the Main Street Project can only be measured by
Our SuUCCess.

“In the last year, Post has gained a new industry that will produce cotton
insulation and related products in the old Burlington plant building. In time,
thisshould employe approximately 150 people.

“When you cut programs like the Texas Historical Commission’s Main
Street Program, you are slowly killing rural America.

“It affects the small towns that are already struggling for survival. West
Texas needs this program if we are to keep our identity, our dignity and our
heritage.

“There is a sign on a building when you pass through what was once
Sagerton, Texas, just outside of Stamford.

“The sign reads, ‘Home to a few, hometown to many’, don’t make this a
slogan for rural communities all over Texas. We value your help and continued

support.”

Nighttime Leg Cramps
Cause Insomnia

According to a recent. report,
nighttime leg cramps are the fourth
leading cause of insomnia (the in-
ability to get to sleep and stay
asleep). Typically, cramps in the
legs during the night occur sud-
denly as muscular contractions that
can last up to 10 minutes. The
thigh or calf muscles tighten, fol-
lowed by a random restlessness
with movement of the legs. The
cramping pain is commonly re-
ferred to as a “charley horse.”

Those who have studied night-
time leg cramps believe the prob-
lem is due primarily to an imbal-
ance of certain body electrolytes
(sodium, potassium, ragnesium,
and calcium). The nerve impules
that cause muscular contraction
may be altered by the imbalance of
these minerals.

Leg muscle massaging and
stretching may help reduce muscle
tension and pain. Heat in the form
of hot baths, water bottles, or heat-
ing pads may help. Elevating the
legs many provide some relief.
Nutritional supplements such as
vitamin E have beenadvocated. At
this time the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration has not ruled on
the safety or efficacy of vitamin E
forleg cramps. Quinine sulfate has
been used for over 50 years for this
condition. Nightly doses of 200 to
300 milligrams have been reported
to lessen the severity and duration
of cramps.

Physicians who specialize in
otolaryngology -- head and neck
surgery and treat oral cancer are
making it their goal in 1991 to
"Snuff Out Snuff," expressing con-
cern that the consumption of moist
snuff, the deadliest type of smoke-
less tobacco, jumped eight percent
in the past year.

Snuff is the only product
among all types of tobacco in which
consumption is on the rise in the
United States, making it the "final
frontier" for anti-tobacco educa-
tional efforts.

For the third consecutive year,
the American Academy of Oto-
laryngology -- Head and Neck
Surgery, representing 8, 500 physi-
cians, is sponsoring a nationwide
campaign urging young people to
avoid all smokeless tobacco.

Member physicians say they've
found that educational efforts need
to start early -- the prime target
group is 8-10-10-year-old boys,
whose experimentation often leads
(0 a teenage addiction.

As consumption of cigareties
has dropped for the sixth straight
year, physicians are concerned that
higher snuff consumption means
teenage boys are switching from
cigarettes to snuff.

There was a fifteen-fold in-
crease in snuff use by 17-10-19-
ycar-old males in 1986, and the
new consumption data suggests this
trend is continuing.

"Wherever a 'No Smoking’
sign goes up, use of snuff probably
goes up as well," said Jerome C.
Goldstein, M.D., Executive Vice
President of lhc Academy, who
noted that snuff is an easy product
to consume where other tobacco

use is prohibited.

“We are broadcasting an SOS
message to parents and school offi-
cials throughout the nation this

~year: Snuff Out Snuff Before It's

Too Late. It is not a safe alternative
o smoking."

Academy officials cite their
own research in which teenagers
say it is easy to obtain snuff and
that no-smoking policies encourage
some students to use smokeless 1o-
bacco. "Snuff can be more habit-
forming than smoking, since it
contains a higher concentration of
nicotine. Health experts have con-
cluded it has even deadlier potential

than chewing tobacco,” Dr
Goldstein added.

Dr Goldstein said that the
Academy’s campaign  against

chewing tobacco, now in its third
year, seems to be working, pointing
out that this year has seen the
largest one-ycar decline -- six per-
cent -- in its use since 1986.

This confirms research that
finds people are more likely to quit
using tobacco when they are
wamed about its serious health con-
sequences by doctors.

"This is why our members feel
it is important to volunteer their
time to this campaign,” Dr
Goldstein said.

While an estimated 12 million
Americans use smokeless tobacco,
the doctors arec most concerned
about the thrce million who are
mostly teenage boys in states with
the most prevalent use of smokeless
tobacco.

"What these users do not real-
ize is that it is very hard to break a
snuff addiction, and addiction at an
carly age may lead to oral cancer
later in life," Dr Goldstein said.

