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AGREEMENT EXTENDS

Miners and Operators Arrive at a
i Satisfactory Settlement,

AWARD IS CONTINUED!

Mitehell Desired to Plaee the Tiwme
Limit at Two VYears, but Ae-
quiesced, and He Also Se-

| cured Coneessions,

New York, May 8.—After carrying
on negotiations for nearly
months the sub-committee represent
ing the anthracite mine workers and
operators  of Pennsylvania
Monday agreed to continue the award
of the strike commission for another
three years, and the men will return
to work as soon as it is practicable,
possibly*Mouday.

All the miners who haven ot com-
mitted violence against persons or
property will be re-employed, and no
one will be discriminated against be-
cause of any activity he may have
taken In the movement.

The agreement, it was understood,
was subject to the ratification of the

three

eastern

tri-district convention of the mine
workers at Scranton, but there was

not the slightest doubt that the dele-
gates would approve the action of their
representatives

This outcome of a dispute which |
threatened to develop into a long, bit
ter struggle and paralyze a great in
dustry, was looked upon with consid 1
erable satisfaction by the coal road
presidents, as the agreement entered
into s their first proposition, made |
early In March, in reply to the mine
workers' original demands.

These miners had little to gay re-
garding the agreement, excopt that it |
was the best they could do. They |

pointed out, however, that the agree- |
ment entered into is the first general
agreement that has ever heen signed |
between the oprators and minrs, and
they look upon it as a step forward in
their efforts to have regular agree-
ments with their employers

While the compact entered into was
predicted last week, the agreement was
reached wfithout final struggle on the
part of the miners to get something
more. President Mitchell, in stating
to the inspectors the action of the
Scranton convention, asked that the
proposed agreement be made for two
years. In argulng for the twoyear
term he said the cost of living might
Increase considerably in three years
and that other changes in the mining
industry might come that would make
the present wage scale unfair to the
men. The operators, in their reply,
sald that they felt that any contingen-
<y which might arise was covered by
the award of the strike commission,
and they concluded by asking that the
award be continued for three. This
was then agreed to,

In taking up the question of diserim-
ination against some of the men, it |
‘was the intention of the mine owners
to take back only such men as they
chose to reemploy, but President
Mitchell contested this point so strong-
1y that the operators withdrew it. The
first Intimation that an agreement
had been reached came from Mr. Baer,
who letf the room to hav: coples made
of the agreement. In reply to a ques-
tion, he smiled and said:

“Everything is lovely, and the goose
hangs high.”

After the meeting adjourned Mr.
Baer handed a copy of the agreement
to the representatives of the operators,
who read it to the waltlng newspaper
men.

This is the sixth week of the sus.
pension, and represents a loss in pro-
duction of about 5,600,000 tons.

SURETIES SAFE.

Judge Smith Decides the Ccse Is Not
Strong Enough.

Fort Worth, May 5.—The sureties
on the $1,000 bond of Lawrence W.
Demotte, the Philadelphia sanity man
arrested here on Pennsylvania advices
on a charge of desertion, will not be
bound to pay the bond. The yvoung
man left pending habeas corpus trial
here, and going to Philadelphia made
bond to appear im court there. This
decision was made by Judge Smith in
the Seventeenth district court Satur-
day. The judge holds the case was
not strong enough to hold Demotte
here on habeas corpus. Forfeiture of
bond entered in court record is now
set aside. This ends the case here.

FIRST CLASS TICKETS.

Refusal to Redeem Them Caused
" Notice of Hearing to Be Issued.
Austin, May 6.—It was stated Satur.
day the railroad commission that
the alleged action of the Houston and
Texas Central Rallway company In re-
fusing to redeem first class passenger
fare tickets is what caused the com-
