Just when Post Independent School District (IS D) trustees were feeling fairly 

confident about remodelling, air conditioning and heating, classroom additions 
and other badly needed maintenance projects for the three school campuses, the 
reality of the unsafe condition of the old junior high gymnasium created a new 
sense of urgency at the regular board meeting Tuesday, June 11. 

To add to the difficulties facing the school district, board members were 
informed by superintendent Bill Shiver that the newly created County Education 
District (CED) will siphon as much as Si million per year of local tax revenue to 
be shifted to other districts in the five county CED. 

Board member Mark Kirkpatrick was appointed to represent Post ISD on the 
CED board, which held its first meeting last night in Snyder. The five counties 
in the CED are Garza, Fisher, Kent, Scurry and Crosby. 

The funding arrangement established by this year's Texas legislature will 
also penalize Post ISD additionally because the district has a better collection 

demolition of old gymnasium 
rate than the others, meaning that more money will come from taxpayers here 
than those counties who have worse collection rates. 

In response to the CED problem, trustees approved a resolution, presented by 
board member Rex Cash, which expresses disapproval of the establishment of 
the CED and the redistribution of taxes from one district to another. 

The resolution reads in part, "the board voted unanimous opposition to the 
legislation of Senate Bill 351 creating County Education Districts as additional 
taxing units for Public Schools of Texas; 

"Resolved that the legislation creating County Education Districts is 
unconstitutional" and "Resolved that redistribution of wealth will have a 
detrimental effect on the educational program in the Post Independent School 
District." 

The resolution was forwarded to State Representative David Counts, State 
Senator John Montford and other state elected officials, including Lt Gov Bob 
Bullock and Gov Ann Richards. 

"The whole thing reeks of socialism and communism," trustee Gary Workman 
emphasized. 

Trustees also asked Shiver to report later on the possibility of the board 
joining other school districts in the legal fight challenging the legislature's 
action. 
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1 Texas Agriculture Dept. approves 
$2 million loan to Cotton Unlimited HOME 
Bond issue held up on legal question 

* Republicans and Democrats battle over authority

Last Thursday Texas Agriculture Commissioner Rick Perry announced that 

Cotton Unlimited Inc.'s $2 million loan application for producing cotton based 
insulation had been approved, and last Friday the Texas Agricultural Financing 
Authority (TAFA) board of directors approved a resolution for issuing bond 
sales to support the loan. 

However... and it's a big however, the TAFA board also requested an opinion 
from Attorney General Dan Morales as to the legality of actions taken by the 
board last year, which effectively stalls the issuanceof the bonds until July 1. 

11 	It's all very complicated, but the bottom line is that the loan has been 
approved and once the political turf battle is settled, Cotton Unlimited, along 
with plants in Hereford, Abilene and Austin will be able to get started with 
production, hopefully by mid-July. 

Garza County Judge Giles Dalby, who is also chairman of the Post Economic 
Development Corp. (PEDC) board of directors, spent several hours last 
Wednesday night, and all day Thursday and Friday wrestling with what looked 
like serious problems with the loan application. 

Wednesday night Dalby received an urgent call informing him that Texas 
Agriculture Department (TAD) "consultants" had recommended disapproval 
of Cotton Unlimited's loan. The move was a total surprise, especially considering 
that at previous meetings with TAD staff, Cotton Unlimited and the PEDC were 
assured the application was "okay." 

Perry had-been in Lubbock last month praising the cotton insulating material, 
as well the newly developed Instasorb oil absorbent materials and expressed his 
pleasure in supporting the industrial efforts here. 

Dalby spent a whirlwind day Thursday in a flurry of telephone conversations 
with elected state officials as well as staff members finally reaching Perry in 
Washington, D.C. late in the day. The Agric ulturc Commissioner assured Dalby 
that with certain modifications, the loan would be approved. 

CRACKS In the walls of the old Junior high gymnasium have doomed the 50 
year old structure for demolition. 

