Wind storm Tuesday destroys
hangar, mobile home at airport

A surprise wind storm Tuesday aftermoon left Post/Garza County airport

manager Willard Yarbro shaking his head and saying a prayer of thanks |

following the destruction of the mobile home he and wife Wilmalived in at the
airport.

The cloud that dumped approximately one-half inch of rain in the area struck
the airport between 3:45 and 4 p.m., as Yarbro was taking a break from his
tractormowing chores.

“I was sitting on the back porch,” Yarbro explained, “and I heard the sound of
tin rattling and the wind got up fast, I jumped off the porch and got underneath
the tractor just as the walls of the trailer came crashing down.”

He was the only one at the airport during the storm.

Also destroyed was a metal airplane hangar owned by Giles Dalby, “the
second time this has happened,” Dalby said as he surveyed the damage, “‘the last
time wasin 1981.”

The pile of rubble, what was left of the west end of the mobile home, lay
crumpled over the tractor that possibly saved Yarbro’s life.

“Another second or two and it would have been too late forme,” he said.

Wasitatornado?

“I'm not sure, it might have been just a real strong straight wind,” Yarbro
commented.

The wind ripped the one and one-half story hangar building off the ground
and shoved it straight to the south, over the mobile home and eventually landing
approximately 50(% yardsin the field.

The hangar was a total loss, with twisted steel framing and metal wrapped
around as if ithad been a huge tumbleweed rolling across the plains.

“Itmust’ve been one heck ofawind,” Dalby observed.

Dalby’s aircraft, normally in the hangar, was in Lubbock for painting and was
spared the damage.

“Thank God he’s okay,” Wilma Yarbro muttered as she arrived at the airport.
The couple plan to stay with her mother until insurance arrangements can be
made for replacing the mobile home.
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Council discusses budget,
settles on small taxincrease

A spirited and sometimes emotional debate punctured an otherwise routine
City Council budget working session Tuesday nightat City Hall.

Afterapproximately three hours, the council voiced a three to two consent for
the budget, which includes a four percent cost of lving increase for all
employees.

The budget shows a surplus of $48,000 for the fiscal year 1991-92 with a
grgpgged tax rate of $.3335, or a three percent increase. The current tax rate is

.3323.

“One of the reasons we are able to hold down taxes,” city manager Bob
Turner commented, “is that we are operating with two less employees and our
overall operations are inreal good shape.”

Notreplacing the two employees who have resigned during the year has also
improved productivity, Turneradded, “we are doing more with less people.”

The total estimated revenue in the budget will be $1,115,910 with estimated
expenses of $1,067,808.

The budget discussions included a $1 per residential customer increase in
sanitation rates.

The review of the budget, which took approximately 45 minutes, brought the
councilintoalengthy debate aboutemployee pay structures.

Council member Dan Lamb said that he could not go along with the four
percent cost of living increase, “until we get something settled on the pay
situation.”

Lamb expressed his displeasure with what he called the inequity of the pay
structure, “where you have some people making more than they should because
they don’t do as much as other employees who make less.” Mayor Jim Jackson
agreed, “I’ve seen where there are some of the boys getting more than those
producing more.”

He argued forastandardized job description forall employees and supervisory
review and evaluations to determine merit raises. Lamb also insisted that job
categories should be established so that pay 1s based on the position.

Council member Larry Waldrip countered that a specific job description
would be detrimental to the operation of the city because “our employees each
do such a wide variety of duties, it would be impossible to write a description to
coverevery single thing they are doing.”

Council member Larry Mills pointed out that the city council should notbe in
the business of evaluating employees and deciding who should get paid how
much, “thatis the responsibility of our city manager and his supervisors,” Mills
einphasized.

Lamb and council members Irene Fry and Jim Schooler pointed to examples
of seeing employees “riding around,” not apparently involved in duties.

Mills added that the problem with thatkind of complaint is that “not one of us
knows what these employees are doing all the time on their job, and what you
don’t see is when these people are outall hours of the night repairing water lines
or other emergency jobs. And if you see something you don’t think is right, ora
citizen reports to you on an employee, you should contact the city manager, it’s
his job to find out and correct these problems, anyway, you might discover that
the complaintisinerror.”

