Supporting adolescent parents

lescent pregnancy and parenthood.
Most adolescent mothers keep
their babies and raise them as sin-
gle parents. These young parents
are faced with the frustrations of
being forced into early maturity,
coping with low income and sud-
den family expectations.

Adolescent  parents  typically
have litle knowledge of child
growth and development. They
tend to be impatient, insensitive,
and irritable and are more likely to
use physical punishment. Their
lack of information can, and fre-
quently does, result in unrealistic
expectations and  inappropriate

interactions  with their infants
lcading o increased incidence of
child abuse.

Young parents love their chil-
dren and want to be good parents,
unfortunately they often don't
know how. Adolescent parents,
like all other parents, can lcam to
do a better job of child rearing and
can increase their parenting skills.

~The Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service and the Children's
Trust Fund have joined together to
provide adolescent parents with
the resources nceded to increase
their knowledge and skills needed
for parenting. Garza County Part-
ners for Parenting was organized
July 25 with six members: Sheree
Custred, Delores Redman, Sherri

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Owls shut out Antelopes at rain soaked Midland Greenwood

The Post Antelopes held on with determination for most of the first half last Friday
night at Midland Greenwood before caving into the bigger, faster and more expenenced
Reagan County Owls, who took a commanding 21-0 halftime lead and expanded it to
a 41-0 shut out.

The Owl offensive and defensive line, anchored by 315 pound junior Kevin
Gatewood, dominated the Antelopes throughout the evening.

On offense the youthful Antelopes struggled, as their inexperience and sputtering
execution, coupled with mistakes at crucial times, forced the defense to try to stop the
Owls.

And early in the game the Post defense did just that... after taking the kickoff and
punting on fourth down, the ‘Lope defense stood their ground and on second down Owl
fullback Nuno Rivero was slammed by linebacker Brandon Bird at the 50 yard line, the
ball popped loose and Aaron Davis covered it for the Antelopes at the Reagan County
49

A motion penalty on the first snap set the ball back to the Post 46, then on the repeated
first down quarterback Damon Curtis tumed through right tackle to the line of
scrimmage and the Owls were penalized for a face masking penalty, putting the ball at
the Reagan County 49.

Curtis found Shane Horton at the end of a quick pass to the 39 for a first down and
Bird was thrown for a loss at the 40. On second down Curtis found Horton again on a
quick pass and the tight end hauled in the pass with one hand, getting to the 29 for
another first down.

Bird blasted over nght tackle to the 24, Michael Self was trapped for a loss at the 25,
Curtis ran the option around his right end and stepped out of bounds at the 26 and on
fourth down Bird bulled his way to the 23, short of the first down.

The Owls took charge and using the power running of Shi Flow, Michael Goodloe
and Nuno Rivero, drove the ball steadily down the field, with Flow scoring from the 10
as he broke through tacklers into the end zone. ‘

The point after set the score at 7-0 with :56 seconds left in the first quarter.

The next Post possession was kept alive by a pass interference call on the Owls, but
a holding call on the Antelopes put them in a hole they could not get out of and Horton
punted on fourth down.

The defense held and Reagan County punted on fourth down the Post 30. Four plays
later and an illegal motion penalty forced another Antelope punt.

The Post defense stiffened and aided by a holding penalty on the Owls, forced a punt

. . on fourth down, with the ball rolling dead at the 13.

Sull unable to get momentum on offense, the ‘Lopes puntéd on fourth down.

*  The Owls got possession at the Post 49 and pounced on the Antelope defense with
- vengeance, with Flow, Nuno Rivero, Goodloe and quarterback Jackie Hill combining
- onrun and pass plays. The touchdown came on a third down pass to a wide open Robert
-+ Barrera standing the end zone all alone. The extra point put the score at 14-0 with 1:03

left in the first half,

Not such a bad situation for the Antelopes, who hoped to get something going before
halftime. Unfortunately, the offensive effort was snuffed out when on first down at the
Post 34 Curtis and fullback Henry Reed couldn’t make the connection on the handoff
and the ball fell into the hands of an Owl.

With 53 seconds left in the half the *Lope defense trotted onto the field and held for
three downs, with Horton and Hiram Gutierrez getting a quarterback sack on third down
at the 19 yard line.

On fourth down Hill evaded ‘Lope defenders and with time running out, threw the
ball deep into the end zone to Barrera, who was behind two Antelope defenders, who
could not get a hand on the ball as it sailed into Barrera's hands for the touchdown. The
extra point sent the teams to the lockers with a 21-0 score.

Second half action was more of the same.

