"This area of Texas is home for us", Congressman Stenholm said.

The congressman made an effort to tell 
his constituency about the changes coming in the next term. 	"We will 
have one of the biggest turn overs in congressional history", said 
Stenholm.

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	Stenholm said that one of the greatest tasks facing the nation will be the 
balancing of the budget 

"How can we attack the deficit if we can't even balance the current year 
budget? We have proposed a balanced budget act which would require 
Congress to not increase the deficit," Stenholm reported. 

Because the proposed act cuts the budget across the board, Stenholm 
doubts that it will pass. "Some people will say that we don't care about 
the Senior Citizens because this bill cuts the Social Security increase. But 
you have to understand the bill." 

According to Stenholm, the bill would only take effect should Congress 
be unable to balance the budget through their own measures. Should 
Congress go over budget, then the cuts will take effect across the board. 
"The problem with Graham-Rudman", said Stenholm, "is that half the 
budget is excluded from cuts. That means that the other half of the budget 
must take double cuts and that makes those programs ineffective." 

• Regarding Social Security, Stenholm reported that the cuts would not 
effect money already being received by recipients. The cuts only effect 
proposed yearly increase. 

Stenholm is hopeful that the bill will pass in the next few sessions even 
if it is initially voted down.

Texas Railroad Commissioner Lena Guerrero made a campaign stop in

More can be done to hold down 
costs, and I am dedicated to that 
task. 

Over the past 20 years, there have 
been significant increases in the 
costs and the number of employees 
within the legislative and executive 
branches. 

If these increases had made for a 
more efficient government, perhaps 
they could be justified but they 
have largely just added to the over-
head. 

In fact, we have so much over-
head, it's getting underfoot. 

Frustration with Congress has led 
to calls for term limitations. 

I believe this "cure" could be 
worse than the disease. 

In fact, by throwing out the good 
with the bad, term limits may even 
exacerbate the existing problems. 

Despite my misgivings about 
term limits, I agree that the propo-
nents have raised an important is-
sue. 

That notwithstanding, it would be 
far more effective to work within 
the current political process--which 
many are, as indicated by the fact 
that there will be 120-180 new 
House Members next year -- and to 
enact meaningful changes in the 
way things operate in Congress. 

We should not randomly change 
who is here without changing the 
system. 

We must overhaul Congressional 
operations. 

was an early supporter of the 
proposal to create a Joint Commit-
tee on the Organization of 
Congress. 

The creation of this Committee 
reflects a strong commitment to 
make real, meaningful reforms. 

I am working with my colleagues

in the Conservative Democratic Fo-
rum to form a consensus behind 
common sense ideas on reform. 

What types of reforms am I talk-
ing about? Limiting the terms of 
committee chairman is a favorite of 
mine. 

A few committee chairman have 
amassed tremendous power as a re-
sult of chairing an important com-
mittee for a long time. 

This power is often used to per-
petuate the status quo at the ex-
pense of new and creative ideas. 

Another reform that must be 
made is streamlining the committee 
system. 

By eliminating unnecessary 
committees and reorganizing oth-
ers, Congress will be in a better po-
sition to develop coherent policies 
instead of wasting time on jurisdic-
tional disputes or the self-justifying 
work of committees. 

I also support reforms of the 
budget process such as truth-in-
legislating, which would require the 
disclosure in plain English of who 
benefits from narrowly drawn pro-
visions in tax and spending bills, 
and enhanced rescission, which 
would require that Congress vote 
up-or-down on individual spending 
programs that the President pro-
poses to eliminate. 

The U.S. Constitution is one of 
the finest works of- the human 
imagination. 

Our government is at its best 
when it puts into action the 
sovereignty of the people which the 
Constitution guarantees. 

As I think about the politics of 
the day, the nation's malaise, and 
our great democracy, I recall the 
words of Winston Churchill who 
said, "Democracy is the worst form 
of government, save (except) for all 
the others." 
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House salons is no "cut-rate bar-
gain"), there is far too much truth in 
a great number of the current criti-
cisms. 

As a rank-and-file Member, I feel 
just as disillusioned by some prac-
tices of the House of Representa-
tives as my constituents feel. 

I am convinced that much of the 
so-called "gridlock" which the gov-
ernment is experiencing is caused 
by too many people, too much non-
productive bureaucracy and too lit- 
tle good management. 	The 
Congress itself is a case in point. 

I have actively endorsed cuts in 
funding for both the legislative and 
the executive branches and, in the 
fiscal year 1993 Budget Resolution, 
I was successful in achieving five 
percent cuts in funding for both 
branches.

A quick look at history shows 
that the periodic call for Congres-
sional reform is nothing new, and 
all evidence indicates the time for 
reform has come again.

Since coming to office in 1979, I 
have introduced, co-sponsored, and 
supported measures to reduce ap-
propriations, including those for the 
legislative branch of government. 

Most recently, the House once 
again came close to passing legis-
lation I introduced to add a consti-
tutional amendment requiring a 
balanced budget. 

I will continue to work toward a 
balanced budget. 

