This Is used
as an Inducement to advertisers,
and points up in catchy style the
fact that woman is n potent factor
indeed in economic life, as well as
all the other phasesof human ex-

istence.
However, no one knows exactly

how potent a factor she is. Some
of the estimates, as Fortune ob-

serves, have been extravagant
"including the assertion that she
controls 85 per cent of nil con-

sumer buying." Fortune's own
estimate is thnt the proper figure
is in the neighborhood of 60 per
cent. What this means can be de-
duced from one statistic last yoar
total consumer expenditures in
tills country reached $252 billion.

Irt some fields, obviously
the distaff purchaser is ex-

tremely dominant food, person-
al care (including cosmetics),
household equipment, clothing. In
other fields she Is also a very
big factor cither as u direct pur-
chaser or as an influence on pur-
chases madeby the husband and
other membersof the family.
