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Driver Cremated

In Truck Crash On

Post-Smjd- er Road
The tragic accident of early

Monday morning near Snyder
marked tre second time within
four months Fate's arm reached
out in this immediate area to
snuff to death in a flaming in
ferno a driver of a gasoline trans
port. W. L. (Bob) Anderson, Am- -
arillo, driver for the Transport
Company of Texas, was killed
instantly about 730 when his
truck crashedInto a culvert seven
miles north of Snyder on the Post--
Snyder highway. A similar ac
cident occuredhere in Post August
17 when Cecil Wisdom of Lub
bock perished In the cab of i

burning gasoline truck which
crashed intoa service station.

Anderson was cremated in the
truck cab. It was necessary to take

winch line and pull the over
turned truck over before the body
could be removed.Because of ter
rifle heat, it was three hours after
the accidentbefore the body could
be extricated.

The charred remains of the
body were taken to Snyder to be
claimed by relatives who had
been notified of the accident.

touch of the carving knife,
