The pair, Jim Springer and Don Chesher
gave a dramatic account of their low-floying
sorties spraying insecticides over a land where
men for centurieg have used only lalls
combat the devastating swarms of locusts,

“You can't imagine the tragedy to a land
when the locusis swarm over (" Springer
sald. "They move in llke a cloud and strip
all the follage off every living green thing,

“When those people see how we can fly
over a vast area and kill more locusis in min
uteg than hundreds of them can in hours and
days, they are deeply grateful”

He recalled seeing 27 men surround an
area of a few acres and corral the teeming in
sects Into a concentrated mass to be beaten
and stomped to death

Springer and Chester are employed by a
private airline, which sent them over to Iran
in four-motored transport planes laden not
only with insecticides, but with small single
engine alreraft used in spraying. The Texans
also taught Iranlans how to fly the
planes.

The National Skeet Tourna-
ment, a sports spectacle in which
the participant pays all the ex.
penses and gets nothing in re.
turn except a cup or two, will
open in Dallas next Sunday and
run a week,

It's quite an event. Some 500
persons, most of whom have
more money than they know
what to do with, will spend
plenty of it on shells, eniry fees,
trap boys, targets, officials, and
awardg which they hope to win
themselves.

If ever there was an amateur
sport thig Is It

During this tournament some
500,000 shells will be fired and
almost that many clay targets
will be smashed. Those shells
alone will cost better than $50,-
000. The shells weigh over 46
tons. They will be propelled by
15 tong of gunpowder.

The Con
stitution provides that Congress
shall cail this convention when
It is petitioned to do so by the
legisiature of two-thirds of the
states,

Amendments must be ratified
and approved before they ean
be added to the Constitution.
Ratification iy accomplished by
(1) approval by the legislature of
three-fourth of the states or (2)
approval by conventions held
specifically for this purpose In
three-fourths of the states, In
proposing an amendment Con-
gress specifies which ratifica-
tion method is to be used. The
first method of ratification has
been used for all but one of the
present constitutional amend-
ments,

Thus, for the most part chang-
ing the structure of our federal
government hag been In the
hands of Congress and the state
legislature with no direct action
on the part of the volters. About
the only way an individual vot.
er can express himsell on pro-

However, veterang who have
previously trained und~r earlier
veterans' tralning laws — the
World War IT GI Bill or Publie
Laws 16 or 894 for the disabled
~~may get up to 48 months, min-
us whatever time they've already
spent in training under those
earller programs.

A veteran may train in school
or college, on-the-job or on-the-
farm, so long as the school or
training establishment has been
approved hy an appropriate
State Approving Agency and
meets other qualifieations of
the law. Only one change of
courseé program ls allowed, eox-
cept under certain conditions de
termined by the Veterans Ad-
ministration,

Veterans In GI Bill training
will recelve an education and
training allowance each month
from the Government, to meet
part of the expenses of their
tralning and living costs. Tul-
tion, fees, books, supplies and
equipment will not be pald by
the Government; Instead, they
will have to be pald out of the
monthly allowance,

Rates for veterans ®in full.
time tralning in schools and col-
leges are $110 a month, if they
have no dependents; 8135 If they
have one dependent, and $160
if they have more than one de.
pendent. Those In training less
than full time will receive lower
monthly rates,

Top monthly amounts for on-
the-job tralnees are $70 without
dependents; 385 with one de-
pendent, and $105 with more
than one dependent. The maxi-
mums for Institutional on-farm
trainees are $95, $110 and $130,
respectively, The law requires
that on-job and on-farm rates
be reduced, at four-month inter-
vals, as the training progresses
and the veteran’s own earnings
Increase,

The law also specifieg that vet.
erans taking Institutional on-
farm training must devote full
time to their program,

The new GI Bill places a $310.
a-month celling on job training,
regardless of dependency status.
Should a veteran's training al.
lowance plug his earnings as a
trainee exceed this amount, VA
will reduce the allowance accord.
ingly. There's no celling, how-
ever, on what he may earn.

A veteran will get his month.
ly allowance some time after the
end of each month of training
completed, Before the VA can
pay him, the law requires a cer-
tification from both the veteran
and his school or tralning es.
tablishment, that he was en-

rolled in and pursuing his course
during that period,

This new method of payment
differs from procedures follow.
ed under previous veterans'
tralning laws. Under earlier
laws, VA pald tuition and other
costa directly to schools, and
also paid eligible veterans a
monthly subsistence allowance.

