There's enough stink be-
ing raised over It anyway.

Ia wy optalcra this section of
the new statemotor responsibili-
ty law which went into effect
January1 was the bestpart con-
tained in the Legislature's new
safety measure. But not some
people. For hardly had the law
becomeeffective than cries and
moans could be heardall over
the state from car owners and
garages (or certified checking
stations, I believe the law called
tflem).

Governor Allan Shivers (now
that he has announced for re-

election to the Governorseat) is
classifying the law as a burden
and an Inconvenienceto the peo-
ple. Funny thing is (to mc any-
way) the law of practically forc-
ing every car owner to buy in-

surance or be in a position to
have to give up his right to drive
a car was and never has been
called n "burden, or inconven-
ience."

To me having to pay $30 or
more per year" for insurance Is
just as big a burden as having
my car inspected.As 1 said be-

fore, I think the inspection part
of the law is its best section.Writ-
ers of the law claim it will even-
tually cut down on the number
of deaths on the state's high-
ways. If it docs the Inspection
portion will be more responsible
than any other portion of the
law.

Wo aro all well aware that
many wrecksarecausedby faul-
ty mechanisms on cars, brakes
going out (or just plain not hav-
ing any), bad lighting (or none
at all, especially tall lights or
reflectors), sorry tires thnt should
be changedbeforethe driver gets
on the road.

Thesoare tho things( and you
can find proof in statistics)
which cause the biggest part of
highway accidents.And theseare
the things the new inspection law
was intended to .remedy.

But no. Peoplearc going to be
inconvenienced. Checking sta-
tions aren't going to be able to
get the Job done in time, thej;-cr- y.

So immediately the date is
changed to September G. And

-- much talk Is going around to
have the Legislature completely
repeal this "impractical" portion
of the new law.

I say If they repeal this por-

tion of the law (which In my
opinion will do more to obtain
the goal desired by the writers
of the bill than the rest of the
law) they should repeal the en-

tire law and let the maniacs
have the right of way.

In a letter written Saturday
