MONEY SCHEMES ....
There are many "schemes" by which peo-

ple can make money. But nine out of ten,
when thoy are "schemes",accomplish the pur
pose by "Rigging" someone.Two Post organi-
zations have discovered that recently when
they signed contracts with some out-of-stat-e

company to produce n local talent play. The
play Itself might possibly benefit the clubs by
Increasing their treasuries, but the snagcomes
in the fact that a majority of thesecompanies
try to sell advertising on the side. The cost
of their program ads run about $5 per block
with half going to them andhalf to the club.
That takesa lot of money out of town. Then
they, have another scheme along the adver-
tising line. Their representative will find out
the cost of a full page at the local paper, then
divide it up and go around selling the mer-

chantsspots for about two times more than
he would ordinarily pay at the paper. Of
course the paper benefits from such a deal
hUt it Is not interested in benefiting at such
i dded expense to the merchants. Therefore
. uch "play" schemesare nothing but money
. taking propositions for the companies. Na-

turally they accomplish the desire of the
nponsorlngclub, but too they takemore money
out of town than they add to the club treas-
ury. So any time a representative tries to sell
I uch an idea to your club make him explain
his proposition on the extra advertising before
the contract Is signed. Many of them won't
stay around for long then..

However, one point standsout
fairly glaringly In each story
given. The drouth Is hurting the
fishing nearly everywhere. And
locally the average fisherman
hasno place at all to throw his
hook. A few persons are fortu-
nate enough to "know" a fellow
who has a tank with some fish,
but not everyone.

Which leads mo to one con-

clusion. All the tanks in this
area are not being fished hcav-il- y

enough. Not that I advocate
that tank owners throw them
open to everyone, because that
In Itself could prove dtsastcrous.
But It is a proven fact that If

tanks arc not fished regularly
and fairly heavy the growth of
the fish will be stunted.

Game experts claim that ac-

tually a tank cannot be over-
fished. But they definitely can
be undcrfished.

Only a day or so ago a man
discussedthat problem with me.
It seems that he (and plenty of
people will agree with him)
thinks some law should be pass-
ed to make tank owners fulfill
certain requirements or not be
able to stock their tanks with
fish. Now they can get all the
fish they want from the Game
and Fish Commissionhatcheries.

And what do they do. They
dump tho fish Into the tanksand
that Is the end of the story. They
never attempt to fertilize the
tank so that the fish can grow.
And they certainly never let any-
one get the benefit from fishing
out the grown fish and allowing
the young ones to grow.

Tho man I was talking to
would make It lmpcrltive that
people take care of the fish as
they should be or the Game and
Fish Commission would refuse
to let them obtain the fish.

Thero is much logic in this
trend of thought. The Game and
Fish Commission is supported by
the tax payer. So when a rancher
gets a truck load of fish with .

which to stock his tank, the tax-pay-

is footing the bill. But the
average taxpayer gets no bene-
fit from the fish which swim in
tho majority of tanks. Therefore
why should he be allowed to
cost the taxpayer money and
then waste It by never taking
care of the fish.

There are many advocates of
the Idea that once a rancher
stocks his tanks with Texans'
fish he should allow people to
fish there. They say It should be
wrong for him to use public fish
and then bar the public from
getting any benefits. I have not
come to exactly that line of
thinking yet, but I do feel that
the tanksshould be maintained
according to rules so that the
fish won't die. That Is Just good
conservation sense.

And speaking of fish reminds
me of the "big fish" story that
floated out of East Texas some
years back.

"Two brothors lived on the
banks of the Sabine River in
Deep East Texas. The ends of
their cotton rows dropped into
the river. '

"One year the fish grew so big
the brothers decided to start a
fishing business.They took some
train rails, sharpened off one
end and bent it Into the shape
of a hook. Tying the rail to a
rope thoy threw It Into the river.

"On the other endof the rope
they tlod a bell and hung it in
a tree nearthe farm. When the
fish hit the hook It naturally
rang the bell. So when the alarm
sounded theboys grabbed their
two mules, which they had Mr-nosse- d

and waiting, and hurried
to pull out fish.

