Fired by peak demands from
the public, military and industry
for petroleum products during
1951, Texas crude oll and refin
ing activities have climbed 1o
new heights with crude produc-
tion for the first eight months
totaling a record of more than
487,830,000 barrels,

Approximately 4,000,000 barrels
of that record total have poured
from the wells In this county
necording to flgures based on
the dally field allowables

Since mid-July, 1950 the num
ber of producing oil wells in Gar
za county has jumped from 398
to about 535 or an increase of
137 wells. Seventy wells In that
increase were putl on production
between last March 9 and the
present time
