Experts believe — and have
statistics to prove it — that some.
time in February the automobile
will have killed more people than
all United States wars since 1775
A staggering figure,

And a sobering one I drivers
would let the truth soak in, Just
think — on December 22, the
millonth traffic falallty occurred
gince the first known traffic death
oceurred in New York City in Sep
tember, 18590

That means that war had a
head start of 125 years on the
aulomobile. Yer, on December 25
military deaths in all U. 5§, wars
since the Revolutlon started had
reached approximately 1,004,000
On that same day traffic deaths
totaled more than 500 over the
milllon mark,

What can we do about it? peo-
ple ask. Accidents just happen.
Not alwavs Many “so-called ac.
cldents” are direct results of
sheer stupidity and negligence,
A large percent could be preven-
ted,

Automobile dirvers need only
to pay more attention to traffic
safety rules. Despite the fact that
most people think  otherwise,
these rules were passed to pro-
tect automoblle drivers and pas-
sPnpgers.

Some of the most commaon-cau-
ses of accidents include: speed-
ing — reckless driving — driving
while drinking and falling 1o
heed road signs,

This later one can be serious.
Stop signs are put up so that
people may know they are lo
stop. Yet, how many drivers do
you know who blare up to a
stop sign, maybe hit the brake
one time (and sometimes not
even this much) and Dblast
across? How many do you know
that turn right into an intersec-
tion without ever glancing to
see I another car is coming?
You and 1 both can probably
think of plenty, including our-
selves. \

Last
year only 116 died in wrecks.

The new motor responsibility
law which caused the majority of
Texans to buy liability insurance
before the lirst of Lhe year Is
supposed to help the traffic fa-
tality situation. Let's hope it does.

Recently - discharged velerans
who were granted a walver of
only a part of their premiums on
thelr permanent plans of Gov-
ernment llfe Insurance while
they were in active gervice must
nct immediately after thelr re.
lease or separaiion to keep this

ingurance in force under full
préemium - paying conditions.
If the veterans surrendered

thelr permanent plans of Gov.
ernment life insurance for their
cash value on or after April 25,
1951, while they were In active
service so as to take advantage
of the free indemnity protection,
they must act within 120 days ol
their release or separation to
reinstate thelir policies or to ap-
ply for new permanent plan In.
surance.

As used In this article, per.
manent plans of Government
life insurance mean any of the

rmanent plans Issued under

ational Service Life rance
or U. 8, Government Lile Insur-
ance, such or ordinary llh 20-
pay life, 30.pay lite, and the
various endowment plans.

Under the Serviceman's Indem-
nity and Insurance Acts of 1951
that became law April 25, 1951,

persons In active military servi.

ce on and after that date could
take any one of three courses
with their permanent NSLI or
USGLI policies.

They could: (1) continue 1o
pay the full premium as In the
past; (2) apply for waiver or a
part of thelr premium, or (3)
surrender thelr policies for the
cash value and be covered by
the free Indemnity protection,

Those who elected to pay the
full premium must continue to
do so immediately alter release
or separation from #etive service
If they wish to keep their poll-
cles in force thereafter.

Those who were granted a
waiver of part of thelr perma-
nent plan premium (under Sec-
tlon 622 of the NSLI Act) were
instructed to pay the full pre.
mium while they were In active
service and VA would refund the
waived portion

When these persong are releas-
ed or separated from active ser.
vice, they should continue to pay
the full premium, when due, di-
rectly to Veterans Administra-
tlon, Washington 25, D. C, That
portion of the waived premium
which is pald under this ar-
rangement will be refunded,
with interest, for the period that
the waiver is in force,

may adopt one of two courses
of action if they wish to re.
