On the other hand, youngsters In Russia,
read this In their history books: "Wliy should
freedom of speechand freedom of the press
be allowed? Why should a government widen
Is doing what it believes to be right allow
Itself to be criticized? It would not allow
opposition by lethal weapons.Ideas are much
more fatal things than guns. Why should any
man be allowed to buy n printing press and
disseminate pernicious opinions calculated to
mbnrrnss the government?" Nikolai Lenin,

founder of the V. S. S. It., In a speech in Mos-
cow in 1020.

Naturally, the fighter plane is the best
dofcoso against the bomberplane. This means
that spo(Ml ami mobility determine thebattle
outcome. The result is that these air battles
are being constantly fought higher in the
air. Becauseof this bomborsset with leas ac-

curacy, with an Increasing cost and with de
creasing destructive power

Cities appear to get accustomed to such
bombing. The people rosort to collars and
trenches,but do not evacuate their cities. Pre
sent bombing has become"oneof thoto things''
and no more decisive in battle than the ma-

chine gun or the bajooka. One reason why
both China and the United States are willing
to quit Korea is becauseof the Inoffectlvc-nes- s

of ordinary bombing.
(2) What Is The Dotonso Against

Atomic Bombing?
The original atomic bomb, such as used

In Hiroshima in 10-15- has beon greatly "Im-
proved" by Increasing the destructive power
and by reducing the size of the bomb nnd Its
accompanying mechanism. Such bombs can
bo dropped from airplanes, can be shot from
guns or presumably used In guided missiles
from submarines or In other ways. Radar is
supposed to give cities warning against such
bombing; but the tlm0 element Is very short.
The sad fact is that the destructive power of
atomic bombing Is terrific; and, thus far. al-
most no practical defense now exists against
such.

There Is also the "H," or hydrogen bomb,
whleh Is much more destructive. Thesecould
be dropped from large bombing planes or
"HHted" In n ship within a hnrbor. or hidden
In the cellar of someenemy spy'shousewithin
any city. The first night of the war they might
wipe out two or more of our large cities In
autpriseAttacks like what happenedto us at
Pearl Harbor. Tlie only defense now appears
tm be radar and evacuation.

It Is a traaic fact th it 11000 :rsons die
every year as a result ti f.re 1 U more tragic
is ihe fact that at least !.ono at.- - children, most

of them under five years of age.
Why are these little children to often

fire's victims?
One reason Is their utter helplessnessas

bablea. If trapped", tor Instance. In a burning
building, they are powerlessto help therrtfelv
PS.

Another reanon is their inqutsltlvenes and
lack of fear of tire.

Since children sinind most of their time at
home,parents should teach them simple safety
rules and, aboveall. see to it that fire hazards
do not exist In and around the house.

The National Board of Flr, Underwriters
this Fire Prevention Week. Oct. Is urging
every means possible to emphasizethe safety
measures whereby loss of life and property
can'be substantially reduced. Let us in thls
community assume our share of this respon-

sibility and help make America safe from fire.

I cannot believe, as many do. that the

big cities are already "dead ducks." I, how
ever, do believe that decentralization Is to
becomean Important Industry. It offers great
opportunities to real estate Interests, builders
and other businessmen.Farm land within 30
miles of large cities will double In value. This
rural land will be used for new homes, new
shopping centers, new factories and new of
flee buildings.

One more thought: The present "Business-
man's" Administration at Washington cannot
afford a businessdepressionnow. Obsolescence
puts a limit to the bombsand airplaneswhich
may be made now to hold In reserve. As the
expenditures for the above nnd other military
supplies will be reduced, a great Campaign,
for Decentralization moy be substituted In Its
place. This could give business another real

Ten Ago This Week
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FarmersTo Get Questionnaires
From TEC On Of Wage Survey'

H. T. O'Conncll, Local Office
Manager fdr the Texas Kmploy.
mcnt Commission, said here to-

day that Garza County cotton
farmers will soon receive letters
requesting them to supply ln
formation and wage data for a
"range of wage survey" being
conductedby the Texas Employ-
ment Commission and (lie local
Crop Worc Committee.

The letter, he sold, will ex-
plain the wane survey plan In
detail, and will Include a ques-
tionnaire which will request In-

formation on the general charac-
teristics of the fnrm. such as
size, cotton ocreaRe, anticipated
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cotton yield, whether the farm
Is Irrigated or mm Irrigated, and
similar data necessaryfor ana-
lysis of the sample to assure
that It Is representative In every
respect.

The survey will he made, ac-
cording to O'Donnell, In compli-
ance with Public Law 78, which,
In part says, that Mexican Na-
tionals may be admitted to this
country for farm employment
only if it Is found that the wages
and working conditions of dom-
estic farm workers will not be
adversely affected.

O'Donnell said, "Wages which
the farmer agrees to pay Mexi-
can Nationals are subject to
change,dependingon what other
farmers pny their workers.
Therefore, the survey Is made
for the convenienceof the em-
ployers hiring Mexican Nation-
als.

"In fact." he said, "the Migrant
Lnlw Agreement of 11)51, as
amended, reads in part as fol-

lows: 'The Mexican Consulsand
the of the Sec-
retary of Labor shall exercisevi-

gilance to Insure that the wage
rote paltl to the Mexican work-
er Is not less than the prevail-
ing wage rate for similar work
In the area of employment and
that wagesare paid to the Mex-
ican workers In accordancewith
such rate or with any Increases
In such rate which may become
effective In the area during the
period of employment, but not
below the minimum rate speci-
fied in the work contract. In-

creasesIn prevailing wage rates
shall be put Into effect Immedi-
ately by the employer and shall
not be contingent upon a formal
request to do so by the Mexican
worker, the Consul of Mexico, or
the Representative of the Sec-
retary of Labor. Declines In pre-
vailing wage rates shall be re-

cognized and accepted by the
Mexican worker, provided they
do not fall below the rates spe-
cified In the Work Contract. "

The surveys are made only
In areas where Mexican Nation-
als are to be employed in num-
bers to warrant a survey. The
surveys will be made
during the cotton harvest sea-
son, O'Conncll said.

He added that a folded perfor-
ated cardwill be mailed to each
farmer Included In the survey
on Mondays of the survey week.
Information requestedshould be
related to Wednesdayof the sur-ve- y

week and returned the same
day for tabulation by the TEC
and the local Crop Wage Com-mlttc- e.

Farmers not Included on
the sample list for the survey,
will be given an opportunity to
voluntarily furnish Information
on cards that will be available

Mechanical Harvesters Threaten To

Make Gins Bottleneck To Industry
COLLEGE STATION (SplJ

Mechanical cotton harvesters
threatento make cotton gins a
bottleneck to the cotton Indus-
try. This is caused by n greater
amount of cotton being harvest'
cd In a shorter season than by
hand picking.

Already capacity of gins fre
quently is Inadequate to keep
abreastof harvesting at the peak
of hand picking. And, ns the
shift from hard to mechanical
gathering Increases a balance
established over the years be-

tween the size of the cotton crop
and Its rate of harvesting and
ginning is further overthrown.

In a study conducted recent
ly by the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment station to determine
the effects of mechanical har-
vesting on the ginning business,
glnners and growers alike agree
that farm storage of seed cotton
is the most logical way to re-

lieve gin load during the busy
season.The study Initiated by
J. M. Ward and W. E. Paulson,
department of agricultural eco-
nomies ami sociology, Texas A
& M College, College Strttton,
and I). L. Jones superintendent
of the Lubbock Experiment Sta-
tion was confined largely to the
