Texans In WASHINGTON

WASHINGTON, (—The chief of the U. S

Border Patrol is a straight-shootin'  Texan
from Laredo.
He's 38.year-old Harlon B. Carter, and

comes by his Job naturally. His father, Horace
B. Carter, joined the Border Patrol immediate
Iy after it was created in 1924 and now at 63
ts Immigrant Inspector at Laredo

The younger Carter, after leaving the Uni
versity of Texas in 1935, became a Border Pa
trolman stationed at Del Rlo. At Texag U.,
incidentally, he earned some of his expenses
by working as a night watchman at the State
Land Cffice and doubling as a wrestling
coach at Gregory gym

He looks as if he still could handle him-
self on the mat, all six feet and 202 pounds
of him. Hig hair's getting a little thin, but
his smiling blue eyey are keen enough for him
to be one of the crack pistol and rifle marks
men of the nation

He hag won three world’'s records, one of
which still stands. That was won in 1946
when he got 183 consecutive bull'y eyes with
a .2 automatic pistol. He won the National
Rifle Association 1938 45 caliber automatic
pistol champlonship with a score of 286 out of
300 possible points, and the 1939 38 revolver
champlonship with 291 out of 300

Notewarthy is the fact that in his 16
years in the border patrol he has never resort-
ed 0 shooting to carry out his duties

The result of that incident, Carter added,
was that federal and state authorities broke
up one of the biggest white slave operations
ever uncovered in Chicago, Prison sentences
were given the two men he arrested,

Mexican authorities on the whole cooper-

Joe Mosa Is a very happy fellow
these days, He is especially hap-
py about the unusually large
majority Garza county volers
gave him over his three oppon-
ents, Garza voters gave Joe 1333
votes to only 223 for all three of
his opponents, about a six to one
majority. Considering the length
of time he has practiced law In
Post, and the fact that he neces.
sarily can represent only one side
of highly controversial Issues
which habitually arise, and us-
ually makes the other side mad
at him, he feels that Carza voters
have leaned over backwards to
help him, And he Is the kind of

Joe ran second over the district.

In
fact there Is only one run-off at
the State level, it being for As-
soclate Justice of the Supreme
Court. It and Joe's race for Asso-
clate Justice of the Court of Civil
Appeals will be the only races on
the ballot In a large majority of
the counties of the district.

Joe further points out that In
the South Plains countles gener-
ally, where he received his
gtrength, there will be consider-
able local interest, as most of
them have run-offs in county
races, which should pull out the
voters. He thinks the vote will be
so light over his district that
about 30,000 votes will win for
him, and he thinks he can get
these in the South Plains coun-
ties

In Garza county there will be
run-offs in only two commis-
sloners races, and this, together
with the State race and Joe's race
will give each Garga voter onty
three races in which 1o vote. Ordi
narily this would not be expect-
od o draw a heavy vote, but Joe
hopes that Garza volers will
muke It & point to go 1o the polls
and give him all the help they
can. He points out that the pre-
sent judge, who Is retiring, was
elected by only 239 votes out of
over a hundred thousand, Every
vole counts, so let’s go to the

Basically, there are three
causes of auto accldents, Faults
of driver, faults of the roadway
and faults of the motor vehicle.

Surely everyone will agree
that motor vehicle Inspections
have an overall place in traffic
control, along with education,
enforcement, engineering and
driver's licensing.

The biggest objection to an
Inspection program Is that it
gives the garage owner too
much of an opportunity to gouge
the public. Actually there is no
opportunity at all., Each In-
gpection station has been tho
roughly instructed to make no
réepalrs o adjustments unless
authorized by the owner The
owner of an automoblile {s under
no obligations to the inspection
station other than the paying
one dellar for the Inspection. If
any defects are disclosed, he
may take it anywhere he choos
es for repalr or he may do the
work himself.

