So many pessimistic articles are being written
nj. to the waste of our land resources, let me
call nttcntlon to the fact that three quarters
of the earth's surface nnmely. the oceans--are

nn undiscovered world or riches. The sea
offers great opportunities to students,wage-workur-s

nnd investors. Owing to good harbors
and other ndvantages, I believe Gloucester,
Newburyport and otherseaport hnve a great
future.

Minerals In Tho Ocean
Today there are few plants taking mag-

nesium, iodine nnd bromine from tho son; but
thesenre only a few of the available minerals.
In addition, there are great quantities of alu-
minum, boron, calcium, chlorine, copper, flu-

orine, lithium, potassium, scllnium sulphurand
zinc, not to mention sodium chloride. Thore is
even gold! The sea containsenough of these
minerals to last a thousandyears and I visu-
alize these seaortsbecoming groat comnters
of thesenew Industries.

When I was n boy, the cod, haddock nnd
mackerel business was at its height, while
roseflsh (now known as ocean perch) was
thrown away. To illustrate how times change,
the catching, filleting and freezing of ocean
Ierch Is now Gloucester's leading industry.
Gloucester, however. Is handicappedby the
fish moving out further from the coast. They
may later be attractedbock by artificial light-
ing or the use of fertilizers.

New Kinds Of Fish
The next grent development will be the

catching nnd processing of "waste fish", such
nsj pogles, squid, skate,etc. These nre now used
for fish oil nnd chicken food, but they hnve
excellentnutritional qualities.Later we will be
gathering, processing nnd canning planktonlc
organisms.Tills Industry has a great future.

The old rate has been 104 cents on all
imports amounting to less than 5 per cent of
the total U. S. crude production, and 21 cents
on Imports exceeding that amount.

The agreementlias come In ror sharp
criticism from the Independent Petroleum As-

sociation or America (IPPA), which contends
large Importing companies will rocket t n e
savingsand thus be given an untalr advnntage
over U. S. producers.

mntcly 250 school pupils every
day. E. E. Pierce, manager, an-

nounced Monday. The grade
school has the majority of stu-
dents eating in the lunch room,
with around 190 eating there each
dn,v Tlie high school furnishes
only about GO of the students
who partakeof the hot lunches.

The cafeteriahas been located
In the new building for one year

, and has completely modern
equipment throughout the kit

'chen. Insects are controlled by
i the latest attachmentto be add-
ed and that is an electric opera-

ted "fly trap". This trap rids the
lunchroom of all germ carrying
insects, Pierce stated.

The lunch room staff consist
of six adults and five students
assistants. These students sell
tickets, help with the serving and
wash the dishes.

Pierce stated that the first six
days the cafeteria was open for
thp 1952 school year, an average
of 275 pupils ate there and 21
adults, most of the latter were
teachers.The averagemilk drin-
kers for the first week wns 259.
An estimateof the cost of opera-
tion per month is S1.79G.8-1-.

These figures are given to show
the usefulness of the lunch room
and the expense in running it.
Plans are In progressnow, Pierce
said, for an Indian program,
which will be given by Frank
Runkles of Post Scout Camp, to
provide funds for the cafeteria, for
aid in furnishing lunches for un-

derprivileged children of Post. At
the present time the churchesand
ladles aid societies are feeding
some of these yougnsters.

The cafeteriahas for sale extra
Items, such as Ice cream. Cokes,
candy, and other mlscellanous
extrasthat children enjoy. Pierce
reported that the rules of the
cnfeterla forbid these sweets be-

ing sold before the childrenhave
finished their lunettes.
