These crops, as Indicated by
the Interest of areo farmers, will
be mainly Guar and Illue Panic
grass. These cro(s. while not
new to parts of Texas, are rela
tlvely new to the Duck Creek
Soil Conservation District

Guar, a tap-roote- summer an
ual legume, has proven Itself
well adapted to arid West Tex
as s well as to other areashav
ing more rnlnfall. nils crop Is
very oenericlal as a soil Improv-
ing crop. Its taprootsact as manv
..MsHs opening up plow-pan- s and
tight sub-soils- . By opening up
the soli mechanically and add
tng organic mutter, which makes
soils more ttorous, water Is tak
en morereadily and Is retained
much longer by reducing evalua-
tion. Further, the soils are en-
riched by the addition of nitro-
gen. This is made possible Im
proper Inoculation of the Guar
seed before planting with the
nitrogen fixing bacteria.

Many farmers have reported
good IncreasesIn crop yields by
using Guar In their crop rotation.

Klue Panic grass,while not a
legume, seemsdestined to play
in Important part in the agri- -

ulture of West Texas Like
.uar. It has proven Itself able

to thrive on limited moisture It
is a perennial, drouth and cold
resistant grass which resembles
Midangrass In Its growth habits
It like Sudangrass. should be
planted in regular width rows
mil cultivated enough to keep

down weeds. One of Its main
advantages is that It doesn't re.
iuire planting each year. Plant
mgs as old as IS years are still
thriving. It should be planted
