Medium InfestationsBollworms

Reported Garza County Crop

Bollworms are reported in med-

ium infestations in Cu m County
cotton crops, uccording to the cur-

rent Cotton Insect Situation re-

lease from the Extension Service.
Growth and fruiting of cotton

has continued at a satisfactory
rate in most areascovered by the
release. Although some shedding
of forms occurred in many plant-
ings, such shed was generally not
due to insect damage. Actually,
except for leafworms, reports ind-
icate little increase in insect in-

festations on cotton.
Small leafworms and heavy egg

populations were present in many
fields in Dawson, Howard. Mit-

chell. Scurry and Terry counties
Some cotton in a number of other
counties had sufficient infestations
to require control. Cotton should
be checked frequently for the
small worms so control may be
effected before serious ragging of
leaves has occurred.

In addition to Garra County,
bollworms were reported in med-
ium infestations in Collingsworth.
Dawson, Lynn and Scurry coun-
ties. Infestations were generally
light in most other localities.

While a considerable acreage
has been treated for control of the
worms, most infestations were not
heavy Since cotton is in a very
attractive stage of growth, the
crops should Ik- - checked frequently
for appearanceof eggs and smail
worms

Austrian Student
Is Club Speaker

Rotarians got the opportunity at
their Tuesday luncheon to hearand
see a full report on the country
of Austria

John Reichnrt, an Austrian who
is spending the summer at Slaton
as an exchange student studying
American agricultural methods,
was the speaker. He also showed
dozens of colored slides of both
the capital of Vienna and the town
of 20.000 in western Austria which
is his home.

Reichart said that 15 to 20 per
rent of Austria's national income
is derived from the tourist busi-
ness.

He explained his country must
now import oil despite their fine
oil fields as the Russians are tak-
ing a large part of their oil out
put as war reparations.

Austria has no water problems.
Reichart said. The annual rainfall
is 75 to 80 inches a year. The
country imports 20 per cent of its
food, including wheat and corn. Its
"cash crop" is sugar beets.

In answer to a question, Reichart
explained the Hungarian revolu-
tion last year was a "hard situa-
tion" for Austria os well as Hun-
gary as 250,000 Hungarian refu-
gees poured into the city of Vienna
alone.

Device May Tell

When To Irrigate
Farmers mny someday tell when

their crops need irrigating by us-

ing a simple electrical device test-
ed recently by the U. S. Depart-
ment of It measures
moisture stress an indicator of a
plant's moisture needs

For a rapid reading of a plant's
water requirements, two small
prongs of the device are stuck into
the stem of the plant. The prongs
are two stainless steel electrodes
connected to an ohmmeter which
measuresthe electrical resistance
in the plant. The lumber industry
uses a similar instrument to mea-
sure moisture in wood.

In with cotton
plants, the researchersfound that
electrical resistancewent down as
moisture amounts went up. Within
four hours after irrigation, a sharp
drop in resistance was observed
on the ohmmeter.

The experimentersbelieve that
the increase in electrical resis-
tance with increasing moisture
stress is the result of the drying
out of the solid framework, or cell
walls, of the plant. This creates
in the woody tissues of the plant
either longer conducting paths be-ar- e

making the studies. They point
out that research is continuing,
aimed at making the method easy
to use by any farmer who

Army's new Nike Hercules anti- -

j aircraft misile will be during the
1957 State Fair of Texas at Dallas,
Oct.

The Hercules is the latest air
' defense weapon which the Army
says can fly farther, faster and
higher than anv other such missile

i and can carry an atomic warhead.
Also to he exhibited at the Fair

is the Nike Ajax. which the Her-- :

rules will supplement A full crew
of men will go through a realistic
drill to demonstrate how the Ajax
is loaded onto the rocket-launchin-

apparatus, and how it is aimed
and fired The simulated firing
demonstration will be accompani-
ed by the sound of recordings of
an actual blast-off- .

The deadly Nike missile Is de-

signed to track down and destroy
enemy aircraft. It blasts up higher
than its prey and then swoops
down on its target.

Red fuming nitric acid is the
Nike's fuel, with a booster of solid
propellent, something like gun
powder that kicks the missile past
(he speed of sound in two seconds.
To show how fast and high the
Nike leaps, the booster cuts loose
about seconds after
the blast-off- . but does nothit the
ground until after the missile has
already made its kill

The new Nike Hercules has been
demonstrated before selected
groups at Fort Bliss, but the Fair
exhibit will be the first one open
to the public.

Nike batteriesare due to be in-

stalled in a wide protective loop
around Dallas and Fort Worth to
guard these cities against enemy
attack The installations will be
in the general vicinitv of Mineral
Wells.

Jones'CowpeasTypical
Of Area Cover Crops

lypical of a number of cover
crops in the Post area is 50 acres
of cowpeas on the Barnie Jones
farm, a few miles northwest of
Post just off the Lubbock Highway.

The cowpeaswere planted
around June 1 in the soil bankacreagereserveprogram, part of
the crop following grain sorghums
and the other part, cotton.

Alex Ringhoffer, conservationist
for the Post Work Unit of the
Duck Creek Soil Conservation Dis-
trict, SaVS COWDf-n- or ,.lK.r
crops in a crop rotation are not
a cure-al- l for soil erosion, but that
they are recommended practices
of a well rounded soil conserva-
tion program.

"Experimental evidence," Ring-
hoffer said, "supports the conclu-
sion that the soil is most suscep-
tible to erosion when fields are
bare of vegatation. It also indi-
cates that soils low in organic mat-
ter or of low fertility arc more
easily eroded than those high in
organic matter."

"This situation." continued the
soil conservationist, "is especially
serious, as all of the cropland in
this area is susceptible to erosion
unless it is protected with ade-
quate vegetative cover or by other
control measures."

Ringhoffer expluined that crops
grown in wide rows with cultiva-
tion, such as cotton and grain sor-
ghums, are highly conducive to
soil loss. "All of these crops," he
said, "should be grown in syste-
matic rotations and the rotations
supplemented with cover crops if
soil loss is to be reduced to a
minimum and crop yields main-
tained."

cover crop, the soil conservation-
ist said, are:

1. Reduces runoff of rain and
thus moisture.

2. Prevents excessive erosion of
soil.

3. Improves the soil tilth by the
nddition of organic matter to the
soil.

4. Increases the yield of cotton,
grain sorghums and other regular
furm crops.

5. Increases the
capacity and the intake rate of
water in the soil.

"The seeding and growing of
cover crops is using nature's
mathod of holding the soil," Ring-
hoffer said.

He points out that if agriculture
Is to be permanent, the soil must
be managed so as to mnintain pro-
ductivity, not by temporarily sup-
plying plant food, but by conserv-
ing the soil itself by uaing cover
crops in rotation or by interplant-in-g

in normal row crops such as
in grain sorghums.
