When the town was founded and through-- its
early years it well earnedits reputationfor clean-

liness and beauty. Somewhere along the route
we've lost the motivating pride Not all have lost
pride of course. You can find dozens and dozens
of people who have fine appearingyards and tidy
properties. You can find business people who
have put in new store fronts or painted up old
ones You'll find businessmenwho make a fetish
out of keeping those sidewalks clean.

The only trouble is there are too many who
simply don't care enough probably because
they've simply gotten used to things being the
way they are. Too many of us maybe have just
figured the odds were simply stacked too high
against us.

But that isn't really so.

There are many things all of us can do to
improve the appearanceof our town, if we want
to badly enough.

Just a few suggestions made by any num-
ber of people include:

Placing of trash barrels on the sidewalks so
shoppers can drop their trash into them instead
of throwing it on the sidewalk to blow all over
the businessdistrict and litter the gutters.

Freshly swept sidewalks are a must to good
appearance,even if it requires sweeping twice
daily.

The story in the residentialareaswould be for
each home owner to the best of his ability to keep
his property neat. Some ran't afford fine yards
and lots of flowers, but their propertiescan still
be neat and mirror the pride of its owner.

The vacant lots would be a subject, we sup-
pose, for city action requiring the weeds be kept
down or the city cutting such weeds and charg-
ing the cost against the property, as is done in

The '57-5- 8 experiments are a
continuation of '56-5-7 tests. In the
latter period, calves were used.
In the latest tests, yearlings are
being used because they have
greater capacity for utilizing cot-
tonseed hulls. Stangel said.

For the past threo years. Tech's
cattle feeding experiments have
been conducted in cooperation with
the TexasAgricultural Experiment
Station, he said.

For the '57-5- 8 tests. 80 yearlings
are divided into eight lots of 10

head each.
Lots one through four aro being

fed loose hullsand lots five through
eight, pelleted hulls. All lots arc
receiving eight pounds of crushed
mill) gruin and two pounds of cot-
tonseed meal per head per day.

All lots except four and eight re-
ceive two pounds of alfalfa hoy
per heud per day. Cattle in lots
four and eight are receiving
amounts of synthetic alfalfa (the
equivalent of natural ulfalfa in
minerals, vitamins und proteins).

Hulls are fed according to appe
tite in all lots. Each lot is receiv-
ing one-tent- h pound of calcium car-
bonate per head pei duy. Lots two,
four, six and eight, are receiving
stillbestrol (hormones) orally and
lots three and seven are being giv- -

en stilbestrol implants (underskin
with needles).

At the beginning of the experi-- 1

meats, cattle in ull lots uveruged
7ts pounds per heud in weight.

Stangel unnounced thefollowing
preliminary results ut the end of
112 duys in the feeding experi-
ment:

Buy Fertilizers
By GradeAdvice

Of Soil Chemist
COLLEGE STATION The real

cost of any fertilizer is measured
in terms of the per unit cost of
plant nutrients applied to the soil.
So, before farmers buy a fertiliz-
er, they should look at the grade
analysisand see if the samequanti-
ty of plant nutrients can be obtain-
ed cheaper in a higher analysis
fertilizer, advises Bill Bennett, ex-

tension soil chemist.
The grade analysis can give a

farmer this information becauseit
tells how much nitrogen, phospho-
rus and potassium each bag of mix-
ed fertilizer contains, he adds. For
example, a hundred pound bug of

contains five pounds of ni-

trogen, 10 pounds of phosphoric
oxide and five pounds of potash.
A hundred pound bag of

contains 10 pounds of nitrogen, 20
of phosphorus and 10 of potash.

These two grades of fertilizer
contain thesameratio of nutrients,
points out Bennett, but the latter
contains twice us much in each 100
pound sack. So, even though the

costs more per ton, it is
normally cheaper in the long run
becauseof the quantity of plant
nutrients which is obtained.

The cost per unit of plant nut-

rients is not the only way high
analysis fertilizers are usu-
ally cheaper than low analysis
fertilizers When one sackof

can substitute for two sacks of
transportationcosts are re-

duced. Not only would transporta-
tion costs be lower, but applica-
tion costs would be less since less
fertilizer is needed to supply the
same quantity of plant nutrients.

