"This is an increaseof about 33
per cent over last year," Hutton
said.

Hutton stressed that while the
benefits are intended primarily for
the beneficiary's economic securi-
ty, the payment of social security
benefits at the rate of $245,000 a
year In Garzn County helps busi-
ness in the community generally
because most of the money Is
spent Immediately on fooI, cloth-
ing, and other necessities. "In
February, social security benefits
were being paid nationally at a
rnte of nearly 10 billion dollars
annually."

"Payments to a retired worker
with no dependentsreceiving be-

nefits nviroged $G7.50 n month
nationally in February, nnd to n

retired couple $119.-t- n month,"
Hutton sold. The overage for a
widow with two young children
was $1G5. The maximum payment
for a. family is $254.
