Final White River dam plans

‘to be submitted for approval

Engineer Jim Nichols told White
River water district directors that
his firm's final cost estimates for
the big dam and its water pipe
lines 1o the four towns indicate
that virtually every dollar of the
4,000,000 in bonds voted by the
member towns will be needed for
construction, land purchase, lease
rights, ete

“But we'll get it built with those
funds authorized.” he emphasized

This came during a ™ minute
presentation by Nichols of the final
plans for the dam and pipelines o
the directors last Thursday night
at the board's January meeting in
Crosbyton, Directors requested no
plan  changes, although Nichols
emphasized he wanted to know
that night if anything was to be
changed.

A full set of final plans and
specifications for the project will
be mailed to each town within a
few days by the consulting engi-
neers, Freese, Nichols and Endres
of Fort Worth, for study by di-
