It's the Law

LAW REQUIRES STOP
FOR SCHOOL BUSES

Thousands of school children
ore now trooping back to school
throughout Texas. Many of them
will be transported by school
buses. Most people are careful
when approaching a school bus
which may be standingbastde the
road or school to pick up school
children or allow thm to alight.
However, we have already bail
some very bad accidentsthis year
becausea child or a motorist, or
both, were caraleta at that vry
time.

Moat Texan are awareof tits law
which requiresa driver to coma to
a complete stop whan overtaking
from the rear a school bus which
hasstopped to receiveor discharge
school children. After stuping im-

mediately behind the bus, he is
then allowed by law to proceed
pott same at a speed "which is
prudent, not exceeding ten (10)
mllos per hour, and with due cau-
tion for the safety of such chil-

dren."
Whay marvv persons do not rea-

lize is that the very same rules
applies when MUETING a stepped
school bus. White everyone is In-

terested In protecting our children,
unthinking violators of this simple
safety rule greatly outnumber
those who comply Failure to fol-

low the law In this case canlead
to fines up to $100 even when no
accident occurs. Following an ac-

cident hi which some child is in-

jured or killed, the penalties are
naturally much more serious.

Although the above role does not
always apply when paMing a step-
ped school bus In a bustatas or
residential district of a town, the
necessityfor extremecaetteneven
in those location is obvious.

When it comes to overtaking and
passing moving vehicles, exercise
of ordinary common sense will
generally keep a driver within the
law. For instance, when passinga
cor it is only common sense
to proceed on past it a safe dis-
tance before auttmg back to the
right side of the highway Also,
any driver would rait the dan-
ger of increasing his soewd while
another is attempting to passhim.

"Hunters must hove special per--1

mlts to kill doc or nntlerlessdeer,"
warns the assistantdirector of law '

enforcement, Texas Game and
Pish Commission. "There seemj
to be some confusion on this sub-
ject." he says. "However, It's very
simple. If you don't have a special
permit Issued by the Commission,
you can't legally shoot or take doe
or antlerlossdeer In any county of
the State."

The general law states that it Is
unlawful to kill doe. fawn or spik
ed buck anywhere In the State.
However. In regulatory authorify
areas. In order to maintain a heal--1

thy balanceof the deer population
in those areas, biologists recom-
mend that surplus doe and antler-les-s

deer be removed by hunters '

In such Instances,landowners or
operatorsare Issued a quota of per-
mits basedon deer censusreports
and observationsby the biologists
and wardens of the Commission.
Huntersthen must contactthe land-
owners and obtain their permits to
hunt doc or nntlerlessdeer.

Permits also will be required of
all hunterswho wish to take prong-horne-

antelopethis season. When
a hunter purchaseshis privilege to
hunt on a piece of land, the land-
owner will give him a permit to
hunt and take either a doe or buck
dopc-ndln- g again on the condition of

Thesewrecks haveaccounted for
no persons killed, two injured, and
a property damageof $1,310.

This brings the total for the
year In this county to two persons
killed, 12 injured, and a property
damageof $13,805.

Prior to the first of this month
there hadbeen a total of 1,088 fa-

tal accidents in Texas. These tra-
gedies resulted in 1,342 persons
losing their lives.

shall stop the vehicle immediate-
ly before passing the school bus.
