It was at this point that nature
Intervened to put him out of the
form machinerybusiness and later
to point him toward Texas.

He suffered a severe nervous
breakdown. He resigned his posi-
tion as head of the Illinois Agricul-
tural workers In August of 18SG.

When his began to improve
shortly thereafterhe madehis first
trip to Texas.

He had been married on Nov. A,
1874, nt the ngc of 20 to Ella Lctltln
Merriwcather, a young lady of o
Virginia family which had Immi-
grated to Illinois.

Post came to Fort Worth in the
fall of 18SG and becameassociated
with a group of real estatemen in
Fort Worth as he saw new oppor-
tunities in the development of wes-
tern real estate.

HE SUFFERED A second ner-
vous breakdown from overwork in

the fall of 18SS and spent the next
winter in New England recovering

j He returned to Fort Worth to build
I n woolen mill and then began work
'on a mill to manufacture paper
j out of Texas cottonseed hulls. Hut
his health broke for the third time

Post decided to return north for
medical attention and In Februnry.
1891, he took his family to Battle
Creek, Mich., where he soon found
his fame nnd fortune.

While a patient In a Rattle Creek
sanitarium in 1891 he was served
the various health foods which had
been developed there. He became
keenly interested, studied foods nnd
their relationship to health and de-
veloped his own theory of dietetics.

Impatient to be cured, he left the
sanitarium to cure himiclf.

C W Post (1854-1914- ) founded and began building the
town that bears his name 56 years ago as a colonization
experiment "to help men to help themselves. ' The abovo
picture was used to reproduce the large painting now hang-
ing in the Community Room of the First National Bank.

HE OPENED HIS own Battle

Creek sanltnrium In 1892, calling
it La Vita Inn. From his experi-
ments to serve a warm cereal
drink to his patients at his sani-
tarium came Postum, which was
perfectedin the latter part of 1894.

Postum was a mixture of wheat,
bran and molasses. Through Post's
own successful promotion it wa to
bring him his fortune.

C. W. becamo the father of na-

tional advertising ns this country
knows It today, when, to create n
demand for his Postum he began
to advertise it widely. Sales jump-
ed from $5,000 the first ycur to
$205,000 the second. In four years
sales climbed to $840,000 annually
although the country was deep in
a depression which toppled banks
by the score.

As Postum had n seasonal win-

ter demand,Post quickly develop-
ed a second cereal, Grape Nuts, In
1897 and placed It on the market
the following year. It met with in-

stant success.
Post then began to branch out.

Against advice of his friends he
built Battle Creek n fine new hotel,
which soon began to make good
profits. He built an office building
next door nnd then helped to fin-

ance a theatre.
He built houses for his workmen

in Battle Creek which were sold
at cost to any workman who had
been with the Postum Cereal Com-

pany for n year.
ABOUT THE TURN OF the cen-

tury, Post turned over the opera-

tions of his cereal firm to his de-

partment heads anddevoted hlnv
self mainly to travel, going to Eng-
land every year and visiting nil

In 190C ho employed T. P. Stev-
ens, a veteranrancher,to help him
purchasesome West Texas ranch,
land and that year bought 213,324
acres, or about 333 squaresmiles
of plains land.

READ THE LABEL ON THE CAN
If the family food budget Is a

matter of concern In your home
then cultivate the habit of reading
the labels on the cans and boxes.
It could mean better nutrition for
your family ns well as savings on
the pockctbook.

The averagesupermarketcarries
some 8.000 items. Most of them arc
packaged or processed to some ex-

tent and must comply with various
fedcrat and state laws. In comply-
ing with these laws, the label of-

fers valuable clues to content.
weight and sometimes nutritional
value inside the package.

A recent study by United Press
International showed that food la
bels of the ISMs and 1900s had very
little information to help the shop-
per. The labels usually told the
name of the product, often with a
picture, and phrasescalculated for
buying appeal. But few specific
facts were offered.

Today, laws govern and regulate
food labels. All food sold or shipped
acrossstate lines must list speci
fic Information. This Includes the
common or usual name of the pro-
duct; name and address of the
manufacturer, packer or shipper:
on accurate statementof quantity
contents in terms of weight, mea-
sure or numerical count. When a
product is not standardized, it must
also show a list of ingredients if
two or more foods go into It.

Regulations also govern inform-
ation on these ingredients. The use
of artificial coloring, flavoring nnd
preservatives must be correctly
statedand dietary properties if the
product Is for specific dietary use.

It is also a good idea to shake
the box, oddly enough. Some "giant
size" boxes calculated to appeal
to the shopper as n saving often
have been foundto be only partial-
ly full well below the normal "set-
tling" of the product.

Here are a few guide lines for
saving on the food bill:

Examine food packnges carefully,
checking net weight nnd degree of
fill; buy brand names that give
the product accurate and useful
