The disease organism under study
at the U, 8§ Cotton Field Station,
Shafter, Calif., causes boll rots in
growing cotton. Losses from the
disease take an annual toll of about
400,000 bales,

Sharing support of the research
with the Council are the Foundation
for Cotton Research and Education,
the University of California, and
the U. 8. Department of Agricul-
ture. Scientists will try to discover
how the organisms feed and what
makes up their diet,

Such organisms are present to at
least some degree in every cotton
field across the Belt, but they often
infllet their worst damage under
conditions of high humidity. Farm
ers have little means of controlling
boll rot except practices to prevent
bolls from opening in a “too moist”
environment. Adding to the com
plexity are recent findings that the
problem is not concerned just with
weather conditions

what the rot organisms feed on and

BOLL WEEVIL CONTROL
PROGRAM
Whether vou farm above or be-
low the Caprock, the boll weevil
control program and how it will be
pperated is of vital concern o you
An aggressive, scasonal control
program is being put into action
below the Caprock, centered pris
marily in Dickens, Motley and Gur-

ra counties. Don Rummel, Area
Ext m Entomologist, savs there
are three major reasons for this

First, the goal is to suppress
weevil populations In early season
Not only will this ultimately nssist
above-Caprock cotton [armers but
will nlso reduce damags cotton
for producers in the counties in
infested nreas

Second, the program is intended
to prevent large-scale weevil mi-
gration onto the High Plains. And
last—hut not least—efforts to con-

trol the weevil in the infested arens
below the Caprock should increase
the chances of success for a dia-
pause weevil control program in
that area this coming fall.

Rummel, in elaborating
program, suid it is broken down
into four steps, as follows:

1. Treatment for overwintered
ball weevils below the Caprock.
This practice has been recommend-
ed in the Texas Agricultural Ex.
tension Service state puide for a
number of years and has proven
effective in many
This step will involve an applica-
tion of a recommended insecticide
fust before first squares are one-
thirdd grown, where weevils are
ound.
