BOLL WEEVIL THREAT
AT A MINIMUM I

Texas cotton farmers can take
| some comfort in the fact that fewer
| boll weevils went into hibernation
this winter than last year, accord- |
ing to Agriculture Commissioner
John C. White.

Boll weevil counts were made at
| random over the state by Texas|
'and federal entomologists with
special attention to the most trou-
blesome areas In Central Texas.
The winter survival is expected to
be about half of what it was in
1962, White said.

During the late fall of each year,
Texas and USDA research teams
take samples of wood trash adja-
cent to cotton flelds to determine
the number of weevils in hiberna-
tion. The number surviving the win-
ter, combined with weather condi-
tions during the early part of the
cotton frulting period, will deter-
mine potential boll weevil damage
to the 1884 cotton crop.
