The 420,000 gallon storage tank.
built west of town as a part of
the white River lake supply sys-
tem for tho city, has beensteriliz-
ed, treated, flushed, and then fil-

led with water for use when need-
ed.

This will give the city addedpro-
tection besides the old reservoir
for peak summer days.

Warren said ctty water usage
for the first three months of 1964

has averaged only about 550,000
gallons dally. For tho three
spring-lik- e daysof last week, water
consumption didn't Jump over the
700.000 gallon mark daily, Warren
said.

DIVISION OF ESTATES
EXPLAINED

The death of an Intestateperson
(one who has made no will) may
give rise to many problemsregard-
ing distribution of his separatees-

tate. In the preceding column we
Investigated the manner of divid-
ing the community estateupon the
death of n husbandor wife. Now
we shall sec that, where separate
property is involved, a completely
different set of rules applies In de-
termining heirship and apportion-
ing the estate among the rightful
claimants.

It may be well to recall that the
separate estate of a husband or
wife Includes property owned by
either before marriage, and that
which Is acquired after marriage
by gift or inheritance. Any other
property acquired after marriage
is presumed by law to be com-
munity property until the contrary
Is clearly proved.

Now, here is a general Idea as
to how your separateproperty will
be divided if you do not make a
will with contrary provisions prior
to your death.

If your husband or wife survives
nnd if, In addition, there are sur-
viving children or descendants of
previously deceasedchildren, the
children and their descendants im-

mediately obtain n full (fee) title
in two-third-s of the real estate In-

volved, The surviving spouse re-
ceives a life interest In the remain-
ing one-thir- d of the real property,
which passeson to the children
and their descendantsupon the
death of the spouse.

The rule for distributing person-
al property cash, stocks, bonds,
furniture, or any other Items not
constituting real estate Is differ-
ent. Here the surviving spouse gets
full ownership of one-thir- nnd the
children nnd their descendantsin-

herit the balance.
Now suppose your husband or

wife survives, but there arc no
surviving children or their descen-

dants. In this case the surviving
spouse Inherits all of the personal
property involved.

With regard to real estate, the
survivor obtains full title to one--

OUTDOORSIN TEXAS
By VBRNSAN FORD

Fishermenhave madea startling
new discovery within the past few
years.

Although often the fastest fish-

ing Is to be had up near the sur-

face, anglers have learned that
frequently the biggest fish ore to

be found deep, right near the bot-

tom.
This Is true of all our scaled

species, from white bass to black
bass, anu occasionally ina u n i y

place you can find any action is
within proximity of the bottom.

One of the best baits for t h i s j

kind of fishing Is the ordinary sil-

ver spoon. Conventionally, an an-

gler casts out a spoon and starts
the wobbling chunk of convex me-

tal back the moment It touches
the surface. This makes It travel
In a level planea few Inches under
the surface.

THE NEW TWIST Is to allow the
spoon to plummet to the bottom on
a limp line, then take uo the slack
and sort of lg It along the bottom,
raising and lowering it. This serves
a two-fol- d purpose. It puts tho
spoon In a strata of water where
hnr li nnt to be more fish: and

it simulates the crippled action of
a minnow.

It makes good sense to change
your retrieve periodically, to give
your lure more lifelike action. A

minnow swimming naturally
through the water won't draw as
much attention from a hungrv fish
as will one that Is obviously wound-

ed, struggling up and down. It
stands to reason, then, that a lure
with this crlnoled action will entice
the most strikes.

Sometimesthis bottom bumping
a spoon pavs off in the most un-

likely situations.
TAKE SCHOOLING white bass,

for Instance. It would seemthat n
lure pulled through a school of
feeding fish, right near the surface,
would bring the most strikes. Per-
haps It will. But often bigger fish
are to be hadby going deep, right
to the bottom.

What happens Is the larger
whites hover below the younger,
mftm ifiefr wHUf uhleh hnvc
trapped shadnear the surface.The
older fish wait patiently until the
young whites kill had and they
feed leisurely on the deauDan nsn
which sink to the bottom.

Bottom bumping also Is quite
effective on whites In early spring,
when the fish are congregated In
tho deep holes prior to their an-

nual migration upstream to spawn.
And It Isn't unusual for black bass

He recalls
n tlm nn Nnrth Cnitftn I.nkp. near
San Angelo, when he was cleaning
uo on whites by jigging a spoon
along bottom, while all aroundhim
other fishermen were trolling shallow--

running baits without any
strikes.

"People Just don't realize that
they catch morn fish bv going to
bottom." he explained. "They per-
sist on trolling shallow when cast-in- c

deen would be much more ef-

fective."
SPOON JIGGING also Is vcrv

effective on salt-wat- fishes, such
as sea trout In the bays and king-fis- h

offshore. Hill tells about time1!
when he hascausht trout on almost
cverv cast by fishing Just ns he
would for white basson the Inlanc
lakes. With trout, like white bass,
n prefers a gold-colore-d spoon
when the water is clear, and a sil-

ver spoon when the water Is darker
or it is an overcast day.

While king fishing In the Gulf of
Mexico some fast action can b
had by lowering a spoon right to
the bottom and working It back In
brlsh stoo-and-g-o Jerks. The mis-
take madeby most fishermen, un-

familiar with this svstcm. Is to
work a bait too slowly, savs Hill.
It requires entirely different
techniqueon offshore speciesthan
It does with freshwater fish.

"When angling for white n
slow Jigging motion
usually will get the most strikes,"
he adds. "But with offshore spec-
ies like TcinCflsh. you've got to work
the snoon fast, the faster the bet--

SAFETY URGED IN USE OF
HOUSEHOLD PESTICIDES

A little common senseand n lot
of caution should keynote tho use
of house and garden insect sprays
this spring nnd summer,according
to Agriculture Commissioner John
C. White.

Snlcs of pesticideswill Increase
nbout 200 per cent in tho next few
weeks ns the annual Insect Invn-sfo-

get underway, White noted.
"And accidental poisonings nre nn
annual occurrence",he added.

Commissioner White pointed out
thnt modern chemicalsare a boon
in the fight against household and
garden pests when they arc pro-
perly used. But, carelessspraying
can result In seriousconsequences
to pets and even htimnns.

"Wo tend to forect that those
aerosol cansor nowders which nro
so effective against bugs are lv

noisons and ihcv should be
treated ns such," sold White. Tho
Tcxns Department of Agriculture
and U, S. D. A. nrr responsible for
seeing thnt all pesticidesare label-
ed pronc-lv- . nnd that all informa-
tion needed to protect thf" user is
contnlned nn the label. Rut, once
these products enter yr.ur home,
snfe use becomes your rcsponslbll--

"Rend the lnb!s first when tho
products nro still on the dealers'
shelf." White advised. "There Is
n large variety of pesticides,and
many of them have specific uses
so n hasty selection could be an
unwise one. Then follow the direc-
tions nnd use nil precautions thnt
are included on the can or pack-
age.

"It is wise to wash your hands
after using household pesticides
nnd, above nil, store them out of
the reach of children, just as you
do with medicines, lye or other poi-

sons."
A few other pesticides safety

"Don'ts" from CommissionerWhite
nrc as follows:

Don't save or re-us- e empty pes-
ticide containers.

Don't use a pesticide inside the
home If n gas mask is required in
using it.

Don't use your mouth to blow
out clogged sprayer lines or noz-

zle tips, or to siphon a pesticide

from n container. j

Don't smoke while handling pes-- 1

tlcldcs.
Don't spray or dust outdoors

when the wind is high.
Don't apply pesticidesnear open

water or food containers for birds
or pets.
