The tirst of these ordinances requires |

any transient person dealing in second
hand automobiles to first make appli-
cation to the city secretary for a li-
cense to engage in such business; and
the annual license fee is fixed at $500
to be paid before the applicant is al-
lowed to engage in business. Detailed
veports of sales must be made to the
city secretary. Violation of the ordin-
ance is punishable by a fine of $100
for each offense, each day constitut-
ing a separate offense

The second ordinance undertakes to
regulate the sale of goods, wares and
merchandise by transients. Any trans-
jent person desiring to engage in the
business of selling such merchandise
| must likewise make application to the
| city secretary for a license to do so and
| shall pay a license tax of $2500 per
month. Persons violating the ordinance
are to be fined from $50 to $100, each
day to constitute a separate offense
