Limited range forced the scient.
ist to put one of the herds in dry-
lot and the comparison between
the two management systems has
gotton more attention than the
findings on beef-cow nutrition,
Marion said

Without considering longevity
of production, the pasture cows
have made a higher profit per
head than the drylot cows, under
the experimental conditions at
Texas A&M station, Marion said

But he believes modifications
in drylot system would make it
highly competitive with tradition-
al beef production systems.
