researchers  have developed a milk 
purification process they hope 
they will never have to  use. This 
process would be used to  remove 
the s tron tium  90 th a t  would con­
tam inate  milk following a nuclear 
a ttack. The process was worked out 
jointly by the Agricultura l Research 
Service. Atomic Energy Commission 
and  U. S. Public Health  Service. It 
is now being tested on a pilot plant 
basis at USDA's Heltsville Research 
Center, reports  A. M. Meekma, ex­
tension dairy  husbandm an.

The pilot p lant studies a re  based 
on laboratory  studies which show, 
ed th a t  ton-exchange resins are  ef 
fective in removing radioactive 
s tron tium  from milk contain ing an 
increased am oun t of acid. In these 
basic studies, scientists charged a 
resin with calcium, sodium, potas­
sium and magnesium, the  major 
metals in milk.

Milkwhicb had been experimental­
ly contam inated  with radioactive 
s tron tium  was passed th ru  columns 
contain ing this  resin. Free s tron ti­
um moved from the milk and dis­
placed the  ionized metals on the 
resin. This ion exchange occurs be­
cause the resin a t t ra c ts  strontium 
more strongly than it a t tacks  o ther 
metals

Because only about 60 percent of 
st ron tium  in milk occurs in free 
form, citric acid was added to the 
milk to  ionige the rest of the radio­
active element. This enabled the 
resin to a t t rac t  and remove 9S per­
cent of the s tron tium  from the 
milk. After the  stron tium  is re­
moved. th e  milk is t rea ted  with 
dilute patassium hydroxide to n eu ­
tralize the  acid, th en  pastuerized 
and homogenized.
