Criminal Docket Taken 
Up In Court Sessions

! The criminal docket fo r  this term 
i o f district court now in session at 
1 Tahoka. was taken up when court 
¡opened last Monday morning. Sev- 
' eral cases were disposed o f Monday 
and Tuesday, but w<£werv unable to 
get the detail» in time for last weeks 
paper. The jury was excused Wed­
nesday, but returned Thursday for 
turther service. Reports o f court pro 
ceedir.gs as we have received them 
are as follows:

The first case taken up Monday- 
morning was that o f Joe Salome, an 
El Paso gentleman, charged with 
swindling by giving a cold check. The 

I check :n the sum of f ifty  dollars and 
thirty cents was given to Harry Hew 

• lett of Wilson last February for a 
! truck load o f eggs. Following the in­
dictment Saturday Salome paid the 
check and the jury let him o ff  with 
a three years’ suspended sentence.

I Judge C. H. Cain was appointed by 
the court to represent the defendant.

The second culprit brought to the 
bar o f justice was a gentleman of 
color. Tom Cooper, charged with as­
sault with intent to murder Joe Hale 
o f O’Donnell and he drew a term of 
5 Mr years in the pen. Hale, runs a tin 
shop in O’Donnell. Cooper came into 
his place one night last winter and 
made a vicious assault upon him 
fracturing his skull and rendering 
him unconscious. Hale claims that 
the negro took what money he could 
find in the shop. Cooper pleaded not 
guilty, denying his guilt on the wit­
ness stand but the jury found against 
him. Judge Cain also represented 
this defendant by Appointment of the 
court.

The third case brought to trial al­
so involved an assault to murder 
charge against a negro. Boots Grant, 
of Tahoka. Boots, in a difficulty with 
another negro “ over the hill”  in 
north east Tahoka, shot his victim 
in the back at close range, but the 
wounded negro refused to die. The 
jury decided that Boots should spend 
two years down at Huntsville. Again 
Judge Gain represented the defen­
dant.

On Tuesday afternoon the case of 
Texas versus i .  C. Harlan was call­
ed, Harlan being charged with the 
forgery o f a check passed to G. E. 
Hogan of Tahoka, the check bearing 
a fictitious name. Harlan’s attorney. 
Ben Kucera bf Lubbock, filed a plea 
on insanity for the defendant and 
the trial proceeded on that issued. 
The jury found Harlan to be of un­
sound mind and he has been taken 
to the state hoapital for the insane 
at Wichita Falls for treatmeat.

Two liquor cases against Adolph 
Wenzel of Wilson were passed until 
Thursday morning. I

The case o f Lawrence Jackson o f 
Draw charged with the sale of whis­
key was postponed on account o f the 
sickness of a state witness.

George Hervey o f Lubbock charg­
ed with the illegal possession o f beer 
for sale, through his attorneys, Vick­
ers and Campbell, filed a motion for 
continuance on account o f the ser­
ious illness o f a daughter residing 

| in Oklahoma. Upon proof o f the 
facts set up in the motion the case 

| was continued.
Another case charging R. E. 

Thompson with the illegal possession 
o f liquor for sale was postponed on 
account of the absence o f his attor­
ney, Tom Gerrard, who was in Aus­
tin on business.

The case against C. L. Dickson 
which has been on the docket for 
some tune was again continued upon 
representation that Dickson is now in 
jail in Clovis, N. M. charged with 
another offense and could not be 
brought into court here.

The docket is being continued this 
week, the first one called Monday 
morning being the McKee automo­
bile case. Additional details o f this 
week’s calendar will be published 
next week.
