One Man Dead 
In Snyder Flood

Hundreds of Families Homeless 
As Waters Sweep Twa Cities: 

Highway Traffic Hampered

COLORADO CITY June 20 — 
Cloudbursts-swollen streams in 
West Texas today drowned one 
person, swept away highway and 
railroad bridges, and left between 
200 and 300 families homeless here 
and at nearby Snyder 

The Colorado river here battel 
ed down a major railroad bridge 
and a highway bridge and de­
stroyed two smaller spans Rail and 
highway traffic was at a stand­
still Ollie Morrow 60 former 
Snyder business man. wa- drowned 
there last night when a flash flood 
swept him from a bridge

Colorado City, a town o f 5___
atched flood waters back into the 

residence district up a normally 
small creek that empties into the 
Colorado.

Two hundred Mexican and ne­
gro families fled to higher 
ground

Snyder and Red Cross officials 
asked aid lor 50 persons left 
homeless last night when flood 
waters surging upward swiftly 
from two creeks washed their 
houses away.

Local thundershowers dumping 
up to 11 inches o f rain caused the 
floods Water at Snyder, a town 
of 3.500. rose so swiftly emergency 
crews were sent to warn residents. 
Snyder is 35 miles northeast of 
Colorado City The downpour fell 
throughout the area, mostly farm 
and pasture land.

The river here receded rapidly 
tonight and traffic moved on U S 
highway 80 across a bridge the ap­
proach of which had been 10 feet 
under water. South Colorado City 
was without city water and lights, 
a water main having been washed 
away. Train passengers, marooned 
when the railroad bridge washed 
out. were taken to Big Spring by 
• is.

Only a few minutes before the 
railroad bridge washed out, a west 
bound Texas and Pacific passenger 
train was halted when trainmen 
saw water lapping two feet below 
the floor of the trestle. Hundreds 
of bales o f cotton and other deb­
ris hammered at the pilings untl. 
the structure collapsed Eight cars 
if fuel oil. shunted to the bridge 
n an effort to give it stability, 

plunged into the torrent
Bridge Is Carried Away 

A few miles south, the flood had 
already carried away the bridge on 
the highway to San Angelo 
Smaller spans over the river north 
of town were destroyed

For a hundred miles south, there 
are no major cities or towns in 
the path o f the flood The nearest 
is Robert Lee. a town o f  800. about 
60 miles south

The stream was up 12 feet at 
Robert Lee at 5 p m and rising 
slowly. Ranchmen were warned to 
move livestock to higher ground 
and extensive damage was not ex ­
pected in that area.

Snyder Damage 8254.M0 
Damage at Snyder unofficially 

was estimated at 8250 000 Mrs Car- 
Line. Scurry county Red Cross 

chairman, asked aid be sent for 
50 persons made homeless and for 
200 others whose homes and be­
longings were badly damaged. To­
tal rainfall in Snyder late Monday 
afternoon and night was 5.05 in­
ches. and crops in the area were 
washed or seriously damaged by 
beating rains and winds.

Morrow's body was recovered 
from Dry creek, one of the small 
streams which rose so swiftly that 
many sleeping residents had to be 
warned by a fire siren.

Other persons first reported miss­
ing at Snyder were accounted for.

The Dallas weather bureau pre­
dicted local conditions which 
brought on the heavy thundershow. 
ers over West Texas probably 
would continue tonight and to­
morrow. Heavy rains, extending 
into East Texas, were reported, in­
cluding: Abilene. 1.12. Navasota
108 Palestine 1.10. Brown wood 
140. Corsicana 4 30. Valley Junc­
tion 2.40. Seymour 2.66. Llano 2. 
Lampasas 1.44.

Colorado City residents called 
the flood the worst in the history 
of the trecherous river, subject to 
swift rises. Approximately 400 
miles down stream, engineers of 
the lower Colorado river authority 
planned to absorb the flood into 
huge lake Buchanan.

Chief danger to the town itself 
was from Lone Wolf creek, a small 
tributary, up which water backed 
from the river during the day. Be­
tween 40 and 50 houses were under 
water throughout low-lying 
tions of the city

Vaccinate Against 
Typhoid Fever

AUSTIN. Texas. June 22 — If 
you have not been vaccinated 
against typhoid fever within the 
last two to three year, go to your 
family physician and have him give 
you the three “shots" that will 
protect you against that disease.

This advice comes from the T ex­
as Health Department, and is ad­
dressed particularly to those per­
sons planning vacations away from 
home or those who regularly go 
on camping, fishing or such trip«.

