Registration Now

No longer will Texas citizens
nay poll taxes as a qualification
for voting in national, state, or
loeal elections.

But, all citizens eligible must
now register between October 1,
1968, and no later than January
31, 1967, in order to vote in any
election during the coming year

Registration is free and may be
done by mail on securing a pre-
scribed form at the office of the
County Tax Assessor and Collec-
tor, George McCracken. Regis-
trant must sign his name to the
hlank. together with necessary in-
formation as to age, residence,
ete.

Other qualifications for voting
remain the same as under the old
poll tax system. A voter must
have lived in the state at leas!
one year, in the county at least
six months.

In Lynn county, a county not
having a city of 10.000 or more
people. overage citizens do nof
have to registe~ This means a
person over @0 vears of age on
January 1, 19685, does not have to
recister to vote next vear.
