FARM VOTE:
Boit Is Set

There was more to the Brannan 
federal farm program than had 
met the eye. According to seasoned 
Washington observers, the plan 
would serve as a bait for the farm 
vote in the congressional races 
next year.

For instance, if administration 
leaders could extend wartime price 
support for another year, it would 
give voters a chance to pass or the 
controversial Brannan plan Thus 
the plan could be dangled as a 
major issue when Democrats and 
Republicans began struggling for 
the important farm vote.

AT a midwestem Democratic 
conference both Brannan. secre­
tary of agriculture, and J Howard 
McGrath, chairman of the national 
Democratic committee, made a 
plea for extension of the price sup­
port program as they began to 
plan for next year's tug-of-war with 
the GOP

McGrath, n - a k i t  Diair that the 
Brannan plan has Mr. Truman’s 
endorsement, said continuation of 
the present relatively high-price 
support program was to be pre­
ferred to the Aiken lor.g-range farm 
law passed bv the 80th Republican j 
congress. Unless congress acts, Mc­
Grath pointed out. the Aiken law- 
will go into effect next year

The Brannan plan is designed tr 
support farm income at a ‘ ‘pros 
penty" level, but at the same time 
to provide consumers with lower 
prices for perishable foods—espe­
cially meat, dairy and poultry prod­
uct*—when there are surpluses 
It would use government payments 
to assure des;red farm cash re­
turns

PRESENT laws direct the gov­
ernment to support prices of major ! 
products at not less than 90 per 
cent of parity.

CONJURER:
Nome, Smile

Franklin D Roosevelt. Jr., who 
inherited a name and a smile to 
conjure with and wasted little time 
in conjuring with them, has been 
duly eworn in as a member of the 
house of representatives.

The M-vear-old congressman from 
New York's 20th district, filling the 
•eat left vacant by the death of Sol 
Bloom, ran as a candidate of the 
Four Freedoms and Liberal parties, 
although he will operate as a work­
ing Democrat in the legislative 
arena.

ROOSEVELT failed to get the
regular Democratic nomination 
during the campaign so he ran on 
the Four Freedoms ticket. In so 
doing he scored a popular upset 
over the regular (Tammany) Demo­
crat. a Republican and an American 
Labor candidate.

The third son of the late Presi­
dent took the oath from Acting 
Speaker John W McCormack (D.. 
Mass ), while his mother beamed 
happily from the gallery.

During his first day on the job 
Roosevelt:

CHATTED briefly with President 
Truman: denied a rumor that he 
might run for mayor of New York; 
allowed that he hoped congress 
w-ould repeal the Taft-Hartley labor 
law. enact Mr. Truman's civil rights 
program and put through a na­
tional housing act.

It all looked like a reasonable be­
ginning for another Roosevelt politi­
cal career.

HOUSING:
Action Seen

Indications were that despite op­
position from many quarters, the 
administration's big new housing 
bill would get out of committee and 
go to the house floor for action.

THE RULES committee, which 
twice last year killed similar legis­
lation. had refused to clear the cur­
rent bill. But Rep A. J Sabath 
(D . 111.) was predicting the com­
mittee would act to clear the meas­
ure.

Sabath was on fairly safe ground, 
for under the new house "anti- 
bottleneck" procedure adopted in 
January, the multibillion • dollar 
housing bill could be put to a house 
vote over the rules committee’s 
objections.

THE housing program, one of 
President Truman's major cam­
paign promises, w’as approved by 
the senate April 21 on a 57 to 13 
vote, 4t then bogged down in the 
house.

The bill calls for a vast program 
of glum clvjraroe, low-rent hous­
ing and farm housing aids.

DEPRESSING:
'Right Now'

"1 regret." the senator from 
Maine said, “ that we are now in a 
state of depression. It is not a thing 
of the future. It is right now ’’

After thus evoking the spirit of 
the 1930's, Sen. Owen Brewster an­
nounced blandly that senate Re­
publicans shortly would sponsor a 
50-million-dollar public-works and 
relief-planning program “ to meet 
the growing Democratic depres­
sion."

THE BILL to be projected along 
these lines would not in itself pro­
vide funds for public works, but 
merely would finance the planning 
of a “ sh e lf of such works to be 
started when deemed advisable.

Sen. Robert Taft (R.. Ohio), who 
also is in on the deal, said that 
what he had in mind was a bill 
that would establish the framework 
for federal grants to states if their 
relief cases should reach a certain 
percentage of their total population 

Said Taft: "What we Republicans 
want to avoid is the erection of 
another WPA like Harry Hopkins 
ran."

Without trying to guess how much 
relief spending might be necessary 
under such a plan. Senator Brew­
ster opined that would “ depend up­
on just how bad this Democratic 
depression gets."

Whether this "relief bill" pro­
posal is sincere or whether it is a 
cynical attempt to discredit the ad­
ministration in the face of the com­
ing 1950 elections, only time would 
tell.

There was one thing about Presi­
dent Truman—he was beginning to 
develop the ability to recognize a 
hint when he saw it. There have 
been times when the President 
seemed to suffer from an ability 
to do that, but now it's different.

The President, obviously with an 
understanding ear to the ground, 
has decided he won't press con­
gress to give him standby war 
powers.

THAT’S not only wise of the 
President, it’s good strategy, par­
ticularly since it would have been 
impossible for the administration 
to convince the 81st congress that 
any such powers are needed.

