CHINA FRONT:
Doolittle Sequel

E v er since the a ttack  on Tokyo by 
B rig. Gen. Ja m es  H. Doolittle and 
his squadron of A m erican bom bers, 
Jap an ese  objectives in China have 
been the seizure of a re a s  from which 
United S tates bom bers m ight strike  
again.

Thus when G eneralissim o Chiang 
K ai-shek 's battered  arm ies acknow l­
edged the loss of Wenchow and Ju- 
ian, seaports in southern Chekiang 
province, afte r steady w ithdraw als 
from  stra teg ic  points in the K iangsi- 
Fukien-Chekiang a re a , another a ir  
th rea t to Tokyo had been rem oved.

B ravely, however, a Chinese offi­
cial spokesm an pltdgt-d that with in­
creasing  air support from  the Unit­
ed S tates, the Chinese arm y  would 
intensify its coun tera ttacks and 
would im m obilize m ore Ja p an e se  
troops in China than ever before.

E laborating  on C hina's view of 
the w ar and her role of tying up 
large num bers of Japanese , the 
spokesm an said both G erm any and 
Jap an  w ere “ now m aking despera te  
bids, as they m ust score certa in  
successes this sum m er in order to 
sustain  a long w ar against the Unit* 
cd N ations.”

U . S. Encouraacs

RUSSIA:
Y/isi Steamroller

Adolf H itler had dem onstrated  
th a t the long delay before hr 
launched his m onster offensive 
against the Soviet Union had not 
been w asted and th a t despite te r­
rific losses his tank forces had lost 
none of their strik ing power.

For the m ighty th rusts  which 
s ta rted  originally in the Kursk ar.d 
K harkov a reas  had steadily gained 
in weight and m om entum , forcing 
the ir way through the Don basin. ! 
The a ttack  developed th ree sp e ar­
heads aim ed to split the arm ies of 
M arshal Timoshenko in the Ukraine 
and those of M arshal Zhukov in the 
Moscow area . The northern objec­
tive' was Voronezh on the Moscow- 
Rostov railw ay: the cen tra l thrust 
was aim ed at Kuibyshev; and the 
southern had S talingrad as its goal.

Moscow m ade no effort to m ini­
mize the danger of a broad b reak­
through. For once holding a line 
from  Rostov to S talingrad, the Nazis 
would be in position to swing south­
w ard to A strakhan on the Caspian 
sea and into the Caucasus itself, 
where waited their suprem e prize 
—the fabulous oil pools of Tifiis 
and Baku. M oreover, such a move 
would pave the way for a junction 
by Nazi M arshal Von Bock with the 
arm ies of Jap an  poised on the bor- ! 
ders  of India far to the east and 
those of Field M arshal Rommel, on 
the shores of the M editerranean.

WAGES:
Raise for Steelmen

In a decision regarded  as a yard- 
st.ck  for future wage disputes, the 
W ar Labor beard  laid down the 
p n n c irle  that w orkers were entitled 
to a 15 per cent increase, based on 
higher living costs between Ja n u ­
ary , 1941, and May, 1942.

The ruling was m ade when the 
board approved a daily wage in­
crease  of 44 cents for w orkers em ­
ployed by the so-called ‘‘L ittle S teel” 
com panies: Bethlehem , Republic, 
Inland and Youngstown Sheet and 
Tube. D irectly affected were 157.000 
m en. Indirectly the decision w as 
expected to aflect m ore than a m il­
lion workers, including 600,000 
throughout the steel industry gener­
ally and 400,000 automobile p lant 
workers.

The CIO United Steel W orkers 
originally had asked for a $1 a day 
increase. The WLB voted the com ­
prom ise wage increase 8 to 4, the 
labor m em bers dissenting.

More effective co-operation be­
tween the followers of Gen. C harles 
De G aulle and the governm ents of 
the United Nations was forecast as 
a resu lt of several steps which c »  
incided with the celebration  of Bas­
tille day.

