S. S. News
One provision of the 195 8 amend­

ments to the Social Security Act en­
ables some newly married wives of 
men n ceiving social security bene­
fits to qualify immediately for bene 
fits on the husband's social secur­
ity account.

In announcing this change in the 
¡aw. John G. Hutton ot the Lub­
bock Social Security office pointed 
out that before the 1958 amend 
ments to the law. a new wife had to 
wait three years before she could 
receive benefits ns the wife of a 
man getting social security retire­
ment benefits. Under the old law 
this three year waiting period was 
waived only if the couple became 
the parents of a child. Now. if the 
wife was eligible for widow's, par­
ent’s or childhood disability bene 
fits for the month before her mar 
riage, she can qualify for wife's 
benefits immediately. providing 
she meets the other resuirements 
for entitlement.

These other requirements include 
(1 ) being age 62 or more or (2 ) 
having in her care a child entitled 
to social security benefits and (3 1 
not being entitled to a higher bene­
fit on her own social security re 
cord.

Social Security office will be In O' 
Donnell June 24 at 3 p. m at the 
grade school and will be glad to 
assist in all matters pertaining to 
Social Security.

Hay Fever Time -

— o — -
It's sad but of-so-true: the hay 

fever season lasts all year In Texas. 
The reason: the wide range of clim­
ate and soil conditions which pro­
duce an assortment o f offending 
flora .... trees, shrubs and grasses.

This might be some consolation, 
though: the state is running gener­
ally behind schedule in the rain de­
partment. And during dry weather 
pollen producton goes Into a slump

Ragweed pollen is still the big­
gest enemy of the watrv-eyed set 
but mountain cedar, scrub elm. and 
a variety of other plants and gras­
ses also cause their share of sneez­
ing misery.

From mid - winter until early 
spring, people from Dallas south­
ward are affected by the pollen of 
cedar, a profusely growing tree ylth 
a bad habit o f pollinating like it 
was going to be banned tomorrow

Fall hay fever sufferers probably 
have the scrub elm t o blame for 
their troubles. A late-summer pol­
linator, the elm is common over 
most of the state, but It Is part­
icularly prouse in the bottomlands 
of the Guadalupe and Trinity Riv­
ers. The mesqulte causes minor al­
lergenic trouble in West Texas dur­
ing May June and July. Cotton­
woods and poplars are pesky sorces 
of red eyes a n d  congested noses 
wherever they are found.

Grass hay fever 1 s possible 
through spring. summer and fall 
over most ot Texas, and In the win­
ter in the Rio Grande Valley. Ber­
muda grass Is the chief offender. 
Rhodes grass Is a potential hay fev­
er factor in the Lower Rio Grande 
Valley.
