Lamesa Host To South Plain* In 
Calobrntion of N*w«*t 

Industry

Some six thousand people from  
i Lamesa, O’Donnell, and the South 
Plains inspected the new milk plant 

, and watched the process o f  producing 
butter and powdered milk from  the 
whole raw milk at Lamesa last F ri­
day.

The crowd began gathering long 
before  the opening hour, 9:30 , and 
until late in the afternoon they mill­
ed through the plant viewing it from  
the unloading rack to the roof.

Building Open
The entire building was thrown 

open for  inspection from  o ffic e  to  
the receiving room and from  en­
gineer room  to refrigerator.

A  com m ittee o f  Dawson county 
farmers and Lamesa business men. 
with badges to designate them from  
the visitors, were on hand. They 
escorted the visitors through the sev­
eral departments o f  the plant and ex ­
plained the d ifferen t steps in the 
process o f  turning the raw milk into 
butter and powder.

W. W. Evans, county ag^nt, and 
J. M Peterson, field  manager o f the 
West Texas Products Co. were pre­
sent to help William Whittkamp. 
manager o f  the milk plant, in the 
instruction work.

Supply lncr«a*«s
The plant has been in operation 

for  a little more than tw o weeks.
In that time the am ount o f  milk 
and the products are already being
shipped out.

One o f  the interested men around 
the plant was O. B. Norman, pres­
ident o f  the company. Mr. Norman 
a banker, has worked early and late 
on the project, has interviewed 
hundreds o f  farmers and talked to  
many business men to explain the 
working o f  the plant.

"This is the forerunner o f  a big  
industry fo r  the fanners o f  Daw­
son county and the South Plains.”  
Mr. Norman said. "I t  has taken time 
to get everything r«*dy but now  
that we are in operation we can be­
gin to see the results i f  our work.”

Ben Jones, form erly o f  M arshall,. 
Texas, head Jjuttermaker, supervi- 
ed the working o f  the machinery in 
his department. He and his assist­
ants ran through their regular 
amount o f  milk and cream and the 
entire process from  the pouring o f  J 
the cream into the 1,240 pound 1 
churn to the taking out o f  the  ̂
golden butter was the center o f  at- ■ 
traction.

Women Interested
Hundreds o f  people, with women 

predominating, stood for half an 
hour at a time to see the process. 
There was the stillness o f  an inter­
ested group around the center o f  
the crowd o f probably 400 to 500 
people who were in the room where 
the butter was being made. The 
crowd -was intensely interested in 
the process.

Lunch was served at noon, with 
the chamber o f comm erce handling 
the serving.

Between fifteen  and twenty towns 
sent offic ia l delegations to  the op­
ening. They included; Lubbock, 
Plainview, Big Spring, Brownfield, 
Snyder. Midland. C olorado City, Sea- 
graves, Seminole, Hobbs. Fort w orth , 
Amarillo, Abilene, Tahoka a n d  
O’Donnell. Several other t o w n s  
were represented.

•West Texas W ell Represented
Many attended from  O'Donnell, 

Tahoka and Lynn cou n t/. From Lub­
bock came some 25 or 30 business 
men, bankers and officia ls, to pay a
