The balance on hand on the Old 
Age and Survivors Insurance Trust 
Fund from which social security 
benefit» are paid still stands close 
to the 1357 record level of 23 bill­
ion dollars according to John 0 
Hutton, district manager of the Lub 
bock social security office.

Mr. Hutton said: "The social sec­
urity system Is self-supporting, fin­
anced by the social security tax con­
tributions made by workers, em­
ployers and self employed persons.*' 
He added that the payments Into 
i be social security trust fund com­
bined with the interest earned by 
the trust fund assure the financial 
soundness of the system, leaving no 
doubt us to its solvency and full 
capability of making benefit pay­
ments to the present 11 million ben­
eficiaries and ihe millions more to 
be added in the future. Mr. Hutton 
said that actuarial studies show 
that the Trust Fund will continue 
to grow well beyond the year 2000.A representative of tbe Lubbock

Donnell on May 21 at 2 p m. at the 
Elementary School and will be glad 
to assist in all matters pertaining 
to Social Security.
