W hen the early  C hris­
tian s  w ished to  m ake  a rep re sen ta ­
tion of th e  T rin ity , they would p lace  
e ith e r a c re ss  or an X beside the 
n am es of the F a th e r  and the Holy 
G host. F ro m  th is  cam e the sh o rt­
ened form  X m as, instead of C h ris t­
m as .

T he po inse ttia  has no C h ris tm as  

legend and  its  adoption as  a sym bol 
or d eco ra tion  for C h ris tm as is 
of re cen t origin. In Spain it is known 
as  th e  flor de  noche-buene, and 
is connected  w ith the sen tim en t of 
C h ris tm as.

Its  beau tifu l flam ing s ta r  is one of
