IT WAS the summer of 1863.

steam frigate. Wyoming. Ordered to cruise in Asiatic wa­
ters McDougal arrived in the Orient to find that danger 
from Southern raiders was not the only threat to the safety 
of American shipping. "*

The Mikado of Japan had 
issued an edict expelling all 
foreigners from the Flowery 
Kingdom and fanatical Jap­
anese clansmen had already 
made several attacks upon 
American and other foreign 
vessels in the Straits of Shi- 
monoseki. McDougal pro­
ceeded immediately to the 
scene of hostilities and on 
July 16 steamed into the 
straits.

Ahead of his were bluffs 
from 50 to 150 feet high on top 
of which were fortifications 
whose guns could sweep the 
waters of the strait. Besides 
these land batteries there 
were three native vessels in 
readiness to repel any in­
vader.

It was a situation which might 
have daunted the bravest cap­
tain that ever trod the deck of 
a man-of-war. "McDougal wa* 
the type who didn't know what

lieved that he possessed more 
than human nerve in thus run­
ning the gantlet of fire which 
they had prepared for him and 
long afterward they spoke re­
spectfully of the "American Dev­
il" who had defeated them in 
the Straits of Shimonoseki.

His Deed Forgotten.
An even higher tribute was 

paid to him by a fellow-Ameri­
can Theodore Roosevelt, histori­
an of the navy and later Presi­
dent of the United States, de­
clared, "Had this action occurred 
at any other time than during 
the Civil war, its fame would 
have echoed all over the world.”  
But the memory of two great 
land victories were fresh in the 
minds of the people of the North 
at that time and what hero-wor­
ship they had to pour out then 
was reserved for those who had 
fought at Gettysburg and Vicks­
burg So it was easy for them 
to overlook the valor of an ob­
scure sea captain winning a mi­
nor battle on the other side of 
the world, heroic though his 
•c?*Jevement had been.

It was the sort of thing, though, 
that his superiors in the navy 
department, who were familiar 
with his career, would have ex­
pected of him. Once before he 
had given an exhibition of the 
dauntless courage that was char­
acteristic of him.

Born lr Ohio. September 17. 
IMS, Stockton had entered the 
navy at the age of nineteen. 
When the government purchased 
Mare island near San Francisco 
for a navy yard, Stockton was in 
command of the atoreship. War­
ren. Soon afterwards he joined 
the sloop, Natchez, of the West 
Indies squadron as a midshipman 
and served on board that veaael 
from 1829 to 1831.

It was while the Natchez lay 
at anchor in the harbor of Pensa­
cola. Fla . that McDougal first 
demonstrated th* quality of hia 
courage. One day there was a 
cry of "Man overboard!" E very­
one knew that Pensacola bay was 
filled with sharks, for they had 
seen them swarming around the 
ship, ready to snatch at any ref­
use thrown overboard. But Mc­
Dougal didn't hesitate a moment. 
He jumped into the water, swam 
to the struggling sailor and suc­
ceeded in keeping the man afloat, 
at the same time fighting off the 
sharks, until a boat that was 
hastily put out came to his res­
cue.

Hslf Century of Service.
In 186* McDougal was com ­

missioned a captain and returned 
from the Orient to have charge 
of the Mare Island navy yard, 
where hia career as an officer 
had begun During 1868-69 he 
was commander o f the steam 
sloop. Powhatan, and in 1870 of 
the south squadron of the Pacific 
fleet. Made a rear-admiral in 
1873, he waa then placed on the 
retired list after nearly a half 
century of service. His last years 
were saddened by the death of 
his only son. Charles J. McDou­
gal, who was drowned in 1881 off 
Cape Mendocino, Calif., while 
serving as a lighthouse inspec­
tor. McDougal died in San Fran­
cisco on August 7, 1882.

