PIEDMONT. Calif —The police 

department here has a master file 
of all occurrences in the town. It 
somebody joins the Rotary club 
or a maid quits in a huff, the police 
enter the events in their file. If 
someone returns from vacation a 
day early, the police are likely to 
pay a call to be sure that the home 
owners are the ones in the house 
and not some intruders or bur­
glars. It set ms the Piedmont 
police have a dossier on everyone 
in town.

The police are popular with Pied­
mont residents, because the offi­
cers use the information they com­
pile upon these residents to help 
them. As Police Chief William V 
Pflaum says. "We like to know 
our people so we can serve them 
better.”

The plan works, even to having 
the cops perform the most trivial 
services. Once the police were 
called upon to break into a wom­
an's house and turn her electric 
iron off. She had left home so 
quickly that she had forgotten it.

Another time the police were 
notified that a citizen’s roof was 
leaking. They rushed out with a 
huge tarpaulin and covered thj 
faulty roof They are called upon 
often to perform minor house­
breaking jobs—somebody is al­
ways losing his key and the police 
know how to jimmy windows and 
solve locks without damaging the 
property too much.

Grow Polio Vaccine 
In Chicken Embryo

NEW Y O R K -The first vaccine 
to make people immune to polio 
may have been developed recent­
ly at laboratories here The new 
vaccine already has been tested on 
% human volunteers. All devel­
oped protective antibodies in the 
blood, materials produced in the 
blood which fight disease organ­
isms. None of the volunteers suf­
fered any bad side effects.

However, the vaccine will not 
necessarily g i v e  immunization 
from all types of polio as it was 
produced from only one of the 
three strains of virus that cause 
the disease, possibly the most dead­
ly. But it may develop initial basic 
immunity against the other two 
strains.

The scientists have been able to 
induce the elusive virus to grow 
in chick embryos in eggs, meaning 
that eventually it will be possible 
to manufacture the protective virus 
in large amounts.

The major problem in making a 
vaccine to use against virus dis­
ease such as polio has been found 
in the difficult character of viruses 
themselves—scientists still don’ t 
know exactly what they are.

A virus, unlike a bacteria which 
is a living organism, acts like both 
an organism and a chemical mole­
cule. It is much smaller than a 
bacteria, and cannot be seen with­
out an electron microscope. But a 
virus will grow or multiply only 
in a living cell. Some scientists 
think they are a sort of gene, 
heredity agent, gone wrong.
