Local corn and grain 
producers have expressed 
a great concern for the 
recent development in the 
Commodity Credit Corpor­
ation’s sale of stored grain. 
This grain was stored from 
the 1979 crops and had 
been scheduled for sale to 
Russia.

With the onset of 
Carter’s embargo, 45 mil­
lion bushels of corn which 
was scheduled to be sold to 
Russia was stored in the 
United States. At this time, 
it is presently stored in 
various High Plains eleva­
tors within a 75 mile radius 
of Plainview, Texas.

This week in a letter 
from the Executive Direc­
tor of Grain Sorghum Pro­
ducers Association, Elbert 
Harp, states that "com 
shipped by the government 
from northern com belt 
states will be sold in com­
petition with grain pro­
duced by High Plains 
farmers.”

Harp further stated that 
“ this action will most likely 
cost High Plains farmers a 
minimum of 50 cents per 
hundred weight-or $5,000 
for a million pound pro­
ducer-on all grain cur­
rently being held or pro­
duced in 1981.”

"The GSPA has been 
seeking a USDA policy to 
sell this com for export use 
only," Harp pointed out.

USDA."

Bill Wimberly, another 
local involved in grain pro­
duction had this to say: 
"There will be no doubt 
about the results if this 
stored grain is released in 
local markets. It will se­
verely depress the already 
unsteady economy and the 
results will be a serious 
disaster. Support from lo­
cal and area producers by 
their signature on a check 
will be the only way of 
financing a suit against 
this action."

Another local man, Bob 
Free indicated to the 
Journal that he was of the 
opinion that "even if they 
(USDA) scatters the sale 
for 70 weeks it will have a 
bad effect on our market. 
Futhermore, if this is car­
ried through, we (the far­
mers) will have nothing to 
look forward to for at least 
two years."

Free also stated that 
"the government seems to 
be totally unsympathetic to 
the farmers, while at the

more than 100 pounds.

The study’s results do 
give hope to people who 
have been overwieght all 
their lives.

“ Those who were fat 
since childhood did not 
have any more difficulty 
losing weight than the 
recently overweight,” 
Foreyt said.

was unsuccessful for many 
patients, especially

women.
Three times more males 

than females in the 
program were successful at 
achieving their goal 
weight.

“ This was probably 
because men have less » 
body fat than women, and,-* 
women are around food 
more often than males,’’ 
Foreyt said.

Foreyt’s study also 
confirmed that the more 
weight someone wants to 
lose, the harder the task. 
Only two percent of the 
patients who wanted to 
lose more than 30 pounds

The key to losing weight 
and keeping it off is to 
change total behavior, not 
just eating habits, a Baylor 
College of Medicine scien­
tist said after a study of 
participants in a weight 
control program.

“ Losing weight requires 
a complete change in 
lifestyle and principles and 
can take years; it is one of 
the hardest things people 
try to do,”  said John 
Foreyt, Ph. D., associate 
professor of medicine at 
Baylor and director of the 
Methodist Hospital Diet 
Modification Clinic.

He recently completed a 
study of the* effectiveness 
of the program in which 
behavior modification is 
taught and found that it 
was successful for a 
majority of the program 
participants. More than 70 
percent of the patients 
maintained their weight 
loss or continued to lose 
weight one year after 
completing the program.

Additional findings of 
the study were that:

—Women have a harder 
time losing weight than 
men.

—People who have been 
overweight all their lives 
may not find it more 
difficult to lose weight.

Foreyt concluded from 
the study that to lose and 
keep weight off, people 
must make changes in 
their behavior, such as 
avoiding the food table 
when at a party, or reading 
or exercising instead of , 
eating when depressed.

He also found that a 
person’s sex and the 
amount of weight he or she 
wants to lose can influence

Proposal To Strengthen 
Federal Wage- Hour Law

Declaring that it is ‘‘a 
national disgrace’’ to allow 
sweatshops ‘‘and the law­
breakers who run them" to 
stay in business. Labor 
Secretary Raymond Dono­
van unveiled his Depart­
ment's proposals to crack 
down on labor law viola­
tors.

In a speech prepared for 
delivery before the Nation­
al Business Roundtable, 
Donovan listed five pro­
posed changes in the Fair 
Labor Standards Act which 
he says will "strengthen 
our ability to locate, pro­
secute and punish those 
who abuse and exploit 
their fellow human beings 
in such a casual and cal­
lous manner.”

