Cotton Diseases 
Are Showing Up

Lubbock-Heavy infestations o( 
Verticillium wilt have ahown up 
early in some cotton on the heav­
ier soils of the South Plains, re­
ports Dr. Earl Minton, plant path 
ologist at the South Plains Re 
search and Extension Center, 
north of here.

Verticillium normally begins to 
manifest itself on some cotton in 
the atea about thia time each 
year, but he said the infestation 
appears unusually widespread in 
parts of Lubbock, Lamb, Hale, 
Flovd and Crosby Counties 

The disease ia caused by soil 
borne fungi that tend to thrive 
under cool, moist soil conditions.

The Agricultural Research' S ir - ' 
vice pathologist said bacterial 
blight or angular leaf spot also 
appears to be causing more than 
normal damage throughout the 
South Plains this year.

Control methods for the two 
diseases are limited, although Ex­
tension Service Pathologist Dr. 
Robert Berry says some cultural 
practices can help to reduce loss 
es from them

Minton said he has seen one 
field which was 30 percent in­
fected with Verticillium wilt. In­
festations this great are normally 
not prevalent until September.

Early symptoms of "Vert” ars 
chlorsis or yellowing of the 
leaves Minton said the yellowing 
tends to occur on lower leaves 
first and gradually works up to 
the top of the plant.

He credits the early season de 
velopment of Verticillium wilt to 
cool, wet soil and cool nights dur 
ing June These environmental 
conditions allowed the disease to 
get a headstart, he said.

Cultural practices which Berry 
and Minton say can help to retard 
the wilt are as follows:

Avoid deep cultivation. It prunes 
roots and allows easy entry for 
the fungi and it can stunt tha 
plants making them more suscep­
tible to the disease.

Balance fertility and water. Ex- • 
costive nitrogen appears to in 
crease the disease and too much 
rrigation provides cool, wet soil 

where the fungi thrive.
Strive to maintain highest pos 

sible soil temperatures. Alternate 
row irrigation can help, Minton 
says. Skip row planting and plant­
ing on-the bed will tend to reduce 
infestations because they help to 
raise soil temperature.

Crop rotations using small 
grains and grain sorghum normal­
ly reduce the incidence of infesta­
tion. Minton said, although one 
heavily infested field found this 
year had been in grain sorghum 
for two years.

Bacterial blight or angular leaf 
spot first appears as small, water 
soaked areas on leaves. Minton 
said this part of the leaf will turn 
brownish-black and the surround­
ing tissue will turn yellow.

Hot dry weather tends to re 
tard bacterial blight infestations, 
he said.

The best known method for 
control of both "Vert” and bacter­
ial blight would be to plant a 
variety resistant to the diseases, 
according to the research patholo 
gist

Minton, Berry and Dr. Levon 
Ray, cotton breeder at the South 
Plains Center, recently issued a 
report on a test measuring the 
Verticillium wilt and bacterial 
blight resistance of 64 cotton var 
ieties.

Most commercially available 
stormproof varieties were found 
to be susceptible to Verticillium 
wilt. Minton said, but Auburn M 
and Gregg 25 V were judged 
slightly tolerant.

Acala 1517 V. a long staple var 
iety, yielded 703 pounds of lint 
per acre—the highest yield of the 
commercially available cotton 
varieties in the test.

The performance of several ex­
perimental lines was outstanding 
both in yield and fiber qualities. 
Minton said.

The study was conducted on 
Olton loam soil which, since I960, 
has been managed with the intent 
of establishing and maintaining a 
high incidence of Verticillium 
wilt.

Results of the work indicate 
cotton varieties are being develop­
ed which will produce high yields 
of good quality fiber under eon 
ditions of severe Verticillium wilt 
and bacterial blight infestations.

Dr Ray has released several of 
these lines to cotton breeders, but 
it will probably be at least two 
years before they will be avail­
able in large quantities.

"Grain sorghum planted in a 
workman like manner for harvest 
which fails to mature by reason 
of hail or drouth, or for reasons 
beyond the fanner's control, ran 
be grated by livestock and the 
fanner can atill qualify for price 
support," Dove Informs The 
Index

mature Such mails land, if the 
fanner is in compliance with the 
farm program, may be graxed by 
cattle.