Use of smokeless tobacco in-
crecases the nisk of cancer, espe-
cially in the cheeks, gums and
throat. Dr Goldstein observed that
“the use of smokeless tobacco can
also lead to other oral problems,
such as mouth sores, gum reces-
sion, tooth decay, bad breath and
permancnt discoloration of tecth."

We have to find a way to make it less expensive to stay heallhy

Americans spent gver $600 billion, nearly 12 percent of our GNP, on
health care last year. Studies show that health care costs shot up 21 percent
in 1990, outstripping personal income to the point where American fam-
ilies now spend roughly $1 out of every $9 on health care. Yet over 30
million Americans, 75 percent of them from working families, don’t have
any health insurance.

In this recession, people don’t only worry about losing their jobs. They
often worry just as much about losing the health coverage that goes with
them.

In the midst of this crisis, the President’s budget released this month
proposes to cut Medicare by an additional $25 billion over five years. These
cuts, on top of what was agreed to by Congress and the Administration
during budget negotiations last year, would mean cutting $70 billion out of
Medicare over the next six years.

By cutting Medicare, the Administration is shooting at the wrong target.
Health care costs have been going up faster than Medicare costs. In fact,
the Texas Hospital Association (THA) estimates that 70 percent of Texas
hospitals are already losing money on Medicare patients. According to
THA, the average Texas hospital suffered a loss of $970 on each Medicare
patient in 1990, Ninety-five of the 508 hospitals that were forced to close
down across the country in the 1980s were in Texas. Further cuts in Medi-
care would jeopardize already struggling hospitals.

I have written to Budget Director Richard Darman telling him of my
opposition to these proposed cuts. I told him that I view any effort to im-
pose additional deep cuts in Medicare as a violation of the five year budget
package agreed to last year by Congress and the President.

Cutting Medicare is not a health policy, it’s a placebo. We need to
initiate a national search for better ways to make affordable, quality health
care available to all Americans. As Chairman of the Finance Committee,
I am planning for hearings on the economic squeeze that’s being put on
middle income Americans. Health care will be high on our list of priorities.
We’'ll be searching for ways to develop a national public and private sector
strategy that attacks the twin problems of cost and access to health care in
America.

The United States has the best health care in the world—for those who
can afford it. But for the wealthiest nation in the world, a nation that wins
more Nobel Prizes than the rest of the world combined, that’s not good
enough.

The real problem is rising medical costs. By continuing to chop away at
Medicare, the Administration is making the Band-Aid smaller and hoping
the wound will go away. This only ensures that the wound—rising health
costs—will fester.

“Investing in the future of High Plains cotton’ is a
phrase that could easily be adopted as the rallying cry
of the Plains Cotton Improvement Committee (PCIC).

The committee came together in 1983 to work
towards the goal of putting High Plains cotton pro-
ducers in a dominant position within the cotton
industry.

The committee 1s made up of Plains producers se-
lected by Lubbock-based Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.
(PCG). It works in conjunction with an advisory
committee made up of representatives from the areas
of research and business.

Since 1983 the committee has funded the work of
Dr. John Gannaway, a cotton breeder at the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station, and his associate
Dr. Jane Dever. Their goal is to develop a cotton plant
that will perform well on the High Plains of Texas,
producing both a high quality fiber and high yields. In
addition they are trying to enhance the cold tolerance
of High Plains cotton varieties.

PCIC recently voted to provide Dr. Gannaway
$145,000 to continue his research during 1991-92.

[n addition to the ongoing breeding research of Dr.
Gannaway, PCIC has embarked on a project to deter-
mine the effects of bark content in cotton. The study
will try to determine whether or not justification
exists for the discounts being placed on producers by
the current grading system.

During the past year the PCIC funded a study of
this problem at the International Center for Textile
Research and Development. John Price conducted the
study and believes that the results have made it possi-
ble to demonstrate that producers are “taking a beat-
ing’’ on the bark content of their cotton.

Results of the study show: 1) that there is a need to
question the practice of separating bark from the
trash content of the cotton, 2) that the non-lint content
of a bale of cotton is a fairly good measure of the
usability of the cotton, and 3) that non-lint content has
a small effect on the spinability of cotton.

Through research the PCIC is working to enhance

the quality of cotton produced on the High Plains.

The Commission has a distin-
guishcd tradition of conserving our
state’s key resources and develop-
ing the economic strengths of its
major industries - energy and trans-
portation.

today," Krueger said. "There IS no
question that, as the nation in-
creasingly recognizes the folly, of
our heavy dependence upon foreign
oil, the capacity of Texas to help
mect our national energy neceds is
vital to our national security and
prosperity.