Later that evening the announcement was made and folks around here 
breathed a little easier. 

Yet a major stumbling block faced PEDC board members Dalby, Wanda 
Mitchell, A.C. Cash and Patty Kirkpatrick as they prepared for the scheduled 
trip to Austin Friday morning to participate in the TAFA board meeting. 

What should have been a routine matter of reviewing the loans and authorizing 
bond sales turned into a political scrap between Perry and Gov. Ann Richards' 
appointees to the TAFA board. 

It started in December 1990, prior to the inauguration, when former Governor 
Bill Clements' out-going TAFA board members voted to shift total authorization 
of loan approval to the Agriculture Commissioner. Of course, Clements' 
appointees and Perry are all republicans, and Richards' appointees are democrats. 

The newly appointed TAFA board found fault with the former board's action 
and has requested a legal opinion from Morales to settle the issue. 

In the meantime, bond sales are in limbb because companies who market 
those bonds are unable to do so while the issue is clouded with legal questions. 

Funding for the agricultural loan guarantee program was approved by Texas 
voters in 1989.

Cooking and eating solo 
Eating alone isn't unusual.

Eating alone and eating nutri-
tiously don't have to be two sepa-
rate things. With a little planning -
- even if that planning only goes 
on in your head -- you can make 
sure you're getting a balanced 
diet. 

Here are some ideas to make 
"meals for one" more convenient, 
enjoyable and nutritious: 

* Take advantage of the single-
serving frozen entrees, soups, ce-
reals and other products on the 
market. They may be more expen-
sive, but can save money if you 
are not good at eating leftovers 
and therefore waste food. 

* Items that work especially 
well for single servings include 
chicken and turkey cutlets, chops, 
steaks and fish and seafood that 
can be purchased in small quanti-
ties. These foods are a major 
source of protein and can be pre-
pared quickly and easily in single-
serving sizes by broiling the meats 
or poaching the fish. 

* Set aside an evening or after-
noon to do quantity cooking for 
future meals. Package, label and 
freeze in single servings. 

* If a recipe serves two or more, 
one serving should go on the plate 
and the rest should be put in the 
refrigerator or freezer immedi-
ately.

* Heat-sealed freezing/cooking 
pouches are good for storing left-
overs.

It may vary from 
field to field, or even among areas 
of a given field," Supak said. 

Cotton spacing studies in the 
U.S. for more than a century have 
shown that the optimum plant 
density, both for production and 
harvesting efficiency, ranges from 

Cotton replanting decisions 
call for careful assessment 

Recent thunderstorms, high 
winds, blowing sand and hail --
coupled with some problems of 
seedling diseace -- have many area 
cotton farmers facing a tough de-
cision about replanting damaged 
stands. To help in those decisions, 
County Extension Agent Lee 
Howard says several factors 
should be considered. 

"Decisions about replanting 
should be based on objective eval-
uation of the remaining stand, its 
uniformity, condition of the sur-
viving plants, the costs associated 
with replanting, the calendar date

about 25,000 to 50,000 plants an 
acre. "That's about two to four 
plants per foot of drill in conven-
tional row spacings," Howard said. 

"In evaluating stand losses," 
Supak said, "it is generally rec-
ommended that if two or more 
plants per foot of row survive and 
if there aren't too many long 
skips, the stand is still adequate 
for optimum lint production? 

When making replanting deci-
sions, the first rule is to not make 
the final judgement on the extent 
of crop damage too quickly, the 
county agent said. Cotton has a 
great capacity to recover from ad-
versities. 

"It's usually best to delay the fi-
nal stand evaluation until after the 
crop is exposed to two or three 
days of good growing conditions," 
the agent said. 

In the meantime, use of a sand-
fighter or some other tillage tool 
on crusted fields can reduce sand 
and wind damage, improve aera-
tion and hasten warming and dry-
ing of the soil, which will reduce 
development of seedling disease. 