Schooler apologized to Tumer, saying, “I should have called you, and I really
didn’t mean to sound like I don’t appreciate our employees, from now on I'll let
youknow.”

Tumner invited each city council toindividually meet with him privately in the
next few days “and you tell me your complaints, let’s getitoutin the open.”

“We should expect our supervisors to decide who is working well and not,”
Schooler added.

“The city manager has the authority to hire and fire and take corrective
action,” Waldrip said, “that’s what we have a city manager for.”

“We can not get personally involved in deciding who get what, Irene has a
brother who works for the city, how do we handle that?” Mills added.

Afterabrief discussion concerning the scheduling of an executive session for
all 15 city employees, the council agreed to proceed with Turner’s suggestion of
private meetings between individual council members and the city manager to
aircomplaints.

“I am proposing a four percent across the board cost of living increase,
because I am an advocate for our employees and I believe they deserve to be
protected from a pay cut, which without the cost of living increase is exactly
what would happen, the federal government has announced the cost of living
has risen four percent, all we're doing is keeping our employees with the same
level of pay as last'year,” Turner said.

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Agnes Surman gave Post a
special measure of love...

Editor's Note: Last week the
death of Agnes Surman, one of
Garza County's pioneers and a
woman whose life touched hun-
dreds or even thousands of people
since she arrived to teach school
at Justiceburg in 1914, marked the
end of an era here. We believe the
story of her life here with her hus
band, Dr A.C. Surman, as told by
her daughter, Rosemary Justice in
the Garza County history book,
"Wagon Wheels," adequately ex-
plains why our generatioi. owes so
much to the pioneers who set the
foundation for our community.

Dr and Mrs A.C. Surman
by Rosemary Surman Justice

If the Episcopalian minister who
rcad the marriage ceremony in
Rockport, Texas for Agnes
Harmon and Amold Surman on
July 4, 1916 had questioned them
in this way:

"Do you take one another for
better or for worse; for at least 55
years of marriage; for 51 years to
serve your community as The
Doctor and Mrs Doctor; for two
children, four wars, drouth, de-
pression, inflation, Man-on-the-
Moon and Historical Survey
Committee?” Would the answers
have been "I do."?

Those of us who have loved
them through many years of their
formidable assignment like to feel
that they would have accepted
their task with the same courage
and optimism that have character-
ized their life’s work together. For
this was no plain vanilla bride and
groom; they were my beloved par-
ents in whom rests my unabashed
pride. I am privileged to tell their
story.

They found each other because
they were extraordinary people re-
sponding to unusual opportunity in
their characteristic ways. Each
came along his separate path (o an
untried land, where they met in
Post in 1915. He, a fledgling
physician; she, a newly certified
school teacher.

"How did you happen to come
to West Texas?", I asked him.

"Well, I heard that they needed
another doctor out here to help op-
erate the newly built Post Sani-
tarium. It was arranged by letter
that I become associated with Dr
A.R. Ponton in his practice here. I
arrived in Post on June 11, 1913
on the Santa Fe with diploma from
the Medical Branch ot the Univer-
sity in my suitcase. Feeling physi-
cally fit and full of enthusiasm, I

was eager 1o go to work. For the
first six months my salary was
$100 and keep. After that I be-
came a partner with Dr Ponton."

My mother came (o West Texas
in January of 1915 at the invitation
of a relative, Julia Pickett, for the
purpose of finding a husband --
according to my father. Her story
doesn’t deny the allegation, but
adds that she arrived prepared to
teach school, armed with her
teacher certificate from South
Texas State Normal School at San
Marcos. Filled with purpose, she
continued her studies at West
Texas State Normal School in
Canyon, commuting to Post for
visits and special occasions.

It 1s hardly surprising that
Agnes Harmon accepted the
teaching job at Leforest school
near Justiceburg in the fall of
1915. Miss Agnes at 18 was
charged with enthusiasm for
teaching. She was undaunted by
the challenge of the one-room
country school with its outdoor
privy and rattlesnake terrain. Be-
sides, she was already quite inter-
ested in the handsome young
doctor her cousin had introduced
to her.