Reagan County scored ontheir second possession on a five play drive going 49 yards,
with Hill taking the ball into the end zone on a quarterback option around his left end.
A bad snap on the kick failed and the Owls led 27-0 with 5:46 on the third quarter clock.

The ‘Lopes got a break on their next possession as Horton was hit by a defender on
the fourth down punt, but the extra help netted the Antelopes only 11 yards and another
punt.

The third quarter ended with the Owls in possession and driving for the end zone. The
15 play drive was capped by Nuno Rivero bouncing off Antelope defenders from 10
yards out over left guard. The extra point kick increased the lead to 34-0.

A great kick return by Gutierrez from the Post 15 to the 45 was nullified as Post was
called for a clipping penalty, setting up a first down at the eight.

The eight play drive was highlighted by Bird blasting to the 14, a pass to Horton for
a first down at the 45, then an illegal motion penalty back to the 40. A fourth down pass
to Michael McClellan went incompléte and the Owls started their final touchdown drive
from the Post 43.

It took five plays with Flow going around right end on the sweep, breaking through
‘Lope arm tackling to the end zone. The kick was good and the final points put the Owls
in front 41-0.

After the ‘Lopes could not mount a comeback, the Owls took the ball with 3:46 on
the clock and quarterback Jeffrie Ellison put his knee to the ground four times, giving
the ‘Lopes one last chance to put points on the board. The effort netted a crowd pleasing
run by Reed from the Post 45 to the Owl 22, which was called by on an illegal shift
penalty.

It was just that kind of game.

Il approved by the Commission, the rates for the Digital Loop
Service facllities will be $445 per month for each digital transmission
loop arrangement which provides a capacity of up to 24 line termina-
tions, plus $3 per month for each line termination and $9 per month
for each channel termination. The proposed rate for the unlimited use
of the central office varies from $12.25 up to $18.90 per month for each
line termination depending on the rate group classification, deter-
mined by the customer's location. Southwestern Bell estimates
revenue of $2.1 million from this offering during the first year.

As proposed by Southwestern Bell, customers who currently
receive digital loop compatibility through faclilities installed under a
speclal construction agreement will have the option to recelive their
current digital loop arrangements pursuant to the Digital Loop Service
TarilT or continue to pay their current charges until they make a
change of location or account. Any increase in the number of line
terminations to a customer's current digital transmission loop arrange-
ment will be provided pursuant to the proposed Digital Loop Service
TarifTl; however, the customer will continue to have the option of
paying current charges for the existing digital transmission loop
capacity. Southwestern Bell's proposal to "grandfather* existing digital
loop facllity arrangements is subject to review and approval by the
Commission.

New law will
make government
jobs more
accessible

"Texas job seekers now have an
opportunity to apply for state gov-
ernment jobs without having to
travel to Austin,"” said TEC Com-
missioner Mary Scott Nabers.
"The recently passed House Bill
2556 will give Texans a chance to
compete for state government jobs
by registering at any of TEC’s 130
computer-linked offices."

When House Bill 2556 was
passed in the Texas legislature
earlier this summer, state leaders
saw il as a way lo expand state
government job opportunities for
Texans across the state. The new
law went into effect June 16 and
requires all state agencies within
the executive and judicial
branches of government to list
with the Texas Employment
Commission (TEC) all job open-
ings which are open to outside ap-
plicants. The only state agencies
not affected by the law are agen-
cies that serves as arms of the
Legislature such as special com-
mittees or advisory boards.

Nabers said that in the past most
state agency jobs were posted at
the Govemor’s Job Bank in
Austin, and few individuals had
the opportunity to apply for them.
TEC is delighted to have the new
statewide job listings but is con-

« cerned that many job seckers may
still be unaware of state govern-
ment job opportunities available in
their hometowns.

"State leaders wanted to in-
crease the options for out of work
Texans and, at the same ume,
make searching for qualified job
applicants much easier for state
agencies," Nabers said. "I believe
we can achieve both of these
goals."

NOTICE OF COMPARABLE TAX
RATES AND REVENUES

The legislature has enacted a statute on school
funding to comply with a court mandate enforcing
the state constitution. Under prior statutes (SB 1)
the taxrate for last year provies $5,289 per student
in state and local revenues. Under this statute (SB
351) that same rate now provides $5,472 per
student in state and local revenues.

State law only requires a minimum tax rate of
$.7543 for county education districts. State law
does not require a school district to adopt
additional taxes. Neither does state law require a
school district to adopt a tax rate that maximizes
the receipt of state funds.