I have been recognized with 
awards for my fiscal responsibility 
from the National Taxpayers 
Union, the National Federation of 
Independent Businesses, the U.S. 
Chamber of Commerce, and others. 

There also needs to be much 
greater accountability and honesty 
in the handling of Congressional fi-
nances.

Scientific efforts to assist ag pro-

ducers will be on display at the up-
coming 83rd annual field day of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station at Lubbock, September 8.

This year the event will 
be at the Lubbock Center, just east 
of Interstate 27 at the Shallowater 
exit No. I1. From I to 4 p.m., 
Wagons will transport visitors to re-
search plots and exhibits. 

This year's tour will have five 
featured stops, exhibits providing 
timely information for producers 
and consumers, a look at the latest 
commercial and research equipment 
and an open house at the Texas 
Forest Service greenhouses. The 
first 100 visitors will receive a free 
tree seedling.

Peggy Fondren of 
Lorenzo, who edits the sewing 
newsletter "Sew 'n Sew" and is a 
professional sewing instructor, will 
present shirt-making short-cuts and 
other ideas. If you are a long-time 
seamstress or would like to learn to 
sew, come and see Peggy's 
demonstration.

You do not have to be a 
spouse of an agricultural producer 
to attend, you just have to be 
interested in spending time leaning 
some new things. 

A week or so ago I saw a recipe 
in the large area newspaper for 
breads which are baked and sealed 
in canning jars. I want to caution 
you about using this recipe. Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
Food and Nutrition Specialist, 
Peggy Van Laanen has supplied the 
following information about 
"canned" breads. 

Canned quickbreads and cakes 
which are popular items at crafts 
fairs and gift shops and may be 
made at home are not safe when 
kept unrefrigerated on the shelf. 
The products are made by putting a 
small amount of batter in a canning 
jar and baking it in an oven. This 
causes the batter to rise and fill the 
jar. As soon as the breads are done, 
theylt takeh out of the oven and 
seale immediately to create a 
vacuum. The jars undergo no 
further heat treatment. 	They 
usually do not contain any chemical 
preservative. They are stored on 
the shelf during distribution. 
Sealing jars in this manner does not 
preserve the breads as the canning 
process preserves fruits and 

:vegetables. 
Breads are low-acid, high 

moisture food, which would need to 
be preserved in a pressure canner to 
avoid the risk of severe food 
poisoning. If you want to prepare 
breads or cakes in canning jars to 
give as gifts, prepare them at gift-
giving time and refrigerate them 
immediately when they are cooled. 
Tell the recipient of your gift to 
keep the bread refrigerated until it 
is eaten. The bread or cake must be 
treated as any other similar product 
you would bake.

Hake also has been an agricul-
tural biologist with the Merced, 
Calif., and a crops and soils in-
struL tor at Merced Junior College. 

Two of these species, the moun-
tain short-horned and Texas horned 
lizards, arc listed as threatened by 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment. 

This means that they are pro-
tected from being taken from their 
habitat or sold without a special 
permit. 

No protection of the land or 
habitat where they live is provided 
by state law. 

The Texas horned lizard is the 
most well-known of the three 
species. Lewis and Clark brought 
one back from their 1803-1806 ex-
pedition of the west. 

The earliest recorded museum 
specimen was collected in Galve-
ston in 1862.

ant, the big red ants that make large 
circular clearings around the open-
ing of their nests. 

The lizard is capable of squirting 
blood from the corner of its eye as a 
defense against predators.

The Homed Lizard Conservation 
Society vows to save a Texas leg-
end and is asking for help from 
across the state. 

The legend is the Texas horned 
lizard, better known as the horned 
toad or horny toad. We are dedi-
cated to keeping the horned toad a 
part of Texas' natural heritage. 

The little spike-backed lizard 
with two prominent horns on its 
head was once grabbed up by kids 
all over the state, but now only 
south and west Texans see them in 
abundance. 

Populations of them have van-
ished in east and most of central 
Texas and are believed to be de-
clining in north Texas as well. 

A status survey of populations of 
the Texas horned lizard is being 
conducted this summer at 100 sites 
in Texas where they have been 
historically found. 

The survey's primary goal is to 
determine where the horned toad 
still lives and where it has disap-
peared. 

To pinpoint these places better, 
the Post Dispatch will assist by 
publishing a sighting survey form. 

Any additional information about 
the areas, from both the past and 
present, may help us understand 
why they have disappeared. 

Three species of horned lizards 
arc found in Texas, the mountain 
short-horned, round-tail and Texas 
horned lizards. 

Perhaps the most famous Texas 
horned lizard is Old Rip. Legend 
goes that Old Rip was entombed in 
the cornerstone of the Eastland 
County Courthouse prior to 1900. 
*In 1928, the courthouse was being 
renovated and the cornerstone 
opened. Old Rip is said to have 
crawled out after 30 years of living 
in the dark sanctuary. The event re-
ceived national attention, and Old 
Rip was sent to President Calvin 
Coolidge who had to wait 15 min-
utes before lie could see the horned 
toad. 

Today, a lot more is known about 
the Texas horned lizard. It hiber-