Although the new law takes
effect today, no training allow.
ances may be paid for any per.
lod prior to August 20,

The loan provisions of the new
GI Bill for post-Korean veterans
are similar to the Gl loan pro-
gram now In effect for World
War Il veterans, Some changes
have been made, however, to
protect the Interests of home.
buying veterans

The amount of VA guarantee
on a loan is the same for both
groups of veterans, Home loans
may be guaranteed for up to
60 percent of the Joan, but the
guaranteed portion may not ex-
ceed $7500, Other real estate
loans may be guaranteed up to
50 percent, with a $4.000 top.
And non-real-estate loans, such
ng Gl business loans, may be
guaranteed for up to 50 perecent
with a $2000 ceiling as to the
guarantee. All such loans also
may be insured.

VA's direct loan program, now
in effect for World War II vet.
erans, has been extended to vet-
erans who served since Korea.
Under the program, VA may
ymake loang directly to veterans,
but only In certain areas where
four percent GI loan money Is
not avallable,

GI loan safeguards, written
into the new law, apply both to
World War Il veterans and those
with post-Korean service. Among
them are the following:

A veteran's property must
meet or exceed minimum re-
quirements for planning, con-
struction and general acceptabl.
lity. This provision doesn't ap-
ply to construction started with-
in 60 days ol today, nor to houses
which have been completed at
least a year before they were
purchased with a GI loan,

VA may refuse to appraise any
dwelling or housing project own-
ed or bullt by anyone who has
attempted to take unfair ad-
vantage of veterans In the past.
Examples would be substantial
deficiencies in the house, fallure
to discharge contract liabllities,
or unfair practices in regard to
contracts or marketing of the
houses, ]

Also, VA may refuse to guar-
antee loans made by lenders who
have failed to service loans ade-
quately, who have falled to keep
adeguate loan accounting rec-
ords, who have shown poor cred-
it judgment, or who have engag-

In the case of World War 11
veterans who have retu to
active duty, thelr unu loan
entitlement under the World War
[l GI Bill will be replaced by the
same amount of entitlement un-
der the new law, The result Is
that they won't be bound by the
GI loan deadline of July 25, 1957,
set up in the earlier law; In-
stead, under the new law, they
will have 10 years from the end
of the present emergency to ob-
tain GI loans,

The new GI Bill's unemploy
ment compensation program, ad-
ministered through the States
by the U, 8 Department of La.
bor, provides unemployed post-
Korean veterans with payments
of 826 a week, up to a total of
26 weeks. The top amount that
any veteran can get, therefore,
Iis S676,

The unemployment program
takey effect %0 days from now
It hag been tied In with the new
law’s mustering-out program In
the following way:

A veteran entitled to $100 mus.
tering-out pay can't get unem-
ployment compensation until 30
days after discharge or 90 davs
from today—the effective date of
the program—whichever is lat-
er, A veteran who gets $200 mus-
tering-out pay has to wait until
60 days after discharge or 9%
days from now, while one who
receives $300 must walt either 90
dayg after discharge or 90 days
after this date, whichever comes
later,

Eligibllity requirements for
the foregoing three benefits—
education and training, GI loans
and unemployment compensa-
tion—include (1) a discharge un-
der conditions other than dis-
honorable; (2) active service any
time after June 27, 1950, and
(3) at least 90 days' total serv.
lee, unless discharged sooner for
a service-connected disabllity.

The mustering.out payments,
provided for In the new GI Bill,
will be made at time of dis.
charge to anyone who served In
the rank of captain or less In
the Army or Alr Force, or as lieu.
tenant senlor grade or less In
the Navy. The veteran also must
have an honorable discharge.

Payments are $300 for those
with at least 60 days' service
who were on active duty outside
the continental limitg of the
United States or Alaska; 5200
for those with 60 davs or more
service who were not outside the
USA or Alaska, and $100 for
those who spent less than 60
days on active duty,

Veterans eligible for $300 will
get $100 upon discharge; $100
a month later, and $100 a month
after that, Those who are to re
celve $200 will get $100 at dis-
charge and the remainder a
month later, And veteransg ele-
gible for only $100 will be pald
that amount all at once

Post-Korea veterans discharg-
ed before the new G1 Bill became
law also may receive mustering
out pay. To obtain the money,
they must apply to their branch

The new GI Blll extends job-
finding assistance to veterans
with serviee afler the start of
Korean hostilities, on the same
basis as veterans of World War
II. The help Includeg job coun
seling and employment place-
ment serviees of the Veterans
Employment Service, a part of
the U. 5. Employment Service

Veteransg were reminded that
the last three benefits of the new
GI Bill—unemployment compen.
sation, mustering-out pay and
Job-hunting ald—are not admin
istered by the Veterans Adminis
tration. So veterans should not |
write VA about them, if they
want further information or have
questions 1o be answered; in-
stead, they should correspond di
rectly with the agency concern-
ed.