They hooked plenty of fish,
but It wasn't long before they
wont out of business.They lost
too many mules from the fish
pulling them in tho river and
drowning them."

Seriouily every person In the
state should bo conservation
conscious.The Texas Game and
Fish Commission Is extending
every effort to make conserva-
tion a "by word."

This it being accomplished In
many ways, but one of the best
and probably one that will have
the best results isthe schoolap-

proach. One of tho major vehi-
cles used to carry tho conserva-
tion word into the schoolsIs the

--materialprovided in teacher and
pupil packets distributed by the
commission.

These packets are available to
nil andmay be obtained by wt.'S
lng tho Game and FishCommis-
sion, Walton Building, Austin.

Over the seven month period
the cafeteria Tins been out ap-
proximately $13,340 in expenses,
with the biggest portion, $8,145
being spent on food and the re-

mainder on labor and other ex-
penses.

And in the same length of
time the total income
amounted to approximately
$13,661.

Biggest expense months were
September and October. Food
stores were bought In Septem-
ber and several hundred dollars
worth of equipment were pur-
chased In months. With
the exception of February, those
two months also saw more
money come through the till. In
those months alone has the In-

come run more than $2,000 per
month with same thing run-
ning true on Septemberand
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Octoberexpenses.
Most money gained In one

month was In March when the
lunchroom showed $433.24 to the
good. Heaviest loss was In Sep-
tember when the red Ink showed
a total of $517.70.

Pierce's records reveal that in
seven months some 1,600 meals
have cither been given free or
sold at a reduced rate. This
gives an average of 241 meals.

More than 8,000 Texans died
of cancer last year!

Yet in spite of the steadily
rising annual death toll hope
lias been expressed bydoctors
that use of established cancer--
fighting techniques can help
curb the high mortality in three
major forms of the disease.

The techniques are part of a
blueprint for the immediate fu-tur-

Which promises to bring
about a sharp reduction in can
ccr deaths, they say. Doctors list
the three techniques as:

1. A method of breast self-e- x

aminatlon by which adult wo
men can assist the physician in
early detection of breast cancer

2. Mass screening of tiic chest
by X ray picture to detect lung
cuncer.

3. A vaginal smear examlna
tion twice a year for all women
over 40 to help control cancer of
the cervix (mouth of the womb).

Statistics reveal that about i

115,000 new cases in the three
sites develop throughout the
country each year, Including 50,-00- 0

of the breast, 45,000 of the
uterus and 20,000 of the lung.

They also reveal that one out
of five personsnow alive In the
United States will have cancer
at some time In his life unless
new preventive measures arc
found; more young people be-
tween 5 and 19 die of cancer
than all of the communicable
diseases combined! yet about
two out of every five Americans
do not know cancer is curable.

However, In 1951, an estimated
70,000 Americans were saved
from dying of cancer. Twice as
many could have been saved by
early diagnosisand prompt, ode-quat- e

treatment. At least one of
every three cancer deaths can
be avoided. Yet only about one
half of all Americansknow even
one of cancer's seven danger
signals.

They include:
1. Any sore that doesnot heal.
2. A painless lump or thicken

lng in the breastor elsewhere.
3. unusual bleeding or dis

charge.
1. Any change in a wart, mole

or birthmark.
5. Persistant Indigestion or

difficulty In swallowing.

M-9- 2 (Auto Wreckers) which re-

moves purchase restrictions In
the following quarter by auto
wreckers who, in any given
quarter, wreck out all 193D or
older cars they liad at the be-

ginning of the period.
Other major changes In Or-

der M-9- 2 Include changing, the
definition of "motor vehicles" to
exclude certain buses whose
parts are Interchangeable and
badly neededfor replacements;
deletes from the definition of a
"car unit" the phrase "1500 lbs.,
of loose scrap for a car unit;
and provides that no wrecker
may acquire a greater number
of vehicles during any quarter
that he has junked In the pre-
ceding quarter, unless lie has
wrecked out a number of cars
equal to the total number of
pre-191- 0 vehicles which were in
his inventory at the beginning
of the previous quarter. Mr.
Jackson explained that the ori-

ginal order exempted only those
cars built from 19-1-6 on, but ve-

hicles from 19-1- upward are In