There is nothing hard about
the inspection. Here are the de-
talls:

1. Motor Number—obtained
off the clack or frame merely to
Identify the vehicle as having
been inspected.

2. Brakes—(foot brakes only)
Checked for two things only—
stopping distance and equaliza-
tion.

3. Headlights—Both high and
low beams must burn and must
be almed properly. Minimum
candlepower of 3500,

4. Tall Lights—One Is suffl-
clent. May be one elther side,

5. Stop Lights—Required on
passenger cars from 1948 models
on up. 1M7 maodels and older
are not required, All trucks and
pickups must have stoplight.

6. Horn—Inspection for audi-
ble signal only.

7. Steering—Must be in
sonable safe condition.

8. Wheel Alignment—Toe In

Motivation

Now we must move our posl-
tion and examine the “Object
of Rotary” from the viewpolint of
motivation, We are all aware
that It is entirely possible to
have high Ideals In an organiza-
tion such as this and many of
us fall to make progress in
reaching them, It s possible
that we can be motivated by in-
ferior, and even selfish motives
Here are some of the possibili-
ties:

“You seratch my back and |
will scratch yours,” ‘This Is the
lowest possible motilvation. The
idea behind It is to become
identified with a fellowship of
professional and business men
In the hope of oblalning special
favors,

“To know the best people.” It
Is possible that one should hope
to better his soclal standing by
the acquaintanceships afforded
by suth an organization,

“The hope of Immortality.”
All of us have a desire that we
may gain eternal life. It is not
pleasant to think that death
ends all—that the richness of
character development that has

taken years shall be obliterated God

right at the time when It has
reached its peak. That being
true, it is possible to hope to
galn acceptance with God by
the good deeds which we do in
serving our fellow-man through
the avenue of Rotary.

“Love the Lord thy God
with all thy heart, soul, mind
and strength” and It will not be
difficult to keep the first four
commandments., “Love thy nel-
ghbor as thyself” and it will be
easy to make your life one of
unselfish service. Service, the
“Object of Rotary,” will be per-
formed freely, spontaneously,
and joyously when the love of
Christ is the motive of our
hearts.

Growing of deep
rooted legumes or grasses will
punch these heavy sub.solls full
of holes and cause better move-
ment of alr, watéer and plant
roots through the soll.

Soll lite, siy the agronomists,
is made up of small animals and
plants such as earth worms, bac:
teria and fungl. These organisms
mre a Jot llke plants for they,
too, must have good air and wa-
ter to grow, Thelr food comes
from legumes and other plant
residue that is plowed under, as
well as from the roots of these
plants, Since alr ls a necessity,
these amall organisms are much
more active at greater depths In
solls that have been punched
full of holes by deep rooted le
gumes. Growing deep rooted le-
gumes, such ag sweet clover, not
only Improves the soll home for
the small organisms, but also In-
creases the water penetration as
well as water holding capacity
and aeration of the soll. All are
needed to maintaln and increase
the productivity of cropland solls,

Legumes, especially when plow.
ed under as green-manute crop,
increase the orgaplc matter in
soll, This organic matter helps
hold together the small soil par
ticles and Improves the soll
structure by making it granular
Solls high In organic matter
have better air eirculation and
air space and will absorb and
hold water that is needed by the
plants and soll life. Growing deep
rooted legumes, point out the
agronomists, puts the organic
matter from decaying roots deep
in the soll and thus improves the
soll condition or structure,

Most farmers in the Duck Creek
Soil Consrvation district agree
that if we could get the water
that falls each year into the
ground, we could make a crop.
Local SCS techniclans point out
that legumes and other high resi.
due producing crops are a major
step In achleving this goal. The
residue turned into the soll acts
as a sponge In absorbing the wa-
ter, We should take advantage
of years when we have the mois-
ture to establish these crops and
plant a part of the land on each
farm to a legume or cover crop
This will help insure against a
crop failure in the drier years.

SCS techniciams point out that
legumes particularly adapted
for fall and winter plantings in
thig area are a mixture of vetch
and rye on the sand and madrid
sweet clover on tight land. The
clover should be planted Sept. 15

Holly has only recently started
his table hobby, but he is
dent that aside from the
time It allows him to occupy him-
self with a worthwhile and in-
teresting hobby, it will also bring
in added income. Holly was in-
jured in a car accldent several
years ago and has beed unable
to walk since.