So. low analysis fertilizers cost
less per ton, but high analyis ferti-
lizers are usually cheaper in the
iong run becausethe cost per unit
of plant untrients is lower, con-
cluded Bennett

QuestionsConcerningNew Egg Law
By JOHN L. WHITE

Commissioner of Agriculture
The Texas Egg Luw has been

in effect sinceFeb. 17, and already
the Texas Department of Agricul- -

turc is being flooded with ques--

lions concerning its various points
Greatest concern seems to be

whether ungraded eggs can now
be sold in the state. Yes! Ungrad- -

ed eggs can still be sold, but they
must be clearly marked "Ungrad-
ed" on the packageor carton.

Just becauseeggs have not been
graded, it does not mean that the
eggs are of poor quality On the
contrary, a display of ungraded
eggs may contain a mixture of all
egg grudes. However, the eggs
must be of edible quality or they
cannot be offeredfor sale.

Another point causing some con
fusion is the fact that certain des
criptive terms cannot b- - printed on

egg cartons or used in advertis
ing.

Any eggs below the quality of
Grade A must not be labeled as
"fresh", "selected", "hennery ",

"newluid." "infertile," "cage," or
other words of siimlar import
These terms are confusing and
sometimes mislead the consumer
on eggs of lower quality. Unless
some bans were placed on des-

criptive phrases for eggs under
Grade A, then "fancy phrases"
might be used to camouflage the
true condition or quality of the pro-
duct.

And finally, retail egg sellers clu

not have to renew their license
from the Texas Department of Ag-

riculture each year. The retailer's
license is good indefinitely until it

is recalled, canceled or revoked.
For other segments of the in-

dustry however, licenses run imlv

ed in connection with National Lib-

rary Week:
The City l ibrary Committee, con-

sisting of Mrs Joan Tubbs. chair
man; Mrs. T. L. Jones, Mrs Nell
Connell McCrary. and I met in
the home of Mrs. Tubbs July 10.

1956. to discuss plans for openinu
the combination Hty school library,
this combination having been ap-

proved some seven or eight weeks
earlier by the City Council and
Post High School officials.

Prior to this date, donations and
contributions had been asked for
through The Post Dispatch and the
various clubs and organizations
Through Mrs. Tubbs. Mr Sandis.
Lubbock city librarian, made (he

first donation of three books to the
Citv Library. During the months
of July and August. 195R. 33 books
were donated by individual citizens
of Post. In September, the Daw-

son County Library of Lameaa,
through Mrs. J E. Parker's influ-

ence, donated 82 books During the
months of February and March.
1957. the Rotary Club, home de-

monstration clubs of GarzaCounty
and the Woman's Culture Club
brought 40 books to the library
A total of 801 books have been do-

nated to the library as follows:
(Some 23 books have been donat-
ed the past eight months.)

Hooks on shelf in use: Fiction.
239: non-fictio- 81; total in use at
present. 320

Books in process, for use now:
96

Books to be catalogued: 99.
Books in bad condition (from

mill library): 86.

Total received: 601 fiction books
donated. 380; non-fictio- 135; total
books in good condition, 515.

The City of Post paid me for
services in the library the first
six weeks. July and August. 1956.
but since no time or funds were
allotted for City Library service
ing the school term of 1956-57-. I

gave my services free in order
that the citizens of Post and stu-
dents of all the schools might con-

tinue using the library after school
hours. During this period classifica-
tion and cataloguing of books con-
tinued at night and on weekends

Since the Senior Girl Scouts were
eager to complete work on their
Library Scout Badges, they help
ed in the library during the g

the Tuesday night classes
on book-mendin- and bookbinding
They were taught to mend books,
organization and procedures of the
library and also spent two class
periods processing books for the
City Library.

The student librarians also work-
ed during the Tuesday night class
periods and when time permitted,
during their school library periods.
The Girl Scouts and library girls
have given much time and service

The City Library has beenverv

fortunate in that book donations
have continued all through the 20

months it has been a combination
library for children of all three
schools and all citizens of this
trade territory.