Typhoid is contracted by way of 
the mouth Each case comes d i­
rectly or indirectly from some pre­
vious case You eat or drink the 
germs that cause the disease, in 
food, water or milk contaminated 
by the discharges from persons 
who are iii with the disease or

■ho have had it at some time.
Modern medical and public 

health practices have greatly re­
duced the occurence of Vyphoid. 
but it is still a menace to those 
unprotected against the disease. 
Protection of public water supplies 
from pollution, pasteurization of 
milk, inspection and supervision 
o f food supplies, improvement in 
household sanitation and hygienic 
habits, better sewage disposal and 
careful investigation of typhoid 
outbreaks to determine the source 
of the disease are measures which 
have contributed to the diminu- 

of the incidence of typhoid in 
Texas. But there are still sources 
of infection to which individuals 
are exposed, that cannot be reached 
by public measures, and for which 
vaccination affords additional pro­
tection.

Persons who are apparently 
well, bnt who have had the di­
sease at some time may continue 

discharge the typhoid germs. 
Such persons are known as “car- 

" and if they are not care­
ful in their personal habits they 
are liable to contaminate any food 
they touch Flies carry germs from 
contaminated sources to food, and 
are another source of typhoid in­
fection

Health departments, state, city 
and county, are waging constant 
warfare against typhoid all the 
year Special efforts are madek dur­
ing the vacation period through the 
sanitary supervision of summer 
camps, parks, and public eating i 
plan - to reduce any possible dan-j 
ger of vacation typhoid from such 
sources But vaccination and sani- < 
tation are the only means to per-1 
sonal safety against the disease I 
So see your physician today for 
a vacation and summer unmarred j 
by typhoid.

In Lynn County Mon.

Checking farm land for compli­
ance in the 1939 farm program 
was started in Lynn county Mon­
day of this week under direction 
of C A. Lawrence, secretary of the 
Lynn County Agricultural Conser­
vation Association.

necessary that we check 
farms at an early date this year 
in order that a farmer may have 
the privilege of destroying any 
excess cotton he may have above 
" i alloted acreage

Regulations provide that the 
farm operator or his representative 
may be present when the farm is 
measured For tis reason no farm 
will be checked unless such rep­
resentative is present. By this 
means we hope : , eliminate any 
dissatisfaction over measurements. 
As soon as it is determined just 
who will be the checker for each 

immunity, any producer who is 
ready to have his farm checked 
should contact his community 
checker and advise him that his 
farm is ready to be measured 

"We want to ask that all farm­
's be as patient as possible about 

having his farm measured. It will 
probably take four or five weeks 
to do all this work, and we are just 
as anxious as the farmers to com ­
plete the task. Just as soon as the 
farm is checked and the measure­
ments are computed in office, 
we will notify the farmer of his 
acreage. If farmers will wait for 
this notification instead of coming 
to the office, it will greatly aid 
the work in the office

but a week or ten days of dry. 
hot winds and extreme heat such 

we have had recently would 
have brought about a serious sit­
uation. Farmers and business men 
are still anxiously scaning clouds 
for signs of additional rain.

AND LAW BILL
BECOMES EFFECTIVE

AUSTIN June 20 -G o v  W Lee 
O'Daniel today filed with his ap­
proval the land "vacancy " bill, one 
o f the hard-fought major measures

of the Texas legislature 
The bill aimed at what was term -1

ed a “racket” in discovery of er­
rors in state surveys, gives good 
faith occupants of such "vacant” 
land piror right to purchase it 
from the state 

Since discovery of oil in many 
parts of the state claims for even 
small tracts have resulted in law­
suits involving large amounts. 

O'Daniel brought the signed bill 
> his office this morning The 

deadline for approving or vetoing 
it expired at midnight last night. 
It failed to get two-thirds major­
ity vote needed to put it into im­
mediate effect but the legislature 
previously passed a bill retiring 
from sale or lease all state lands 
for 90 days after the session end«.

One chief provision of the act 
I gives venue in “ vacancy” suits in 
the county where litigated land is 
located instead of in Austin. Travis 
county. It gives a "good faith” oc ­
cupant of the land preferential 
right to purchase 

The ‘five-mile limit' around pro­
ducing oil wells, in which "good 
faith" occupants at present have 
no preference to purchase, will be 
eliminated, according to Rep Paris 
Smith of Bay City, who with Rep. 
Price Daniel >f Liberty 
author of the bill.

The bill also sets up a state alnd 
board composed of the land com­
missioner. attorney general and 
governor.