However, there was an official 
reason advanced for the change in 
objectives. One authority described 
the revision of plan as a “ quiet 
demilitarization”  of the national 
security resources board on White 
House orders. In other words, the 
emphasis would be away from keep­
ing the people agitated and alerted 
for possible future war.

THE war powers bill would have 
provided a detailed mobilization 
act covering priority and seizure 
powers, controls over prices, man­
power: production and transporta­
tion. It would, if enacted, go into 
effect automatically on the declara­
tion of war emergency by congress.

Mr. Truman was said to have 
decided it would be inappropriate 
to try to get such a law passed in 
peacetime.

WASHINGTON.-Herbert Hoover 
believes that former Presidents 
cnight well hold advisory seats in 
the senate, although he himself 
wishes no such office.

TNSIDE STORY on the house slash 
^ of some 15 per cent from the ap­
propriation for European recovery 
administration funds runs some­
thing like this: The administration 
has been told by the department of 
comm erce and the committee on 
economic advisors to the President 
that the national income in 19SU 
will be definitely lower than now— 
some say 18 billion dollars lower 
than 1949. But some Democratic 
leaders declare that the budgets 
for domestic appropriations have 
been squeezed until there is little 
water left in them, so it will be im­
possible to slash domestic expendi­
tures which, after all, amount to a 
very small percentage of the total 
overall federal budget. The story is 
that these leaders say that it will be 
politically more advantageous to 
pass the domestic appropriation , 
measures as is than to cut them in 
the election year of 1950.

But, on the other hand, a 
realistic group in the house and 
senate, cognizant of the im­
minent drop in uational income, 
declare that a cut in federal ex­
penditures is absolutely essen­
tial if a tax increase is to be 
avoided, a n d  it should be 
avoided.
So, although the administration 

is not going to consent publicly, the 
slashes in ECA funds will be per­
mitted to go through on the theory 
that lower prices in the off.ng may 
make up for some of the cuts and 
that there will be less reverbera­
tions from the electorate tnun if 
domestic appropriations m  re pared.

With Senate Majority Leader 

Scott Lucas committed to keeping 
congress in session until the "m a­
jor" points in President Truman's 
legislative p r o g r a m  "are dis­
posed of,”  the makings of a full- 
scaled row are shaping up.

Already the adm nistrat.on has 
shelved some of its “ must" bills 
in order to get to the Taft-Hartley 
repeal measure, an admittedly ted- 
hot subject. Congressional leaders 
agreed it would be three weeks 
before this issue came to a show­
down. That would mean the labor 
question might not be settled until 
around July 1. With a majority of 
legislators already on record as 
favoring adjournment early in Aug- 

j ust. Senator Lucas may find his 
hands full in keeping the lawmakers 
beyond that time, despite the status 
of the President's revised "m ust”  
program at that time.

An obvious indication of the pow­
der-keg potentials in congress is the 
administration's willingness to put 
aside consideration of the North 
Atlantic pact in the senate, so the 
labor bill could have the right-of- 
way, In law-making assemblages 
where the administration has the 
whip-hand, delays such as that on 
major questions are not necessary. 
If the votes are there, then the 
measures proposed can be passed. 
Where there is uncertainty and one 
side or the other must make th« 
best of a bad deal, compromise is 
the only way.

My old friend Hassil E. Scherck. 
tall, raw-boned and virile, president 
of the Indiana Farm Bureau Federa­
tion and a member of the AFBF 
executive committee has said a 
truism. In a luncheon speech here 
recently he told his audience: 
"Normalcy as this country knew it

Adjournm ent R ow ?
The administration leaders still 

declare they will pass a Taft-Hartley 
labor law repeal. Labor's political 
problem for 1950 is two-fold, and 
it is determined to beat those who 
have opposed Taft-Hartley repeal.

First it must hold the spec­
tacular gains it made in 1948 
and second, it might win at 
least 15 additional seats in the 
house and seven more seats in 
the senate. Actually labor's pro­
gram Is non-partisan, but real­
istically it is one of electing 
more Democrats from the North 
and West and different Demo­
crats from the South.
In the senate 34 will be elected 

in 1950.

“ We arc here considering admin­
istrative authority, not political 
power,”  he said. “ It puts him (the 
President) in authority as definite 
as the president of a corporation 
vis-a-vis his board of directors, 
which is the congress. This is a 
thorouehlv American concept.”

Economy Talked
In the meantime congress con­

tinues to talk economy and to vote 
for increased appropriations. The 
biggest money fight was over the 
army civil functions bill. The Hoov­
er commission had charged colos­
sal waste of money by army engi­
neers. When appropriations for 
army civil functions came up Sen. 
Paul Douglas of Illinois asked for a 
40 per cent cut. Republicans tried 
for a 5 or 10 per cent slash but they 
were defeated.

A day or two ago, I ran across 
o smart minor leaguer from other 
days.

“ This reminds m e." he said, "o f 
something that happened when I 
was playing ball. We had finished 
the season before in fourth place. 
But at the start of the next season 
we lost our only star. He had a 
broken leg and was out. So all the 
papers plastered us down in last 
place.

“ So we got together. We talked 
things over. We finally decided that 
even though this lost player was 
good, he wasn't the entire club. 
We decided to go out gnd prpve 
it. We fought and hustled harder 
than we ever did before. We moved 
into first place. The paper* all 
said we wouldn't be there long— 
not with our star missing. That 
made us hustle all the harder. I 
can tell you this—if we'd had our 
star, we wouldn't hA'e finished 
third. As it was, we won the pen­
nant."

The old ballplayer eentlaoed 
to ramble on.