F irs t of all. the Dc G aullist move­
m ent acquired  a new nam e—“ Fight- 
ing F ra n c e ” instead of “ Free 
F ra n ce .” At the sam e tim e the 
F rench  National com m ittee becam e 
an adm in istra tive  cen tra l body.

To sym bolize the new re la t onship 
the United S tates announced the ap ­
pointm ent of A dm iral Harold R. 
S tark , com m ander of U. S. naval 
forces in Europe, and Brig. Gen. 
C harles L. Bolte, chief of staff of 
the a rm y ’s E uropean headquarte rs, 
as m ilita ry  Representatives to Gen­
e ra l De G aulle 's headquarte rs in 
London.

This step did not aflect United 
S tates relations with Vichy, already  
badly strained  by P ie rre  L aval’s re ­
fusal to accede to P residen t Roose­
velt's  request that F rench naval ves­
sels interned at A lexandria, Egypt, 
be rem oved from  the danger of Axis 
cap ture.

In the 
fiercely contested struggle, the RAF 
was actively engaged, with fighter 
bom bers and light bom bers scoring 
m any direct hits on tanks ar.d rang­
ing far to the rea r to harass Rom ­
m el's  thinned-out supply and com ­
m unication lines.

To Sell at 83c
News bulletins had carried  the

bare announcem ent that the house 
of represen tatives had concurred 
with a senate proposal to convert 
governm ent owned surplus wheat 
into United Nations war needs by 
feeding it to livestock to produce 
m eat, milk and eggs.

But back of tha t announcem ent 
was the story of the breakup of a 
six-m onths’ legislative log-jam, a 
victory for the adm inistra tion’s anti- 
mflation program  ar.d acknowledge­
m ent by the farm  bloc that it m ust 
accept less than a parity ra te  for 
the sale of this gram .

Twice before the house had voted 
to bar the sale of surplus wheat un­
less it was m ade at the full parity  
price of $1 35 a bushel. Now it 
agreed to go along with the senate 
and allow the sale of 125.0C0.0C0 
bushels of government-owned w heat 
at 85 per cent of the parity price of 
corn—or about 83 cents a bushel— 
for feeding ca ttle  and hogs. The 
house also agreed that any am ount 
of government-owned grain m ight 
be sold below parity  prices for the 
m anufacture of alcohol for rubber ox 
m unitions.

F rom  London cam e two signifi­
can t reports indicating tha t plans 
for the long-heralded Anglo-Ameri­
can second front in Europe w ere 
going steadily  forw ard. Ju s t when 
such a front would be possible, how­
ever, no m ilitary  observer would 
hazard  a guess.

Recipes Given 
For Fruit Canning

About sugar! Cane and beet sugar 
are equally good in sweetening fru it 
for home canning. Brown sugar is 
not recommended for th is  purpose, 
as it may contain  spoilage bacteria 
o r o ilier Impurities.

The small am ount of sugar ordin- 
! arlly  used is no t a necessity to  keep 
canned  fru it from  spoiling. T he su ­
gar serves to  help  hold a  f ru it’s  f la ­
vor and color. F ru its for diabetic 
d ie ts are commonly canned  w ithout j yield enough Juice of the ir own for

moat econom ical way of using sugar 
canning allow ance Is to  add a  small 
am ount of sugar d irectly  to  the  fruit. 
This Is preferable to  covering the 
fru its w ith  a  th in  sugar-and-w ater 
sirup, w hich m eans canning  ex tra  
water. C anning in  Juice adds to  n a ­
tu ra l fru it flavor. W artim e canned 
fru its  thus p repared  may n o t look as 
a ttrac tiv e  as  products which many 
hom em akers a re  accustom ed to  pack, 
bu t have b e tte r fru it flavor an d  food 
value.

W hy pack ho t? Packing fru it hat 
into con tainers h as  several advan ­
tages. T h e  precooking draw s out 
juice for covering fru its  when pack ­
ed. Precooking shrinks the  fru its, so 
th a t  m ore generous am ounts m ay be 
filled in to  ja rs. Precooking cuts 
down the  tim e th a t  packed fruits 
need to  be processed In the  water 
bath .