• * •
This year not only marks the 

seventy-fifth anniversary of an 
American naval officer's heroic 
deed in Japanese waters, but it 
also marks the eighty-fifth anni­
versary of another American na­
val officer’* trimph in that coun­
try. In the case of Commodore 
Matthew Calbraith Perry, how­
ever, it was a triumph of peace, 
a feat of diplomacy which places 
his name high in our diplomatic 
as well as naval history.

"So long as the sun shall warm

CAN NOW MAKE H AY  
IN RAINY WEATHER

Modern Methods Are Used 
In Making Green Silage.

How to make hay in rainy weath­
er is a trick that has been solved 
on many dairy farms during the 
past few years. Modem methods of 
making green grass silage have 
done away with the need for long 
curing in the field, and the resulting 
product is high in valuable food ele­
ments and appetizing to the cowa.

Dairymen have been experiment­
ing with this new method of making 
grass and clover silage for several 
years and the state college has also 
given it extensive trials. Up to the 
present time, corn has been the 
standard silage crop of the North­
east but on many farms grass and 
clover are easier to grow, the yields 
are as high as those of silage corn, 
and protein content of the resulting 
silage is higher than that of corn 
ailage.

Grasses and clover are low In 
sugar content and for this reason it 
was difficult to bring about desir­
able fermentation in the silo until 
investigators found that the addi­
tion of cheap molasses brought 
about this result The molasses is 
added to the grass and clover as it 
is fed into the cutter. On the college 
farm 40 to 60 pounds of molasses 
are added to each ton of grass. 
Where alfalfa is put up about 75 
pounds ot molasses to the ton is 
used. Silage put up in this man­
ner last year came out of the silo 
sweet and in excellent condition, 
and the herd responded favorably 
to it.

Grass silage is best when the 
crop is cut in a young and tender 
stage. If it becomes mature and 
woody, it makes poor silage.

Feed Hoppers Urged
For the Young Pullets

Healthy growing pullets require 
large quantities of feed, and the best 
growth can be made only when the 
birds have free and continued ac­
cess to the feed. For this reason, 
advises a writer in the Montreal 
Herald, we recommend at least 
three 5-foot mash hoppers 4 to S 
inches deep, feeding from both sides, 
for each 100 birds, during the early 
part of the summer. These hop­
pers should be filled daily with fresh 
mash, and should never stand emp­
ty. On the other hand, if they are 
filled too full there may be a waste 
of mash. To overcome this difficul­
ty a strip of lath may be nailed 
along the top of the outer edge, so 
as to form a lip and prevent spill­
ing.

To prevent soiling the feed, a re­
volving pole or reel of laths is fast­
ened just above the level of the 
feed and secured to the raised ends 
of the hopper. For outdoor feeding, 
much labor can be saved by using 
large weatherproof. self-feeding 
hoppers. These are built with a 
•olid roof or lid covered with tar­
paper. which extends out beyond the 
feed trough on each side of the res­
ervoir, and thus protects it from 
rain. These feeders may hold 100 
to 200 pounds of mash, and thus re­
quire little attention in filling. A 
pullet will eat about 20 to 25 pounds 
of feed from the age of six weeks 
up to maturity.

Dangers in Oil Products
Gasoline and kerosene fires cause 

a loss of approximately $6,000,000 
a year on the farms of the United 
States, according to the bureau of 
chemistry and soils of the United 
States Department of Agriculture. 
They are sixth among the causes of 
farm fires and are responsible for 
5 to 7 per cent of the total loss each 
year. Ignorance and disregard of 
the explosion hazard of gasoline and 
kerosene are responsible for most 
of these fires, says a bulletin. The 
vapor of gasoline is so highly ex­
plosive that it has been called ‘ ‘liq­
uid dynamite." It is dangerous to 
use gasoline for dry cleaning In the 
home. It may explode from even a 
tiny spark of static electricity pro­
duced by rubbing the clothing be­
ing cleaned. Although not so in­
flammable as gasoline, kerosene 
•Iso gives off vapors which may be 
easily ignited. Neither should bo 
used to start a fire in the house.