The five changes include 
increased penalties for 
failure to keep adequate 
records, higher penalties 
for repeated violations of 
the minimum wage and 
overtime laws, payment of 
back wages to the govern­
ment if employees cannot 
be located, and changes in 
the statute of limitations 
which would enable the 
Labor Department to get 
more wages to employees 
when violations are dis­
covered.

Donovan also empha­
sized that, "By toughening 
the law, we will not in­
crease the regulatory bur­
den on employers.” He 
said the new proposals will 
not add a single new form 
or a single new reporting 
requirement.

"We are asking for ac­
curate payroll records,” 
said Donovan. "Honest 
business people already 
keep these records."

"Donovan added: "We 
will be creating a regula­

tory framework that makes 
sense, penalizing exploita­
tion of workers wherever it 
exists, but not penalizing 
work."

He told the manage­
ment-oriented group that 
he expected their support 
"because you, as respon­
sible members of the busi­
ness community -  and as 
citizens of this country -  
have a stake in putting an 
end to the abuses and 
exploitation that go on in 
sweatshops.”

Donovan told his audi­
ence, in effect, that talk is 
cheap. "The time is past 
when words alone....are e- 
nough. It's time to put 
actions behind those 
words,” he said. He con­
cluded by quoting the 
Epistle of St. James, which 
admonishes readers, "Be 
ye doers of the Word, and 
not hearers only.”

drain away valuable plant 
nurtients stored in the root 
zone, decrease root zone 
aeration necessary to plant 
growth and may even in­
hibit root growth.

Overwatering can pro­
mote the growth of 
disease. It is a waste of 
water, fertilizer and energy 
expended on pumping.

You don't need to water 
every day. Most High 
Plains soils can store e- 
nough moisture to last 
seven to ten days. Water­
ing a small amount every 
day or two only serves to 
wet the top few' inches of 
the soil and cause the plant 
roots to concentrate there. 
Plants will be healthier if 
they are watered long e- 
nough at one time to mois­
ten the deeper zone there­
by encouraging deep root 
development.
OK BUT HOW LONG?
Try this experiment to 

learn you sprinkler’s ha­
bits. First, place a few 
empty topless cans at vari­
ous distances from the 
sprinkler making sure they 
don’t lean. After sprinkling 
for an hour, measure the 
depth of water caught in 
each can and average the 
amounts. Then divide the 
number of inches needed 
for your soil type by the 
average amount of water 
needed to effectively irri­
gate your lawn.

cans, sprinkled for an hour 
and arrived at an average 
depth of 3/8 inches of 
water in the cans. If the 
total depth of water needed 
for your lawn is one inch, 
then the total sprinkling 
time needed is found by 
dividing one inch (the total 
depth of water needed) by 
3/8 inch (the average one 
hour catch)-and the an­
swer is 2 hours, 40 mi­
nutes. If you needed to 
apply 1.5 inches of water to 
sufficiently irrigate the 
grass and root zone, you'd 
need to water for about 
four hours.

Of course, other factors 
will have a bearing on your 
irrigation schedule. but 
this is a good rule of thumb 
approach for establishing a 
lawn-irrigation schedule. 
Combined with careful ob­
servation, it should lead to 
a healthy, resilient lawn as 
well as to an appreciable 
savings of water.

SO WHEN DO YOU 
WATER?

...At the first sign of real 
wilt. Wilt doesn't mean 
that the grass is dying, 
only that it’s ‘‘thirsty.” 
But don't look for it in the 
middle of the afternoon. 
Despite plenty of available 
moisture, many plants will 
tend to show considerable 
wilt on a hot afternoon. It's 
usually temporary. The 
grass normally will regain 
its vitality in the evening. 
Look for signs of real 
wilting then; its time to 
water.

Most likely you’ll dis­
cover signs of wilt only 
after five to ten days of 
little or no rain or irriga­
tion. During cooler weather 
this period will be even 
longer.

HOW MUCH SHOULD 
YOU WATER?