Howard and Supak offered the 
following suggestions to help in 
evaluating the various factors cru-

oration in the vascular tissues, es-
pecially if foliar disease damage is 
evident. Ascochyta blight and 
other disease organisms can in-
vade and plug the water and pho-
tosynthate conducting vessels in 
the plants. 

If weather conditions remain 
marginal, count only the healthiest 
plants as potential survivors. With 
improved growing conditions, a 
larger percentage of plants will 
survive and be productive. 

Recovery from weather and dis-
ease damage depends in part on 
the initial vigor of the seed and 
seedlings. A slow-emerging, 
sickly crop is apt to have a higher 
mortality and sustain more perma-
nent damage under adverse condi-
tions than strong plants from 
rapid, uniform emergence with 
good early growth. 

Calendar Date 
Optimum cotton planting peri-

ods vary by regions and take into 
account numerous production 
variables. 

These factors include maximiz-
ing the length of the growing sea-
son, matching critical growth 
stages with normal rainfall and 
temperature patterns, minimizing 
late season insect and disease 
pressures and avoiding unfavor-
able weather conditions during 
crop terminations and harvest. 

Cutoff dates for planting usually 
coincide with the last practical 
dates for planting without incur-
ring significant reductions in yield 
potential. Later than optimum 
planting also may result in re-
duced fiber quality, delayed har-
vest and increased harvesting 
costs. 

Costs Versus Benefits 
Replanting incurs additional 

costs for seed, labor and machin-
ery use. It may also require addi-
tional inputs for irrigation, herbi-
cides, insecticides and fungicides. 

Other considerations may in- 
clude crop insurance coverage, 
farm program options and the 
yield-price outlook for alternative 
crops. Secondary factors such as 
benefits from rotating crops or a 
fallow period may warrant consid-
eration. 

If the grower decides to replace 
damaged cotton with an alterna-
tive crop, he also must consider 
the effect on the new crop of any 
nutrients or pesticides already ap-
plied to the soil.

Remaining Stand 

To determine after-damage 
plant populations, count and 
record the number of plants 
showing signs of recovery in a 
given length of row, such as five 
feet. Periodically, dig up the plants 
in a three-to-five-foot section of 
row and examine root systems, 
stems and terminals to be sure 
they can recover. 

Make several stand counts at 
random locations in the field. In 
addition to plant numbers, make 
note of the number arid length of 
skips, or barren spots. Indicate 
cations in the field where the 
counts were made. 

As a rule, if two or more rea-
sonably healthy plants remains per 
foot of 38-to-40-inch rows, and 
there aren't too many skips, the 
stand is adequate for optimum lint 
production. 

Stand Uniformity 
Plant spacing uniformity is a 

critical consideration. Poor spac- 
ing uniformity, or skips, may 
cause significant yield reductions, 
even though the average number 
of plants per acre is adequate. 

Reqe-arch in the Rio Grande 
Valley showed that skips which 
reduced plant populations in sin-
gle-drilled cotton by 25 and 40 
percent, respectively, lowered 
yields by 16.8 and 23.2• percent, 
respectively, despite adequate 
plants per acre. Studies on the 
High Plains showed that skips 
which decreased stand by 26 and 
45 percent lowered yields by 13 
and 26 percent, respectively, de-
spite final plant densities in excess 
of two plants per foot of row. 

Crop Condition 
The degree and rate of crop re-

covery depends on the type and 
extent of damage and growing 
conditions following the injury. 
Types of crop damage can be 
broadly classified as acute and 
chronic. 

Damage from hail, wind and 
sand can be called as acute. Al-
though severe, it usually is of 
short duration and growing condi-
tions are apt to return to normal in 
a relatively short time. 