That he was beguiled by the
new school teacher was soon ap-
parent to the doctor’s friends as
the couple found more and more
time for one another.

He took her on country calls
"because she was good at opening
gates", the doctor said, and be-
cause she never complained about
the long waits while he attended
his patients.

During the year and a half of
their courtship the doctor discov-
ered that this only daughter of
Irene Robertson Harmn and John
Edward Harmon, bom to them at
Brenham, Washington County,
Texas, April 6, 1896, had many
desirable qualities he could cher-
ish in a wife. Growing up as she in
the gracious home of a venture-
some lawyer-land developer-rice
farmer, she had womanly graces
that became a wife. But because
she held her own as the tom-boy
siser between two brothers she ex-
celled in adaptive behavior such as
sitting the saddle of her horse even
when the cinch slipped, driving
her rubber tired, cut-under buggy
at full speed while standing,
jumping a rattlesnake without
screcaming. Other less spectacular,
but highly useful talents she de-
veloped at Kidd Key College at
Sherman, Te¢xas, where she ma-

jored in speech and studied music.

After honeymooning in Corpus
Christi the newlyweds returned to
Post to make their first home in
one room of the Post Sanitarium,
The bride felt pampered and priv-
ileged to "live the life of Riley" as
she put it, taking meals in the hos-
pital dining room, avoiding the
unsual bride’s bane of housework.

The staff of Post Sanitarium in
the summer of 1916 included, be-
sides Ponton and Surman, Dr D.C.
Williams, a medical school friend
of Surman’s, who joined them in
1914.

By 1917 the rumble of World
War I had become a clamor. All of
the doctors volunteered for mili-
tary duty, and Dr Williams who
was unmarried, was already over-
seas. Dr Castleberry, who had no
children, was the next to go. Dr
Surman, detained by his little un-
born deferment, remained on vol-
unteer status but was not sum-
moned to duty until after I was
born. Inevitably, with all the doc-
tors in military service, the Post
Sanitarium was closed in 1918.

After World War I, Dr Surman,
Dr Williams, and Dr Castleberry
formed a partnership and began
the general practice of medicine in
Post. Castleberry soon moved to
Lubbock, but Surmman and
Williams continued to serve Garza
County and its surrounding area
until Dr Williams’ death in 1960.
Dr Surman worked on until his re-
tirement, January 1, 1964, his 77th
birthday.

Into this home was bom their
only son, A.C. Jr.,, October 1,
1924. He was killed there in a
tragic airplane crash, August 20,
1946. Out of the numbness of
shock I asked my parents, "What
are we going to do without him?"
... "We are going to rejoice that we
had him for twenty-one years."
And we do.

We all pitted our inventiveness
against the black dusters of the
30s. In our unweatherstripped
houses the dust blew through in
miniature dunes and ripples, to be
literally scooped out on the worst
days. Often we slept with damp
gauze masks over our noses (o
filter out the dust.

So the wars, droughts, depres-
sion, and dust storms blow on by,
but in the meanwhile there was
work to be done. Both the Doctor
and his wife shared in serving the
community needs.

They were members of the First
Presbyterian Church in Post since
1918. He, an elder for more than
50 years; she, active in the
women’s work all throught the
years, held various offices in the
Presbyterial Women’s Group.

Long active in the Masonic or-
ders, both held posts of responsi-
bility and were recognized for
distinguished service.

Dr Surman served 12 years on
the local school board, twice as its
president. Mrs Surman’s extensive
service in Parent-Teacher work in-
cluded terms as local and district
president and 16 years on the State
Board.

Since Dr Surman retired from
active practice they have only just
begun, having been mutually
caught up in the activities of the
Historical Survey Committee. For
10 years she was its chairman and
he the valued advisor and supervi-
sor, the Garza County Historical
Survey Committee has enjoyed
signal success and my parents en-
joyed the experience of recording