The new GI Bill contalng im
portant deadlineg that post
Korea veterans should keep in
mind, VA said.

Education and training,
post-Korea veterans, must be
started by August 20, 1954, or
two yearg after release from ac.

Farmers near this North Texas
cotton and wheat center grew a
bumper crop of castor - oil beans
this year.

It's good news for farmers here
and in nelghboring Oklahoma
counties. They stuffed an esti-
mtaed 32,000,000 into their blue
Jjeans this fall when they sold
thelr castor beans.

The present incentive for castor
bean production is military stock-
plling. Castor oll is used In man-
ufacturing a special grease for
Jet alrplanes. Its lubricating pro-
perties are constant in buming
heat or at high altitude sub-ze10
temperatures. Castor oll has an-
other military use in plastics
made for light weight electrical
insulation,

This Texas area had about 15..

Right attitudes toward safety
can save lives the year round
and Herron belleves the work
now being done in every section
of the state under the leader.
ship of the State Committee and
supervised local representatives
of agenctes, farm organizations
and other interested groups will
greatly Improve the situation In
Texas. Right attitudes, he says,
just means that farm residents
will take time to think safety
and act safely In the home, in
the field and on the highway,

To cut the twll taken by acel
dents, Herron emphasizes that
every rural citizen must become
a safely inspector, Industry has
developed safety systems and
hag safety inspectors to see that
the systems are carried out,
Their success Is well known,
Farms and ranches, generally,
have no safety system and no
inspectors, but adds Herron,
farming the right way Is farm.
ing the safe way.

Herron suggests that nelgh-
borhoods and communities ob-
serve Natlonal Farm Safety
Week by getting a program on
safety, fire prevention or any
one of a dozen other programs
started that will make the com-
munity a better place to live, A
community clean-up or hazard
removal program cowld well be.
come the first activity for the
group.

Farm and home accidents are
creating such a serlous prob.
lem that President Truman has
lssued a special proclamation
urging farm residents and all
persong interested In farm life to
observe Natlonal Farm Safety
Week.

Home accldents are costing A-
mericans over $600,000,000 an-
nually, in lost wages, medical
expensey and Insurance over-
head. The safe home, for fa.
mily members and for children
to grow up in, is one where the
parents are safety consclious and
where hazardg are corrected,

Accldents in the home may
happen because the homemaker
is tired,

Herron polnts out its a smart
thing to plan devices to save
strength and energy. Use the
head Instead of the feet; don't
carry heavy clothes baskets to
the line; put the wash in a plas-
tic bag over the shoulder or in
a basket on a small cart; save
lifting heavy loads and save
bending by having work sur-
faces of the right helght.

Is there a counterpart of our
American “Bil] of Rights?" Tex.
as lawyers belleve that for every
guaranteed RICHT, there is a
corresponding RESPONSIBILITY
on the part of every citizen.

Recently the American Cltizen-
ship Committee of the State Bar
was presented an award by the
Freedom Foundation for its work
during 1850.51. One of Ity pro-
jects during that time, and one
factor in earning the award, was
the development of the following
“Bill of Responsibilities”:

1. It shall be the duty of every
citizen to render undivided alle
glance to the Constitution of the

United States, to work for s
betterment and perpetuation, to
respect the sovereignty of the

people's gavernment, and to de-
fend the nation against all  its
enemies whomsoever

IL. It shall be the duty of every
citizen to be familar with the
Constitution of the United States
and to be informed ag to what
rights and liberties are his, and
to use these rights in such man
ner as ls consistent with his own
welfare and the welfare of his
fellow citizens,

II, It shall be the duty of
every citizen to defend with his
life the rights and liberties
granted to him and to his fel.
low citizens by the Constitution,
to obey the lawsg of the land and
ald in thelr enforcement, and to
oppose vigorously any persons
whose Intention Is to transgress
the law or to oppress the rights
of others

IV. It shall be the duty of
every citizen to make honest,
wise and courageous use of the
free and secret ballot at every
election; to exercise freedom of
thought, speech, and worship; to
protect the freedom of the press;
to safeguard the right of trial by
jury and to render willing jury
service when called upon; and
to perform all other acts con-
ducive to the perpetuation of the
rights set forth in the Constitu-
tlon.