This handicap has hindered
him from working as he wants
to, And being a restless man used
to exerting much effort In work
before the accident, Holly need.
ed something on which he could
use his restless, excesa energy,
That'ys where the parakeets came
in.

Interest in Holly's desire to put
hig time on a more profitable
basis cropped up In his church
here. Rev, J, C, Holman assumed
an avid Interest In Holly,

So did J. B, Stricklin, counsel.
or for the division of vocational
education and rehabilitation,
Texas Education Agency, Strick-
lin worked hard and long to de.
termine an occupation for Holly
that would keep his Interest and
help him financially at the same
time, Together they decided on
ralsing parakeets,

Stricklin obtained some of the
birds at his own expense and
Holly was started in business.
He has sold eight birds already.
They sell for $6 per bird, with thig
price being about §$1.50 lower
than the prevalling rate In Lub-
bock or Abllene,

Holly says he has five pair to
sell yet. His laylng hens have
not begun producing yet but he
expects to begin hatching out
little parakeets before too long.

Parakeets are relatively slm.
ple to care for, and they breed
prolifically—sometimes as many
ag twenty offspring In one year.
As soon as the young birds have
mated, they choose a nest and
set out to raise their brood, The
birds do not need any grass or
other type material In the nests.
It only confuses them for they
are used to laying on the bare
wood of the box nests, These
nests are made from wooden
boxes with a hole near the top
for entering and leaving. The
bottom is shallowed out llke a
small bowl.

In about 18 days from the time
they are layed the eggs begin to

hatched (the birdg lay from gix
to nine) they continue to hatch
at the rate of one every other
day,

Parakeet familles belleve in
Poppa doing most or the work,
The bables are first fed by a
form of regurgitation, in which
the rooster grinds up the grain
In his mouth and gives it to the
hen, who In turn feeds it to the
baby birds, In a few days, how-
ever, the rooster does all the
feedlnu in th some way, Before
they are many weeks old, the
birds start eating the same graln
as the old birds.

A certain diet is necessary to
keep the parkeets healthy. They
eat red and white millet and
some canary seed which Holly
ean buy wholesale. Water com-
pletes their diet and s given
to them by the Inverted jar
method used in watering chick-
ons,

As soon as the hableg are four
weeks old, they fly out of the
nest to make room for more.
This ls necessary for the pata-
keet goes on breeding, with the
hen often ready to lay more eggs
by the time the voung are out
of the nest,

Talking parakeets must be
bought very young and then
taught how to talk. They are
ready to leave home At the age
of six weeks and have to be
handled every day while young
50 they will not be afraid of peo-
ple, Also, birds that are to be
taught to talk should be bought
singely for they will take too
much interest In the other bird
when In pairs.

Parakeets can be gavage and
ruthless. If there are not enough
boxes In the cages, the hens
will fight over the boxes and
will often kill the young of
other hens so they can have a
box to themselves. Like most
other species, it ig the female
that is dangerous. They will get
along well with only two fe.
males In the cage, but once you
put two females and a rooster
in a cage, the fur starts flying.

And when they begin fight-
Ing It's a sight to see. They keep
it up until one calls it quits or
is killed. The birds live fine by
themselves unless they are al-
ready mated. And once mated It
is a true love, for neither will
remate unless the other one dies,

Although most people %keep
their birds Inside, parakeets
thrive outside even in the cold-

ozt weather, Hmvu they are
also gified with human fraill-
tles. For with a sudden drop in
temperature they will catch
cold.

Holly has wrapped himself in
the study of the birds. Anyone
wishing to know something
about parakeets need only ask
him and they find out. Original-
ly the birdg were green-plum-
ed, but now are bred in a color
range of 66 variations,

Immediate reason for the lat.
est fad in feathers (they are out-
selling hoteakes now adays) was
the recent lifting of a 19.year-old
Federal ban on interstate ship.