Library interestand needscreate
a demanu for permanent library
facilities during 12 months in the
year. Many library users express
their gratitude and appreciation
for present library privileges. The
City of Post paid for library ser-
vices two afternoons each week,
Tuesday and Friday, alt during
the summer months and is paying
for overtimeafter school hoursdur
ing the school term this year.

The library is open for use all
during the school day, five days

week, and from one to two hours
after school, since most of the
ohens come in to use the library
and a large number of students
beginning with the fifth grade
through highschool come in at that
time for books and reference
works.

There arc 16 paid members (a
$2 deposit) and many more adults
read with and through their child-
ren who have accessto the library.
Several adults use the library re-
gularly for referenceand research
work and those who take corres-
pondence courses are using the
library for various materials and
sources Many of the regular read-
ers check from eight to ten books
a wet for pleasure reading.

The use of the library has in-

creasedsteadily from three to five
books circulating two days a week
the first summer to from 15 to 20
books a day after school hours
five days at the presenttime. This
does not include books checked out
during the school periods, which
are run up in the school report the
last period of the school day. nor
does it include referenceor period
materials used. School weekly cir-
culation averages65 to 70 per day.

City Library fines collected are
used for library supplies and ma-
terials. Total fines collected Sept-
ember. 1956. to September, 1957.
was $5 80. and from September.
1957. to March. 1958. (5.50 used to
buy books for City Library request-
ed by citizen hoiding membership
who is an excellent library read-
er The City paid $12 63 for library
supplies in June. 1957 (materials
for processing books and stapler).

All city and high school books
have been classified, catalogued
and processed according to stand-
ard library rules and procedures.
Standardlibrary tools are usedand
all author, title and subject cards
are hand-type- for each book; no
mechanically made marks are us-
ed for any books since 1948. The
Cutter System is not used, since
the State Department of Educa-
tion (Texas Education Agency)
1948. notified all librarians in Tex-
as that the Cutter System should
be discontinued, as it was only a
conglomeration of numbers that
meantnothing to studentsand was
very confusing to students and
adults. It recommendedthat auth-
or and title were much more val-
uable for students to learn and
use

All cards in the catalogue file
have been madesince 1948, as the
old catalogue file was not made
accurately and had insufficient in-

formation. Rules for cataloguing
were not used at that time. All
accession recordsare accurateand
up to date since beginning in 1948
The city and school library is set
up under the standard Dewey De-
cimal System, which is used in all
modern libraries, except some
large colleges which use the Lib
rary of Congress System, this be-
ing a more detailed classifica-
tion system for libraries with ex-
tra large book collections.

All citizens of the Post area are
invited to make a $2 deposit, get
a membership card and use the
library for any use needed infor-
mation, recreational reading and
reading for pleasure All deposits
will be refunded when member-
ship is withdrawn Any club or or

r
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ganization wishing to use the lib-

rary may obtain a group member-
ship card by depositing $2 and tum
ing in its membershiproll so that
all may have free use of the lib
rary at each individual's conveni-
ence.

Sudangrass and pearl millet
make the best summer pastures,
with sudangrassbeing the best
bet in most areas,says Trew, How-
ever, pearl millet will be the
choice in East Texas and certain
Central Texas soils. The pasture
can be planted from the time dan-
ger of frost is past until moisture
Is too low in the summer. The
grazing season may be extended
by planting as soon as danger of

958 new members into the Texas
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association in advanceof the

frost is past and then making addi-
tional plantings at three or four
week intervals.

Proper fertilization will pay big
dividends with good growing con-
ditions, he says. A soil test is the
best way to determine the soil
requirements. The dollar for a soil
test is the best fertilizer doilsr
thot ran h spent.

Rotation grazing and mowing
should be practicedm order to get
the most out of the pasture, ad-
vises Trew.

Rotation grazing permits resting
the plants between grazings, giv-
ing higher yelld and permits use
of the plants while they are in
their most palatableand nutritious
stage. Too. blocks not needed may
be put up as hay or silage.