+
F ru its in T heir Own Juice

Juicy  fru its! To draw  out Juices 
of fru its such as  berries, cherries, 
plums, ripe peaches an d  pears, sweet­
en the  fru its  slightly  then  h ea t slow­
ly JUst to  boiling point. T o  avoid 
scorching, s tir  from tim e to  time, 
or set the  p an  in  h o t w ater and cov­
er th e  pan  and  place In m oderate 
oven. I f  Juicy fru its  a re  cu t or sliced, 
they will probably form  enough Juice 
In th is  process for a  covering liquid 
when packed.

If  juicy fru its  a re  to  be canned 
whole or in halves, some added li­
quid may be needed F ru it Juice may 
be used here instead of th e  usual 
sirup. For this, set aside the  riper 
fru its a t the s ta r t Crush these and 
h ea t to  boiling point and extract 
Juice. H eat the  firm er fruits in  this 
Juice.

Pack the hot fru its quickly into 
ja rs  o r cans. Cover w ith boiling hot 
juice and process as usual for a hot 
pack.

Crushed fru it canned! For sho rt­
cakes. frozen desserts, puddings, and 
pies, crush or m ake sauce of fruit. 
Sweeten slightly and  heat before 
packing Into Jars.

Less Juicy fru its! Apples and  some 
kinds of peaches and  pears may not

rugar. I f  the re  is abundan t fru it 
th a t m ight go to  waste for w ant of 
sugar on  hand , some may be canned 
w ithout sugar, and  sweetened later 
to  taste  when the  fru it is opened, 
using sugar from  th e  fam ily’s c u r­
ren t ration .

About Juice! F ru its  n a tu ra lly  con­
ta in  a g reat deal of w ater, an d  the

canning  liquid. To make th e  most 
possible juice, slice or cu t them  and 
add a  little  sugar before preheating. 
P rehea t as for juicy fruits, adding 
w ater if necessary to  prevent stick­
ing. P ill Into Jars and  cover w ith  the 
ho t sirup. Process as for a h o t pack.

HOUSING PRO JECTS

WASHINGTON.—I spent one m orn ­
ing visiting low cost housing p ro j­
ec ts  in and around W ashington. 
Some of the people who w ere m oved, 
because of the fact th a t the navy 
yard  had to be enlarged , a re  m a 
tra ile r  cam p nearby.

On the whole, the a rran g em en ts  
are good. I was su rp rised  a t how 
wonderfully the women m anage in 
such sm all quarte rs . In one tra ile r  
th ree grown people and th ree chil­
dren w ere housed, and yet ev e ry ­
thing was as clean end neat as pos­
sible. The cam p is divided into 
two units. Each has a utility build­
ing where laundry can be done, and 
show ers and san ita ry  toilets.

I did not see any of the new de­
m ountable houses which are  to 
house so m any defense workers. 
P roperty  owners have in m any 
cases objected strongly to having 
these houses go up in the ir neigh­
borhood for fear of lowering the 
values. But since these houses a re  
dem ountable and are  to be sold at 
the end of the em ergency and tak ­
en som ew here else. I do not feel the 
danger is very great.

The other sites I visited a re  all 
under the direction of the Alley 
Dwelling authority. I cam e away 
with a g rea t sense of pride in the 
effort which people m ake to im ­
prove their living conditions ju st as 
soon as they have anything with 
which to work.

JA P A N E S E  IN U. S.

The first Congregational church in 
Berkeley, Calif., has taken a g reat 
in terest in the American-born J a p a ­
nese who have had to move further 
inland. The following story was 
sent to me by th e m :

“ Arriving in Tanforan with only 
the clothes he wore. Bill Kockivama, 
21, last week received a $2 000 in­
heritance from a form er stage and 
screen ac tress , for whom his father 
had worked for the past 20 years. 
Kockiyama cam e from New York 
city in 1940 to attend the University 
of California. At Tanforan he is a 
m ess hall worker. 'After deducting 
income taxes I purchased $1,900 in 
w ar bonds in order to do my part 
in the w ar effort,' Kockiyama sta t 
ed. Eventually he hopes to use the 
money invested to continue h.s edu­
cation ."