Most lawn grasses used 
in the High Plains have a 
potential root zone depth of 
about three feet. This 
means that with proper 
irrigation, the grass roots 
will penetrate and effici­
ently extract water and 
nutrients from the soil to a 
depth of about three feet

from the surface.
How much water you’ll 

need to apply to adequate­
ly irrigate this three foot 
zone depends on what type 
soil you have. If it is totally 
dry and sandy soil, you will 
need to apply about three 
inches; if it s loam (a 
mixture of clay, silt and 
sand) apply about four and 
one half inches; and if it’s 
a heavy clay soil, about six 
inches. It will be a rare 
occasion that your soil will 
be totally dry to the three 
foot depth. Normally half 
of the amounts given above 
will wet your soil 
adequately.

MORE TIPS FOR 
EFFICIENT IRRIGA TION 

To avoid as much evap­
oration loss as possible, 
water your lawn in the 
morning. Picking a calm, 
windless day will help, too.

Overlap your sprinklers 
just enough to supply wa­
ter to the outer fringes, but 
not so much as to double­
water large areas.

Be certain that your 
sprinklers are placed so as 
not to water sidewalks, 
streets, driveways, walls, 
etc. It wastes water.

If you have an automatic 
sprinkling system, make 
sure it has an override to 
compensate for rainfall and 
for the lawn's reduced wa- 
t^r needs during winter 
months. Make doubly sure 
that it's not on a 24 hour 
cycle. Your grass really 
only needs irrigating every 
five to ten days--daily wa­
tering is wasteful and may 
even prove harmful to your 
yard.

Keep in mind the plants 
or lawns adjacent to pave­
ment or unguttered roofs 
sometimes need less wa­
tering because of increased 
runoff.

And speaking of runoff: 
a 2,500 square foot roof 
receives about sixteen 
hundred gallons of water 
from a one inch rain. 
Rather than allow this wa­
ter to flow into a storm 
sewer or ditch, why not 
divert it to irrigate shrubs 
or lawns?

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EDITORIAL
Pure Demagoguery

One reason Democratic Party fortunes are so low at 
the moment is that leaders of the party--in the 
northeast particularly-haven’t come up with new 
programs which challenge the voter's imagination. 
Instead, they employ the same old, hackneyed phrases 
and worn-out liberal cliches.

Few voters are so dim that they were unaware of the 
economic, trade and foreign affairs mess the nation was 
in, after years of Democratic congressional rule, in 
1980. Congress was almost as much responsible for the 
disaster which befell the party in 1980 as was Jimmy 
Carter, who helped the slide significantly.

The vast majority of Americans turned to Ronald 
Reagan and his new (old-fashioned) approach to the 
nation’s critical problems, greater fiscal responsibility. 
The Democrats are left with Senator Bob Byrd and 
Speaker Tip O’Neill as their titular leaders-M r. Carter 
having been routed so decisively his political influence 
is nil.

Senator Byrd of West Virginia has played the role of 
leader of the loyal opposition (to the president) with 
grace, generally speaking. But O’Neill has in recent 
days resorted to the same old demagoguery Democrats 
have used since the thirties to woo special groups and 
special blocs of voters.

O’Neill’s latest charge was that President Reagan 
has ‘‘no concern, no regard, no care for the little man of 
America." He further claimed that the president’s tax 
cut proposals were only a windfall for the rich and that 
Reagan associated only with wealthy, upper class 
individuals.

Edwin Meese responded to this with the statement 
that he didn’t believe Tip really believed the things he 
was savin'’ about the president. That’s the most 
charitable light one can put on such partisan rhetoric-- 
and it doesn’t speak well for Democrat chances in 1982.

Most Americans know Ronald Reagan came up in 
life in modest circumstances, worked hard and long, 
was a union man and finally made it, in the media, film 
and political worlds. And that included working his way 
through college, when times were tough.

Biggest Business
Congressman Skip Bafalis, who has co-authored 

legislation that would aid law enforcement officials in 
their fight against drug traffic, recently publicized 
some facts about the problem in his state, Florida. They 
show dramatically the seriousness of today's drug 
traffic problem.

The big three drugs, according to the Florida 
Republican, are marijuana, cocaine and counterfeit 
Quaaludes, and are a multi-billion dollar business in 
Florida, the biggest retail business in the state!

Bafalis says the menace to society is not just from 
sellers and users of these drugs. There is the corrupting 
influence of all that cash. There are the violent crimes 
that come with this illegal activity.

And there is the law-enforcement problem of 
catching and convicting the criminals. They are often so 
well financed they stay free for years, until, perhaps, 
they jump bond or escape to South or Central America, 
where most of these drugs come from.