Damage from prolonged or re-
curring periods of cold, wet 
weather, possibly combined with 
hail or wind and sand injury, can 
be considered chronic because it 
occurs and intensifies over a long 
period. Diseased or damaged 
plants may or may not recover, 
depending on the duration of ad-
verse growing conditions. 

Evaluation of acutely damaged 
crops can be relatively straight-
forward, especially if normal 
growing conditions prevail after 
injury. The rate and extent of re-
covery largely depends on damage 
to stems and leaves. 

Plants cut off below the cotyle-
donary nodes won't survive. 
Those with deep stem bruises may 
eventually die or only partially re-
cover. Plants that lost terminals 
may survive if viable buds remain 
on the plant and the stem below 
these buds is intact. 

Plants that are essentially defo-
liated can survive if stem damage 
is minimal. Any remaining whole 
leaves or portions of damaged 
leaves will increase the chance for 
survival and hasten recovery of 
plants with stems intact. 

Plants suffering chronic damage 
are often afflicted with seedling 
disensas that attack roots, the vas-
cular system and leaves. During 
periods of cool, cloudy weather, 
the crop may appear normal, but 
will deteriorate rapidly when the 
weather turns hot and sunny. 

With a shovel, dig up some 
plants and check the condition of 
the tap root. Inspect the stems for 
lesions at ground level. If a tap 
roots have a black, water soaked 
appearance, the disease is still ac-
tive and more damage may occur. 
However, if the tap root is still in-
tact and its outer covering, al-
though discolored, has hardened, 
recovery chances are improved. 

Cut the root lengthwise with a 
sharp knife and check for discol-

Southwestern Bell is proposing that 
there be no change in the number of free Directory Assistance calls 
allowed each month (currently three) and that customers who qualify 
for exemption of Directory Assistance charges because of visual or 
physical handicaps continue to be exempt from these charges. The 
company also proposes to begin charging $.25 per call for Directory 
Assistance from pay telephones. . 

If approved by the Commission, this proposed rate change for 
Directory Assistance will increase the Company's annual revenues 
by $15.4 million, which is an increase of approximately one half of 
1 percent in the Company's adjusted revenue for the twelve-month 
period ending December 1990. This proposed rate change would 
affect approximately 900,000 residence customers, approximately

Predators! A problem that will 

not take care of its self. I know 
that each producer should be con-
cerned with economic impact 
factors such as drought, no grass, 
and interest rates, but how about 
predators? 

We currently do not have any 
data that could be used to record 
the economic impact of death to 
cattle and sheep due to predators 
in Garza County. However, in 
conversations with several ranch-
ers, I see the need to try and edu-
cate producers on predator control. 

By controlling the predators I 
see the opening of several doors 
that could influence ranchers in 
their management decisions. 
Wildlife production could lead to 
increased economic gain from 
hunting leases. The introduction of 
sheep and goats into the county 
could add economic gain from 
wool and mohair production. 
Brush control that these animals 
provide could also figure into the 
formula. 

I have contacted Mr Rick 
Gilliland who works for the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, to pre-
sent information about the biol-
ogy, social behavior, and man-
agement of coyote populations. 
The program will also have a his-
toric approach of the turn of 
events that has allowed the coyote 
to dominate the predatory niche of 
the plains area.

Hartin believes the industry's top contemporary music would not have 
its broad appeal if it wasn't rooted in the classics. Likewise, he says, 
Caravan would be missing the real texture of country music if it didn't 
touch on country classics. 

"Country music is like culture itself," he adds. "You touch part of it, 
and you wind up touching it all. These particular artists touched a part of 
country music which strengthened the industry and certainly contributed 
to the collective nature of country music." 

ida 	So take a look at the masterpieces made famous by country music 
greats Hank Williams, Johnny Cash, Patsy Cline, the Sons of the Pioneers 
and Gene Autry.

A medley of country gospels, headlined by Get in Line, Brother, and 
Lee Greenwood's God Bless the U.S.A. rounds out the more than 40 
songs and instrumentals packed into Country Caravan. 