CHII BREN'S HEARING

In my mail has come a letter 
from Dr. Morkovin. who is director 
of the hearing clinic of the U niver­
sity of Southern California. He 
writes that there a re  some three 
million hard-of-hearing children in 
this country, whose loss of hearing 
is discovered far too late for com ­
plete cure. This is largely due to 
the fact that m others do not realize 
that com plications which destroy 
hearing often arise afte r m easles, 
whooping cough, infantile paralysis 
and other children’s diseases.

Public opinion is indifferent to the 
fact that the hearing handicap may 
be a g reat deterren t to the develop­
ment of the child. Therefore there 
are no sta te  or federal agencies 
which care  especially for hard-of- 
hearing children and they are not 
included in the benefits of the Crip­
pled Children act. If we know how 
much could be done, there would be 
a weight of public opinion in favot 
of watching for any signs of im 
paired hearing in sm all children.

We a re  try ­
ing to correct an im pression on the 
p art of m any em ployers th a t the 
ability and capacity  for work of 
m en over tha t age is less than that 
of younger m en.”

This y ea r 's  
canning will re­
quire m ore c a re ­

ful planning than ever before, for 
w aste in the fru it itself, canning 
ja rs , rubbers or sugar is highly un­
desirable.

C hart your p lans before em bark ­
ing on the canning program . Con­
sider first how m uch sugar you \yi!l 
have available, with the five pounds 
per person allotm ent for people who 
a re  canning. P lan  this am ount so 
it will do for the jam s, je llies, p re­
serves, and sugar syrups for fruit 
canning.

If possible, can in the early  m orn­
ing hours when you a re  rested  and 
your mind free from  too m any oth­
er thoughts. You will then be able 
to follow recipes m ore carefully , to 
work with m ore energy and spirit. 
The day before you will, if you are  
the brigh t and a le rt hom em aker, 
have gathered  together your ja rs , 
w ashed them , bought necessary  sup­
plies of ru b b ers  and covers and oth­
e r  equipm ent.

Bring out the preserv ing  kettles 
and p ressu re  cookers, too. See th a t 
they a re  well scoured, th a t you have 
the racks, petcocks, p ressu re  gauge, 
and steam -tigh t cover on the pres­
su re  cooker well in ord,er.

A hot w ater bath is best for pro­
cessing fru its because they a re  acid. 
They can  safely 
a t high tem p era ­
tu res, and tex ­
tu re , flavor and 
color a re  best.
Oven canning is 
good also. F or the 
hot w ater bath, 
use a la rge wash 
boiler or vessel with tigh t fitting 
cover. F it this with a rack  a t least 
14 inch from  the bottom . F ill the 
rack  with enough w ate r to cover 
ja r s  a t least one inch over the top. 
Count the processing tim e as  soon 
as w ater surrounding the ja rs  begins 
to boil. There should be free circu ­
lation of w ater around ja rs .

For oven canning, se t the tem p era ­
tu re  a t 250 degrees. Set ja rs  on a 
rack  in the cold oven, however. S tart 
counting tim e when oven is sw itched 
or turned on. Do not allow the tem ­
pera tu re  ever to exceed 250 degrees 
as  this causes liquid to boil away 
and evaporate .

In placing your ja rs  in the oven, 
allow for free circulation of hea t be­
tween them . Do not allow the ja rs  
to touch each other, as this will often 
cause b reakage, and do not allow 
them  to com e in contact with the 
sides of the oven.

If liquid evaporates during the 
processing in the oven, do not fill 
the ja rs  a fte r  you take them  out. 
Some evaporation  does not affect 
successful canning of the fruit.