Bafalis says Florida is the dumping ground for 70 
percent of the nation’s cocaine, 80 percent of its 
marijuana and 90 percent of the illegal or counterfeit 
Quaaludes. Florida, then, is where the fight is--in plain 
words-and added federal assistance is very much 
needed, and justified, in Florida.

W ASHINGTON NOTES
DIVORCES IN 1979

More American m ar­
riages than ever broke up in 
1979 as the number of 
divorces nearly tripled what 
it was 20 years before, the 
government reported recent­
ly.

AUSTIN—The single most 
important issue on the 
minds of legislators from 
April until the final day of 
the session on June 1 was 
how the state's legislative 
and congressional districts 
would be re-shaped.

Each House of the Legis­
lature took care of its own 
redistricting. Congressional 
reapportionment, with three 
new seats up for grabs, was 
a joint try. The 27 districts 
weren't finalized when the 
final hours of the session 
rolled around. We will try 
again in a called special ses­
sion to draw our state's con­
gressional districts.

Even with three addi­
tional seats in Congress, it 
proved impossible to draw 
the districts. It was also 
difficult in the Senate and 
in the House because we 
knew that the 1965 Voting 
Rights Act would bring a 
contest if Blacks and 
Hispanics were deprived of 
adequate representation.

Other legal questions 
were also considered, in­
cluding equal population, if 
districts were shaped com­
pactly and contiguously, if 
they represented a com­
munity of similar interest, 
how historical boundaries 
were affected, and also the 
effect on those holding the 
seats.

Under the Voting Rights 
Act, we must obtain ap­
proval from the Justice 
Department before the 
plans can go into effect.

Violations of the act could 
make the Justice Depart­
ment a party to any lawsuit 
against the state.

The House plan pairs 18 
of our 150 members. There 
are two pairs in West Texas, 
one pair in North Texas, one 
pair in Dallas, one in El 
Paso, one in Fort Worth, one 
in Central Texas, one in San 
Antonio, and one in 
Houston.

The state gained 27.1 per­
cent in population over the 
decade. The typical House 
district will now be about 
100,000 in population, com­
pared with 75,000 during the 
1970's. There were 24 coun­
ties split in the House plan 
because of excess popula­
tion. Ten others were split 
so they would comply with 
the one-man, one-vote prin­
ciple and to comply with 
state and federal laws. 
There were double splits in 
two counties, based on his­
torical divisions.

One of the most basic principles of our government is 
due process of law. The government cannot imprison its 
citizens, or search their homes, or deprive them of 
properly without giving them recourse through the legal 
procedure to argue their case. In fact, the burden of proof 
is on the government, which must show there is a 
justifiable reason for the action.

Vet, because of court decisions which define long 
distance telephone records as the property of the telephone 
company, the government can subpoena and obtain your 
records -  and you might not even know that it had been 
done for 90 days after the records are in the government’s 
possession.

1 have introduced legislation to give telephone 
customers due process of law in the procedure. It would 
not keep the Justice Department or other government 
entities from getting records needed in criminal cases. But 
it would insure that ihis process is not abused, and that 
individuals and businesses have the fundamental right to 
know when their own activities -  making long-distance 
telephone calls -  are being used against them.

There is precedent for this law . In fact, it is patterned 
after similar legislation regarding banking records. That 
legislation has not impeded the judicial process. When the 
government needs an individual’s bank records, it issues a 
subpoena. If the individual wishes to contest it, he appears 
at a court hearing and provides the reasons. The judge then 
makes a decision after hearing BOTH sides.

The government has moved too far in recent years in 
injecting itself into the lives of its citizens. Reversing that 
process must be one of the highest priorities of our 
government.

In some cases, that will mean eliminating regulations 
which either fail to accomplish any worthwhile purpose, or 
which fall outside the jurisdiction of the federal 
government. ,

In other cases, it will mean changing the federal 
funding structure from specific, highly regulated 
categorical grants to less specific block grants which return 
the decision-making process to more local levels.

But this is one case in w hich getting government out of 
a "big brother" role w ill require legislative action.

The most active advocates of this legislation have been 
news organizations, because their records have been 
subpoenaed without notice in several cases.

But this bill would not be limited in its applications to 
reporters and their new s organizations. It is a protection all 
Americans deserve.

I introduced a similar bill in the last Congress, and no 
action was taken. It is my hope that it will be enacted, 
either as a separate bill or as an amendment to related 
legislation during this Congress.