For the past 14 years, Caravan audiences have come to expect the vocal 
and instrumental talent in the show to shine. Both Martin and Carr agree 
that the show's musical talent measures up to the show's reputation of 
professionalism.

"We have 
some truly great singers and musicians. They all have a true appreciation 
for the message the song is trying to convey," he says. 

The sum total of everyone's efforts is a memorable entertainment 
experience that will touch your soul as Hartin believes it does. Caravan is 
set to tour 42 towns and cities with stops in Central and East Texas, the 
South Plains and Eastern New Mexico. Performances in Ocala, Florida, as 
the guest of Central Florida Community College, open this year's season 
of Caravan.

The new CED will require as much 
as a40 percent tax increase in the Post 
ISD, which will be a serious problem 
for people on fixed incomes.

Stenholm to re- 
introduce 
balanced budget 
amendment 

Congressman Charles Stenholm 
(D-TX) announced today that he is 
re-introducing a Balanced Budget 
Amendment to the U.S. Constitu-
tion. The amendment, to be num-
bered H.J. Res. 290, is cospon-
sored by a bi-partisan group of 
255 Members of the U.S. House of 
Representatives, a substantial 
majority.

"This is essentially 
the same amendment as last year's 
which can within seven votes of 
the two-thirds necessary for the 
House to pass a constitutional 
amendment." 

The large number of cosponsors 
represents a new high-water mark 
of support for such legislation. By 
the end of the 101st Congress in 
1990, a record 250 Representa-
tives were cosponsors. Fourteen 
veteran members who have not 
cosponsored any balanced budget 
in the past will be original cospon-
sors of H.J. Res. 290. Cosponsors 
also include 29 freshman members 
and 98 Democrats. 

"I am also encouraged by the 
support Senator Simon has re-
ceived for his amendment in the 
Senate," Stenholm said. "The 
closeness of last year's House 
vote, coupled with progress being 
made in the Senate, shows that we 
arc in a strong position to pass our 
amendment in both Houses." 
Simon's amendment, S.J. Res. 18, 
was reported out of the Senate Ju-
diciary Committee by a 11-3 vote 
on May 23.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT 
Senate Joint Resolution 42 proposes a constitutional amendment 

that would authorize the newly created county education districts to 
hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation a percentage 
of the market value of the residence homestead of a married or un-
married adult. The percentage exempted could not exceed 20% of 
such market value, and the amount exempted could not be less than 
$5,000. The amendment would also authorize county education dis-
tricts to hold elections to exempt from ad valorem taxation not less 
than $3,000 of the market value of the residence homestead of a 
disabled person or a person sixty-five years of age or older. Finally, 
the amendment would authorize elections in county education districts 
for the taxation of certain tangible personal property exempted from 
ad valorem taxation by the legislature. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment to allow the voters of a 
county education district to adopt certain exemptions from 
the district's ad valorem taxation for residence homesteads 
and to provide for the taxation of certain tangible personal 
property." 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 ON THE BALLOT 
Senate Joint Resolution 5 proposes a constitutional amendment 

that would allow the legislature to pass general laws authorizing Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating Board or its successor to issue and 
sell up to $300 million of general obligation bonds to finance educa-
tional loans to students. The maximum net effective interest rate to 
be borne by the bonds wou'd be set by law. The amendment would 
also authorize the legislature to p-ov'cle for the investment of bond 
proceeds and to establish an interest and sinking fund to pay the 
bonds and provide for the investment of such fund. Bonds authorized 
under this amendment would be paid from the first money coming 
into the treasury in each fiscal year that is not otherwise appropriated 
by the constitution, less any amount in an interest and sinking fund 
established at the end of the preceding year that is pledged to the 
payment of the bonds or interest. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows: 

"The constitutional amendment providing for the issuance 
of general obligation bonds to provide educational loans to 
students."