The Sugar Question.
F ru it m ay be canned successfully 

without sugar or sugar syrup with 
w ate r or fru it ju ice used in its place. 
Sugar, however, does mellow and 
ripen the fruit, giving it a better 
flavor. You m ight try  m aking your 
fru it syrups for fruit canning less 
sw eet than  usual if you a re  short on 
sugar.

Honey m ay be used in place of 
sugar in m aking the sw eet syrup, 
but the fruit will be som ew hat m ore 
dark  than if sugar is used and the 
fru it flavor will be intensified. Use 
honey for each cup of sugar in the 
substitution.

Make the syrup by us­
ing th ree p a rts  of w ater to one p art 
of sugar.

Medium syrup (No. 2) does best 
by sour berries, acid fru its as cher­
ries and rhubarb , and peaches. Boil 
two parts  of w ater with one p art of 
sugar.

Heavy sy rup  (No. 3) is prescribed 
for the large, sour fruits in which 
you desire ex tra  sw eetness. M easure 
one p art w ater to one p art sugar 
and bring to a boil.

Apples or P ears .
(Hot P ack)

Wash, pare , core uniform -sized ap ­
ples and cut to desired sizes. (It 
fru it is to stand  
long enough to 
discolor, drop in­
to w ater which 
has been slightly 
salted, until ready 
to use.) D rain 
from  brine. Boil 
3 to 5 m inutes in 
a m edium  syrup  and pack into clean 
ja rs , filling with syrup  to V4 inch of 
the top. P u t on cap, screw  band 
tight, process in hot w ater bath 25 
m inutes, or in the oven (a t 250 
degrees) 75 m inutes. If using a p res­
sure cooker, process a t 5 pounds for 
10 m inutes.

Apples or P ears .
(Open Kettle)

Select uniform  fruit, wash, pare 
and core. Cut into halves or slices. 
Drop into boiling No. 1 syrup, and 
boil for 20 m inutes. P ack  into clean, 
hot, sterilized ja rs  and seal tight.

Peaches.
(Open Kettle)

Select firm, ripe peaches. Peel or 
dip peaches in hot w ater, then in 
cold and slip off peel. Leave whole 
or cut in halves or slices. Boil 20 
m inutes in No. 2 or 3 syrup, and 
pack in clean, hot, sterilized ja rs . 
Seal tightly.

Peaches.
(Hot Pack)

P rep are  as above, rem oving peel 
and pits. Precook for 3 m inutes, 
then pack into clean ja rs , add syrup 
to within *4 inch of the top. P u t on 
top, screw  on firmly, and process In 
a hot w ater bath for 20 m inutes, or 
in the p ressu re  cooker for 10 m in­
utes at 5 pounds, or in the oven (250 
degrees) for 68 m inutes.

P lum s.
(Hot Pack)

Use the sam e m ethod and tim e 
as for peaches, except do not peel 
the fruit, m erely  prick the skins.

B erries.
(Cold Pack)

(Except s traw b erries  and c ranber­
ries)

Wash, stem  and pack berries. 
Pack into clean ja rs  and add No. 2 
or 3 syrup. P u t on cap. screw  
tightly. P rocess in hot w ate r bath 
20 m inutes o r in p ressu re cooker 
8 m inutes a t 5 pounds or in the oven 
a t 250 degrees for 68 m inutes.

C herries.
(Cold Pack)

Wash, stem  and pit cherries, if 
desired. Pack into well cleaned ja rs , 
fill with No. 2 or 3 syrup depend­
ing on the sw eetness desired. P u t 
on cap and fasten tightly . P rocess 
20 m inutes in a hot w ate r bath, 10 
m inutes in the pressu re  cooker a t 
5 pounds, or 68 m inutes in a 250- 
degree oven.

God does not forget. He keeps 
His prom ises now ju st as He did in 
the days of Noah. Since our lesson 
of last Sunday, a long period of tim e 
had elapsed. G eneration afte r gen­
era tion  had come and gone, and all 
the while m an grew m ore and m ere 
wicked. F inally, God saw th a t He 
m ust put an end to the corruption of 
the hum an race, saving ju st one 
righteous family, tha t of Noah, with 
which to begin anew.

He w arned Noah of the judgm ent 
of the flood, and he in tu rn  doubt­
less warned others, but finally the 
day cam e when God shut him in the 
a rk  and poured forth the w aters of 
judgm ent upon the then inhabited 
earth . But the sam e God who shut 
Noah in (Gen. 7:1), in due tim e 
called him out (Gen. 8:15. 16).

Noah had obeyed God. and He 
now rew arded him. The m an who 
had borne the ridicule was now hon­
ored by Him. The experience of 
Noah brings before us—

God's Three Gifts to a Believing 
M an :

I. Power (vv. 1-4).
Man is the “ lord of creation ,” 

not because he has brought about 
its subjection, but because God gave 
him tha t power. It w as first given 
to Adam (Gen. 1:26), and it is re ­
newed here, with the additional 
prom ise of the anim al as food. This 
was not to be, however, afte r the 
m anner of wild beasts (v. 4).

No m an ever lost anything by 
obeying the com m ands of God, even 
though appearances m ay seem  to so 
indicate. The ridicule of those who 
called Noah foolish for obeying God, 
had now been silenced by the judg­
m ent of the flood, and he stood forth 
vindicated, em powered by God, with 
authority  over the whole earth .

F aith  is still the victory. Men 
who put their hopes in the kings 
and em pires of this ea rth  have seen 
them  “ rise and w ane," and even un­
believers a re  beginning to talk  about 
the necessity of a sp iritual anchor­
age for the souls of men. It is 
found only in Christ, but in Him is 
found both peace and power for 
victorious living.

But we see a second gift of God—
II. Protection (vv. 5-7).
H um an life is not as cheap as

men would have us think. Their 
es tim ate  based on greed and lust 
for power m akes m an but a unit in 
a m achine designed to build up po­
litical power. The blood of those 
who a re  not profitable to such an 
en terprise, is shed in u tte r callous­
ness.

Those who do such things, need 
to read the words of God, “ Whoso 
sheddeth m an’s blood, by m an shall 
his blood be shed: for in the im age 
of God m ade he m an” (v. 6). What 
a trem endous bill som e men will 
have to pay when they stand before 
the seat of judgm ent of our God. 
Even the an im als who kill men are 
to be slain (v. 5). How m uch g rea t­
e r  shall be the condem nation of the 
m an who violates G od's com m and.

But we see a third gift of God, de­
signed to rem ove a deep fear from 

j his heart, nam ely God's—
III. P rom ise (vv. 8-16).
God m ade a covenant with Noah 

and with his descendants and every 
I living crea tu re  (vv. 9, 10). This is 

the third of God’s eight covenants 
with man. beginning with the one to 
Adam in the G arden of Eden (Gen. 
1:28), and closing with the new cov­
enant (Heb. 8:8).

This was a prom ise of God’s grace 
tha t there should be no m ore judg­
m ent by flood, and as a sign He 
chose the rainbow, which, appear­
ing in the very tim e when rain 
should fall, would reassu re  m en that 
a new flood w as not com ing upon 
them . What a beautiful symbol!

“ I will rem em ber,” said God. and 
He has not forgotten. Though thou­
sands of years have passed, there 
has never since been such a c a ta ­
clysm  of judgm ent. How unspeaka­
bly precious it is to recall that God 
has not forgotten a single one of 
us; tha t He rem em bers every prom ­
ise He has ever m ade; tha t He keeps 
every  covenant. And on the con­
tra ry , how disturbing it m ust be to 
the unbeliever to realize tha t God 
has not forgotten his sin and unbe­
lief, nor the judgm ent which is sure 

I to come.
The stcAv of Noah should stim u­

la te  our faith, causing us to tru st 
God, to obey His every com m and,

| and to look to Him for His power 
in our lives, His protection over us, 
H is prom ise of grace to all who be- 

I lieve.
